The group discussed the draft regulations and decided to make several changes as follows:

· Limit Accessory Residential Event Venues to no more than 3 events per year.  The BOA can further reduce this maximum number of events per year during the CUP review process.  
· Wait until the Zoning Administrator is present to discuss how we handle allowing special events in regards to common amenities.  There was some confusion as to how the Rumbling Bald pavilion is currently used.  The Board suggested meeting at 10am on Thursday.  If Sheila Spicer is not available then,   
· Revise the language that states that the BOA can revoke a permit if two or more violations occur on a property within a given year.  The BOA should be able to revoke a CUP as a result of any violation of the CUP.
The meeting was adjourned at 11:39a.m.

Please see the following draft text revisions:

1.            Add the following definitions to Section 92.005:
 
Accessory Residential Event Venue- A single-family home or a residential vacation rental that is leased or operated for profit, no more than three times per year, for special events that are typically private in nature, including but not limited to weddings, reunions, corporate retreats, and religious or political gathering.  
Accessory Commercial Event Venue- An event venue that is considered an accessory use for the following primary uses: bed and breakfasts (if expressly permitted in the conditional use permit), inns, lodges, churches, conference and meeting facilities, restaurants, hotels, lodges, motels, and outdoor recreational facilities.  

(Common Amenities was removed from this definition.  We will discuss this use at our next sub-committee meeting.)
 
Event Venue- a site or facility that is leased or operated for profit for special events that are typically private in nature, including but not limited to weddings, reunions, corporate retreats, and religious or political gathering.  
 
Primary Event Venue- a commercial event venue for which hosting commercial events is not considered an accessory to any other use. 
 
2.            Add the following conditional use to the following Zoning Districts: R-1, R-1A, R-1B, R-1C, R-1D, R-2, R-3, R-4, M-1, S-1, C-1, CG, CTC
 
Accessory Residential Event Venue.  The conditional use permit shall state the maximum number of events per year and the maximum number of attendees which shall be based on the availability of parking, safe ingress and egress, sanitary facilities, potential impacts to adjacent properties and similar site specific conditions.  The Conditional Use Permit can be revoked by the Board of Adjustment as a result of violations to the approved Conditional Use Permit.
 
3.                Add the following conditional use to the following zoning districts: C-1, CN, CTC, CG, CSC, R-3 and S-1
