The sign subcommittee met with representatives of various groups in and around Lake Lure to hear a presentation from Tripp Muldrow and Tee Coker of ArnettMuldrow & Associates, an urban planning firm in Greenville, SC. Mr. Muldrow and Mr. Coker made a PowerPoint presentation on community branding and wayfinding signs. They discussed several communities they have worked with to develop a community brand and address wayfinding signage, including communities that are made up of various individual entities. It was discussed that this may be a unique opportunity for The Town of Lake Lure and its various boards and committees, Chimney Rock Village, Chimney Rock State Park, Hickory Nut Gorge Chamber of Commerce, Rutherford County Tourism Development Authority, and Rutherford County to partner on a project to develop a cohesive community brand that also expresses the individuality of each entity. It was mentioned that Hickory Nut Gorge is partially located in four different counties; Mr. Muldrow cautioned against attempting a multiple county community branding project. 
It was discussed that, once developed, these brands could then be used on wayfinding and directional signs as well as print and digital sources of advertising. Mr. Muldrow discussed the process his firm uses to develop a community brand and recommend locations for signage as well as what is provided at the end of the project. He and Mr. Coker also briefly discussed state and federal regulations that may be involved with the design and placement of wayfinding signs. 
At the end of the meeting, it was mentioned that the sign subcommittee will be meeting again on Monday, February 13, 2012 with two representative of North Carolina Department of Transportation to discuss wayfinding, directional, and off-premise advertising signs along state highways and highways designated scenic byways. All those in attendance were invited to attend that meeting, as well. 
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
