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Other Local Government Services 

Education
Lincolnwood is served by elementary School District #74, with a variety
of educational programs and a full day kindergarten. High school
students attend highly acclaimed Niles West High School in neighboring
Skokie, part of District #219. Lincolnwood is in the Oakton Community
College District, which has a campus minutes away in Skokie.
Northwestern University in Evanston, Loyola University in Chicago and
Northeastern Illinois University in Chicago are all within five to 10 miles

of the Village.

Lincolnwood Public Library
The Lincolnwood Public Library is located at the intersection of Pratt,
Lincoln and Crawford avenues. Lincolnwood residents may become
card holders and select from more than 50,000 books, audio tapes,
compact discs, videocassettes and periodicals. The library is host to a
number of children's activities, adult programs and private instruction on
using the internet.

Public Transportation
PACE buses serve Lincolnwood and provide access to Metra trains and
four Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) train routes.  Route 290 goes along
Touhy Avenue, ending at the CTA Blue Line (with service to O'Hare
Airport) to the west and at the CTA Red, Purple, and Yellow Lines at
Howard to the east.  It stops at Lincolnwood Town Center and the Park
Ridge Metra train in between. Route 210 travels on Lincoln Avenue from
Glenview to the north and the CTA Red Line in Chicago (with service to
downtown Chicago) to the south.
