Public Works Branch Pick-up Program Ending September 1st
Effective September 1, 2011, the City of Lockport Public Works Department will no longer pick up branches/brush EXCEPT after severe weather.  However, Waste Management provides branch collection service on your scheduled pick up day when branches are properly contained. All branches can be placed in either a kraft paper bag or in bundles. Branch bundles must:

· Be no more than 4 feet in length 

· Be no more than 5 inches in diameter 

· Weigh no more than 50 pounds 

· Be securely tied with string or twine 

Unbundled branches and limbs will NOT be accepted. Please take advantage of the Waste Management program by properly bundling your branches. 

 

You can also rent a yard waste cart to dispose of branches/twigs/brush, for $2.00 per month for a yearly commitment.  Just contact the Water Department at (815) 838-0549, option 3.
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Public Works Leaf Pick-up Program Starting October 3rd 

Fall is Almost here – Un-be-LEAVE-able!!!

As we say goodbye to summer and welcome the brilliant colors of fall, we must prepare for the dilemma that accompanies the season…what do we do with our leaves???  Don’t fret.  The City of Lockport Public Works Department can dispose of them for you.  All you need to do is rake the leaves to the edge of the parkway (by the curb).  City crews will arrive with the leaf vacuum that will suck the leaves into the machine.  We ask that you DO NOT rake the leaves into the curb gutter because it will cause street drains to clog.  Also, we ask that you not mix any garbage, brush or debris in with the leaves.  The Leaf Program will begin on 

Monday, October 3, 2011, and continue through December 2, 2011 (weather permitting).  Another alternative for leaf disposal is to bag the leaves in kraft bags and set them out on your scheduled garbage service day for Waste Management to pick up. 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City’s “Direct Debit” Program for Paying Water Bills

The City of Lockport has now implemented a Direct Debit Payment Program for its water, sewer, and garbage customers.  This program will allow utility customers to provide the City with a checking account number, in which the resident’s utility bill will be automatically paid in full each month.  Those who sign up for this program will continue to receive a water bill, but will no longer have to send in or drop off payments.  In addition, this program will be available for free to all utility customers of the City.
