Fire Lanes

Hydrant side of street shall be designated as a fire lane, this includes during construction as well as during the
Homerama Event.

General Tent Guidelines

Fire Extinguishers - Approved Type: Dry Chemical or CO2 - minimum 5 Ibs.
Locations determined at time of occupancy
All booths set up for cooking or using any type of heating device shall have a minimum
of one approved extinguisher in close proximity.

LPG - Grills, Tanks and Cylinders

All tanks, fittings, hose and other attachments to equipment shall be UL approved in accordance with
requirements of NFPA pamphlet #58.

Tanks must be properly secured in place with a bracket or other approved securing device such as heavy wire
or chain and not subject to being knocked over and/or damaged. All spare or empty tanks/cylinders must also
be secured in place.

LPG tanks which are not securely mounted on another piece of equipment must be equipped with a valve
guard collar to protect the tank shut off valve from damage.

Before tank is placed in service, make sure all fittings, hoses and other equipment are in good condition. Use
only soapy water solution for leak detection testing.

When changing over to another tank, use only approved type of tools for intended purpose.



All personnel working with LPG equipment must have special knowledge and be familiar with the proper
procedures for using equipment.

Charcoal or Wood Burning Grills

Grills of this type must be approved, safe, in good condition and should not be subject to falling or being
knocked over.

They shall be arranged so they are in a location where people could not accidentally make contact and sustain
burns or other injuries.

Only "ready to light" type charcoal briquettes are to be used. Do not use charcoal lighter fluid.
Grill away from combustibles or flammable items, low overhangs, awnings or trees.

Control excessive flames with water.

Provide metal ash collector. Ashes are not to be dumped on ground or pavement.

Place ashes in an approved metal container with tight fitting lid.

Grease Removal

Operator is responsible for safe removal of cooking grease. Do not dump on ground, pavement, sewers or
trash containers.

Electrical

All electrical equipment and cords must be ground faulted and have a third wire positive ground and must meet
the standards of the National Electric Code.

All electrical cords must be surge protected.

Electrical cords can not cross walkways used by the general public.

Aisles

Aisle ways shall be available and width will depend on size of structure and anticipated occupancy.

Noise

No person shall generate or permit to be generated unreasonable noise or loud should that is likely to cause
inconvenience or annoyance to persons of ordinary sensibilities by reason of a sound amplifying device, or by
the operation of any tools, machinery or equipment under either of the following circumstances:

Between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. the following day, when the sound is audible more than 200
feet from the source of the sound, if it can be heard upon adjacent property, or 200 feet from the property line



fo the property on which the source of the sound is located, whichever is less. In enforcing this section, the
police department shall make a good faith effort to determine the property line without the need to survey the
property in questions;

On private property in a residentially zoned area, regardless of existing non-conforming uses, conditionally
permitted uses or variances, at any time of day, where the sound is audible more than 200 feet from the
property on which the source of the sound is located.

The Zoning Permit Process

The City of Montgomery has recently implemented a three (3) phase process for the demolition and
construction of a new home. Keeping in mind that all of the homes in the Vintage Club development will be
new construction and no demolition will be needed, the City is requiring that each builder go through phase Il
and III.

Each phase will be reviewed by Gary Heitkamp of CDS, Associates. Gary is under contract with the City for
site plan review, however, he also has other clients, so the turn around time for this permit can take up to two
(2) weeks.

Each builder will begin the process at Phase II:
o Provide four (4) copies of a site plan with all of the requirements noted on the attached document. To
conserve time in the review process, the City of Montgomery encourages each builder to provide All of
the information required.

e After Phase Il has been reviewed and approved a zoning permit will be issued.

Phase lll:

e Provide an as built survey (the information required for this phase is also provided in the attached
document) Phase Il is utilized to confirm that what was approved on Phase Il was constructed
correctly, specifically the final grading and height of foundation. The foundation elevation needs to be
provided as soon as poured and before additional construction proceeds.

o The completion of Phase Il will be required before the certificate of occupancy is issued.

The Building Permit Process

The City of Montgomery contracts our building department plan review and inspections out to National
Inspection Corporation (NIC). However, building permit applications are submitted to the City of Montgomery
(10101 Montgomery Road) and permits are picked up at this office as well

John Bull of NIC is the City’s Chief Building Official. He operates out of the NIC office. NIC is located in
Dayton but does have inspectors in the area everyday. John Bull is also available for on site consultations
when necessary.

Building permit applications are picked up and approved permits dropped off daily at the City Building
Department by NIC.

National Inspection Corporation can be contacted for questions anytime between the hours of 7:30a.m.-
5:00p.m.

When calling for an inspection please be prepared to give the address, city, permit humber and type of
inspection needed. If you call the morning of the inspection between the hours of 8:00-8:30 a.m., you will then
be given a time for the inspection to be completed within a two (2) hour range.

Sewer Permits

The Metropolitan Sewer District (MSD) handles all sewer related issues.

Bond Requirements

The City of Montgomery requires that all builders constructing a new home submit a soil & erosion control,
grading and seeding, and street cleaning bond.

The soil and erosion control bond requires a bond amount be established to insure the silt fencing and erosion
controls remain in place during the construction and the seeding and mulching are complete after construction.

o A grading and turf establishment bond is established at $.058 per square foot.
e A street cleaning cash bond of $1,000 is typically required for each new home.

These bonds are required to be set in place before any building or zoning permit is issued.
The bond amounts will be refunded after construction is satisfactorily complete.
