Absent:   
1. Welcome.

Mrs. Greene welcomed Suzanne Ruff with the Charlotte Observer, visitors, and the Committee.
2. Call meeting to order.
Mrs. Greene called the meeting to order. 
3. Project Splash

Mrs. Greene showed the Committee the renderings of the proposed sign renovations of the brick Welcome to Mooresville Signs.  She said the signs will have a “bronze look”.   Mrs. Greene asked Mr. Brown to research solar lighting for the signs.  Mrs. Greene said at this time there was only one quote to renovate one sign for just under $10,000.  She said that more quotes would be taken.  
Mrs. Greene said the Committee’s current budget is $7,600 and that she had told Mr. Tim Brown that the Committee could only obligate $4,000 because of the planned spring plantings.   She said if there was anything left the Committee could plant around the signs.  Mrs. Greene said that Mr. Tim Brown was going to take a “total package” before the Board now that he has NCDOT approval.  

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Walters, seconded by Mrs. Holbrook to designate $4,000 of the Committee’s funds for the renovation of the brick Welcome to Mooresville Sign at the corner of W. Wilson Avenue and Highway 21.  The motion was unanimously approved. 
4. Minutes

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Herring, seconded by Mr. Cerchiara to approve the January 127 2010, minutes.  The motion was unanimously approved, 
5. Report from Buildings and Grounds

Mr. Brown said that the Depot garden has a lot of heat from the road and an underground gravel bed.  Mrs. Greene said that all plantings should be drought tolerant.  

Mr. Brown said that the NCDOT have approved the proposed rail enhancement project.  The proposed plan was elaborate and at this time we will only plant trees.  He said the trees will create a nice looking project.  He said a request has been sent to the Police Department for no parking signs on the side of the road near Timber Road.  
Mr. Brown said that a design architect has been brought in to assess the buildings and grounds areas for the Town.  He said that he would pay for whichever Committee would like to plant the metal planter at the library.  Mrs. Payne said that the Garden Club would like to do this again. 

Mr. Brown said the Town is under Phase 2 watering restrictions at this time.  

Mr. Brown said the budget was going to be “tough” again this year.  

Mr. Brown said they will be able to do some watering with the truck mostly in the mornings.  

Mr. Brown said the Committee should feel free to call him or Mrs. Mann if they need any assistance.  

6. Community Street Garden Competition

Mr. Walters showed the Committee examples of the plaques that he would like to use for the Street Garden Contest Awards.  A small metal “3D” trowel and the winners name would be on the marbleized plaque.  He said with time and material this would be cheaper than the Committee trying to create the plaques.  

Mr. Walters said that he wanted to purchase a dozen of the T-shirts that the Committee was going to order and that he would contribute $100 for this.   Mr. Walters, Mrs. Spury,  and Mrs. Rabideau said that they would form a sub-committee to purchase the shirts.  

Mr. Cerchiara said that we really have a great kick-off   thanks to Irene Mann and Alan Bradford and other Town Staff.  He said there will be an article in the next Town Voice about the contest.  He said that Alan has set up the Town website so that people can sign up for the contest on-line.  

Mr. Cerchiara distributed the flyers for the Committee members to place in businesses and distribute to as many places as possible.  Mrs. Mann said that she can print more if needed.  Mr. Amon said that he would take some flyers to the Downtown Commission tomorrow.   Mrs. Knox said that she can get some to the schools.  Mrs. Spury said the next Chamber newsletter goes out next Monday morning and it would be possible to put inserts in the newsletter.  Mrs. Spury said that they would be glad for someone to adopt their flowerbeds for the contest.  
Mr. Cerchiara said the contest is for citizens within the Town of Mooresville and Town Employees can enter.
Mr. Walters suggested next year there be a category for the most improved.    

7. Yard of the Month
The Yard of the Month was presented to the Brawley Mansion by Mrs. Pfeffer.
8. Beautification Award

Mrs. Rabideau said the home that burned on Oak Street next year would be a great candidate for the award in the future.  

Mrs. Knox asked if the Committee agreed that when the people renovating the old Knox Building finish the outside they will be ready for the award.
Mrs. Rabideau said that the owners of the Comet Grill were so excited to receive the Beautification Award.  

9. Eyesores

The Committee said the following properties are disgraceful:   

1. The Stewart home on Sycamore has a yard full of junk.  

2. There is a mess at the apartments at the corner of Iredell and Statesville across from the church including vehicles parked in the grass.  

3. The Main Street building with a business called Speed. 

4. The old gas station on Main Street that was known as Glaspy’s. 
5. Both gas stations located at the corner of Main Street and Mclelland Avenue.  

6. The Mayhew property, across from Broad Street, looks like it needs to be demolished.  

7. Main Street house across from the Kangaroo with constant yard sales.
Mr. Amon said he was tired of seeing “crape murder” and other tree trimming done incorrectly.  He said the City of Statesville had sent out a letter reminding citizens that there are tree cutting standards.   He wondered if Mooresville could do this.  
10. Keep Iredell Clean
Mrs. Holbrook said there was no report. 
11. Community Gift Catalog
Mrs. Mann showed the Committee the latest copy of the Gift Catalog.  
12. Downtown Plantings.
Mrs. Pfeffer said that the plantings could begin by April 15th.  

Mr. Cerchiara said a mobile plant table would be helpful. 
13. New Business

Mr. Cerchiara said that he talked to a billboard company that will give a quote on vinyl wall renderings for the CVS wall fronting Main Street.  He said that he has met with David Sopp of Historic Preservation and they have decided they would try to do three historic scenes and perhaps two historic Mooresville residents.  He found out from Andy Poore of the library that two of the Mooresville Moor baseball players went on to play in the big leagues.
The Beautification Committee adjourned at 7:30 p.m. 
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
