1. Welcome.

Mrs. Holbrook welcomed the Committee.
2. Call meeting to order.
Mrs. Holbrook called the meeting to order.

3. Minutes

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Cerchiara, seconded by Mrs. Pfeffer to approve the May 26, 2011, minutes.  The motion was unanimously approved. 
4. Plantings

Mrs. Holbrook said that Brawley’s was going to plant at the Town entrance signs and empty flower pots on Main Street have been replanted.  Mr. Walters said that two flower pots at the Depot are empty.  

Mrs. Knox said that two stepping stones are needed at the crosswalk in front of the Depot.  Mrs. Pfeffer said that there is an ‘economy stone pile” at Stonehenge and that she would get some stones to put there.
5. Yard of the Month
Mrs. Rabideau said that she is still trying to contact the owner of 522 Oak to present the award.
Mr. Cerchiara said that for $300 the Yard of the Month and Beautification Award signs could be replaced with 3x2 “stick in” signs.  

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mrs. Knox, seconded by Mr. Amon to purchase four signs to replace the Yard of Month and Beautification Committee signs.  The motion was unanimously approved.  

6. Beautification Award

Mr. Amon said that he is refinishing the wooden sign.  
Mrs. Rabideau said the business on Broad Street at Mclelland has repaved the parking, added additional flowers and looks very nice.  

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mrs. Rabideau, seconded by Mr. Amon to present the Beautification Award to the car repair business located at Broad and Mclelland.  The motion was unanimously approved.  

Mr. Walters suggested that the Committee start a “most improved” award.  

7. Community Street Garden Competition

Mrs. Knox said the judging tallies are complete and that each entrant could score up to 400 points.  She said that the results were as follows:

Mr. Cerchiara said that he will send the announcement and pictures to the Mrs. Sellers to put in the Town Voice in August and the newspapers.  Mr. Walters said that he will get the plaques done.  Mrs. Knox said that she will write a “blurb” for a press release.  Mr. Cerchiara said that information needs to be submitted to the Town Voice by the 15th of July.

Mrs. Payne and Mrs. Greene will present the awards.  
8. Report from Buildings and Grounds

Mr. Brown did not attend the meeting.
9. Eyesores

The Committee said the following properties are disgraceful:   

1. There is a mess at the apartments at the corner of Iredell and Statesville across from the church including vehicles parked in the grass.  

2. The Main Street building with a business called Speed. 

3. The old gas station on Main Street that was known as Glaspy’s. 
4. Both gas stations located at the corner of Main Street and Mclelland Avenue.  

5. The Mayhew property, across from Broad Street, looks like it needs to be demolished.  

6. Main Street house across from the Kangaroo with constant yard sales.
Mrs. Knox said the apartments at the corner of Statesville and Iredell have a sofa, carpet and trash on the porch.  
Mrs. Pfeffer said the trailer across the railroad tracks from the old bowling alley is a mess.  Mrs. Pfeffer said the apartments on Culp Street have high grass.  

10. Community Gift Catalog
Mr. Ballard explained the final draft of the Gift Catalog.  He said the next step is to form a “launching” sub-committee.  Mr. Cerchiara said that he can submit the catalog for the September Town Voice.  Mr. Ballard said that Committee will need a press release.  He said that he will submit one to Mrs. Sellers for approval and then the information can be distributed to the news. 
11. Keep Iredell Clean

Mrs. Rabideau said that she is going to attend the Keep Iredell Clean meetings. 

12. Brick Welcome Signs

Mrs. Greene said that Brawley’s will plant the signs with about $500 drought tolerant plants.
13. Other Business
Mrs. Greene said there is about $700 left to spend before the budget year ends.

Mrs. Holbrook said there is a florist shop on Main Street that needs the flower pots taken care of.  

Mrs. Pfeffer said a few more flower pots can be bought and then placed.   She said that a game table in JFM Square would be nice.  She said perhaps it could be metal.  Mr. Walters said that a round table with a mesh metal top would be about $600.
Mr. Cerchiara said that Brawley Seed Gift Certificates could be bought for the Street Garden Contest Winners.  

Mrs. Knox said that she would like to thank the Garden Club for all of their time and effort for the contest judging and help with the plantings.  

Mr. Cerchiara said that he would suggest assigning the nominations of the Yard of the Month and the Beautification Awards to different committee members each month so that there is someone responsible each time.  Mr. Amon said that this would cut down on confusion.  

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Cerchiara, seconded by Mr. Walters to schedule two people each month the be responsible for the Yard of Month and Beautification Award nominations.  The motion was unanimously approved.  

Mrs. Knox said that she would get the plaques for Ellis Kelly and Willie Gates that the Committee nominated as lifetime members emeritus.  

Mr. Cerchiara said that Mac suggested that Mr. Amon ask the Downtown Commission about the CVS wall design.  Mr. Cerchiara showed the Committee the proposed designs.  He said the price would be around $9,000.  He said the vendor will submit a digital rendering to present to CVS.  He said the photos would be printed on aluminum and would have a minimum five year life but would probably last about ten years.  

Mrs. Knox said the wall behind the Citizen Center would be a good location for pictures similar to those proposed CVS.

Mrs. Pfeffer said that Mr. Cerchiara has done a great job on assembling this proposal.
