1. Welcome.

Mrs. Greene welcomed the Committee.
2. Call meeting to order.
Mrs. Greene called the meeting to order.

3. Minutes

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Cerchiara, seconded by Mrs. Rabideau to approve the January 27, 2011, minutes.  The motion was unanimously approved, 
4. Community Street Garden Competition
Mr. Cerchiara said that the publicity has been very good and a lot of posters have been distributed.  He said currently there is one child entry, on HOA entry and 6 resident entries.  

Mr. Cerchiara said that he would write a “follow up blurb” for the newspaper.  

Mr. Cerchiara said that Bob Brawley would like to sponsor the contest next year and perhaps provide a prize.  

Mr. Cerchiara said that he would contact all of the contest entrants.  
5. Report from Buildings and Grounds

Mr. Brown did not attend the meeting.
6. Yard of the Month
Mrs. Greene said the yard on Oak Street is very green however there are no flowers yet.

Mr. Cerchiara said that the yard at 523 Woodberry has been suggested through the Town website and the Committee needs to see the yard.  Mrs. Greene suggested that all drive by and then vote by email.  

7. Beautification Award

Mr. Walters said that the entrance to Harbor Cove looks beautiful now that the HOA has finished working on the area.
ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Herring, seconded by Mr. Walters, to present the Beautification Award to the Harbor Cove HOA for the entrance to Harbor Cove.  The motion was unanimously approved.  
Mrs. Rabideau said that the owners of the Comet Grille were very excited to receive the Beautification Award.  

Mrs. Greene said that Brawley’s should be considered for the award next month.  

8. Eyesores

The Committee said the following properties are disgraceful:   

1. The Stewart home on Sycamore has a yard full of junk.  

2. There is a mess at the apartments at the corner of Iredell and Statesville across from the church including vehicles parked in the grass.  

3. The Main Street building with a business called Speed. 

4. The old gas station on Main Street that was known as Glaspy’s. 
5. Both gas stations located at the corner of Main Street and Mclelland Avenue.  

6. The Mayhew property, across from Broad Street, looks like it needs to be demolished.  

7. Main Street house across from the Kangaroo with constant yard sales.
Mrs. Knox said there is a yard between Hampton and Heatherly with an RV parked out front that seems to have a perpetual yard sale and has a fallen down fence.  
Mr. Coleman said there are four houses on Walnut Street that need the yards cleaned up.  Mr. King said there is a current Code Enforcement case for these houses. 

9. Keep Iredell Clean
Mrs. Holbrook said there was not report. 
10. Community Gift Catalog
Mr. Ballard said that he would send a “clean” copy of the Gift Catalog to Mrs. Mann.  He said the Catalog can be on the Chamber Calendar and can be sent out to businesses.  He said that there needed to be press releases.

Mrs. Spury said that she will write a press release and send it for the Town Voice and website.

11. Plantings

Mrs. Greene said that the plantings will be done before our next meeting.  Mrs. Holbrook said that some work will be done next Sunday and Monday.  She said the plantings will be on the 15th through the 18th.  
Mr. Walters said that he would check on storing the wagons at the Depot.  Mrs. Greene said that Jack Moore could be asked if we could be allowed to store the wagons.  Mr. King suggested behind the Amons facility.  Mr. Herring said that he would check with the museum.  

Mrs. Greene said that more perennials could be added and the entry signs need to be mulched.

Mrs. Holbrook said the flower pots need to be ready before April 15th.

Mrs. Rabideau showed examples of the T-Shirt.  She said that it could be green with the Town logon on the front and say volunteer on the back.  She said they would order three dozen by the 11th.  

12. Other Business

Mrs. Rabideau suggested the Committee “man” a booth at the Race City Festival.  She said that there could be pictures of past awards, copies of the gift catalog and a chance to raise awareness.  The Committee decided to consider this for next year.
