1. Welcome.

Mrs. Knox welcomed the Committee.
2. Call meeting to order.
Mrs. Knox called the meeting to order.

3. Minutes

ACTION:  A motion was made by Mr. Amon, seconded by Mr. Walters to approve the April 28,  2011, minutes.  The motion was unanimously approved, 
4. Yard of the Month
Mr. Cerchiara said that he presented the award to the owner of 523 Woodberry and she was very excited.  He asked that the “url” for nominating awards be included in the newspaper submissions.
Mrs. Rabideau re-nominated 522 Oak Street and with a second from Mr. Knox.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Mrs. Knox said that a certificate should be given with the awards.  

Mrs. Pfeffer said that the yard on Statesville directly behind the house that is across from the Kangaroo, should be considered.  An email vote could be done.  

5. Beautification Award

Mr. Amon said that he would present the award to the used car lot just south of W. Wilson after he re-finishes the plaque.  
Mr. Cerchiara said that the Committee should consider Brawley’s next.  

Mrs. Knox said that the Beautification sign is heavy and awkward and the Committee should consider a replacement.   Mrs. Pfeffer agreed and said that the Yard of the Month sign needs to be redone.  
Mr. Herring said the old sign can be donated to the Mooresville Museum.

Mr. Cerchiara said that he will research having new signs made.  

6. Community Street Garden Competition

Mr. Cerchiara said that there are about a dozen entries.
Mr. Walter said that he has the award plaques on order.  

Mr. Cerchiara asked for Committee representatives to serve as judges.  Mr. Cerchiara, Mrs. Knox, Mrs. Pfeffer and Mrs. Payne (Garden Club) all agreed to serve as judges.  
7. Report from Buildings and Grounds

Mr. Brown did not attend the meeting.
8. Eyesores

The Committee decided to remove the home on Sycamore Street from the eyesore list at the recommendation of the Zoning Administrator Mandy Edwards.  Mrs. Mann said that Mrs. Edwards had stated that the property is in compliance within the law.  

The Committee said the following properties are disgraceful:   

1. There is a mess at the apartments at the corner of Iredell and Statesville across from the church including vehicles parked in the grass.  

2. The Main Street building with a business called Speed. 

3. The old gas station on Main Street that was known as Glaspy’s. 
4. Both gas stations located at the corner of Main Street and Mclelland Avenue.  

5. The Mayhew property, across from Broad Street, looks like it needs to be demolished.  

6. Main Street house across from the Kangaroo with constant yard sales.
Mrs. Knox said the empty lot behind the Nazarene Church needs mowing.
Mr. Cerchiara said that the building where “Speed” was located needs a lot of attention as soon as possible.  

9. Keep Iredell Clean
Mrs. Holbrook was not present to give a report.  
10. Community Gift Catalog
Mr. Ballard was not present to give a report.  
11. Plantings

Mr. Walters said there is a youth in his neighborhood that needs community service hours that can water the flowers when accompanied by a parent.  
Mrs. Mann said that Mr. Brown has been able to have his men water at least once a week.  

12. Other Business
Mrs. Knox said there are tons of weeds around the brick signs.  Mr. Walters said the renovations are partially done.  

Mr. Herring said that the big directional sign to be placed at Exit 31 will be in the next Town budget.  He said that we will be able to work on some of the other signs as a Board next year.

Mr. Cerchiara said that he has drafted a letter to CVS for Erskine Smith to sign, asking install the graphics on the downtown CVS wall facing Main Street.  He said that he needs help deciding what the pictures should be.  He said that he would like to tie the pictures to baseball however there may be better pictures.  He said there could be 3 pictures for each wall section.  He said that he had prices from three different vendors and they all could do the job for around $9,000.  He said that Sign Innovations of Huntersville would keep the work local and there would be a 5 year guarantee.  

Mr. Herring and Mrs. Pfeffer said that they would be glad to assist in choosing the pictures for the CVS wall.  

Mrs. Knox suggested that the wall behind the Citizen Center could have graphics installed.  

A motion was made by Mrs. Knox, seconded by Mr. Herring to install Ellis Kelly and Willie Gates as members Emeritus and they will no longer be required to make a bi-yearly application.  

Mrs. Knox suggested that a certificate be sent to Mrs. Kelly and Mrs. Gates.  

The Beautification Committee adjourned at 7:00 p.m. 
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
