Mr. Turner called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes for the December 7, 2006 minutes.
ACTION: Ms. Morrow made the motion that the minutes be approved as submitted. Mr. Poore seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Mr. Turner asked for an update on the meeting with representatives from the Town Board of Commissioners and the Down Town Commission. Commissioner Radar stated that there had been a miscommunication and the meeting did not convene as expected. Mr. Turner stated that he was a representative from both organizations (the Historic Preservation Commission and the Downtown Commission) he made it a point not to represent either. Mr. Turner announced his resignation as Chair to the Downtown and that he now could participate on this subcommittee (to discuss a downtown historic district). Mr. Akins said that Ms. Morrow and Mr. Auten were the two appointed to be the liaisons to the subcommittee. Mr. King suggest that if Mr. Turner wishes to participate, he should take Ms. Morrows position because she is currently serving on two subcommittees.  Mr. Turner said that he will set up the meeting with the representatives from the Downtown Commission and Commissioner Radar and Commissioner Carney prior to the February Historic Preservation Commission. 
3. The Historic Preservation Commission explained the purpose of the subcommittee to Commissioner Radar. Mr. Radar suggested having the subcommittee meet on the 25th of January before the joint Planning Board /Town Board workshop. He said he would coordinate his schedule through Mr. King 
4. Mr. Atkins said that he would prepare the language to be placed in the Town Voice regarding the subcommittee.
5. Mr. King gave a brief overview of an e-mail sent out by Mary Hanbury in regard to the States response to historic landmark designations. Basically the State Historic Preservation Office will send out two letters. One will be a formal letter for local commissions to take to their Town Boards and the other will be more technical and sent to the historic preservation commission detailing any recommendations the state may have.
6. Mr. King gave an update on the Mooresville Library and the Sholar House.
7. Mr. Turner opened the floor to the public. Ms. Morrow introduced Vanessa Campbell and explained the she and Ms. Campbell had been talking about a possible landmark designation for Reid Memorial Presbyterian Church. Ms. Morrow stated that Ms. Campbell had also asked her about the Veterans Building on McLelland Ave. Ms. Campbell explained that it is the two story concrete building next to Burger King. There was some question as to who has ownership of the building. Ms. Campbell stated that she contacted the Veterans Association and was told the Town owned the building; she requested that it be given back to the community. She also stated that she would like to see it restored and designated as a local landmark. Mr. King said that it was his understanding that the building was owned by the American Legion and that Mr. Franklin Campbell was in possession of the ownership information. Mrs. Campbell stated that the information provided to her that the building was given back to the Town of Mooresville. Commissioner Radar explained the process of the Town releasing the property if they owned it; however, since the property was not being kept up, it would be his thoughts that the Town does not own it. 
8. Ms. Campbell inquired about the process of dedicating Reid Memorial Presbyterian Church. Mr. Atkins stated that the preliminary application would have to be filled out and returned to the HPC for review. Then a Landmark Designation Application would be submitted to the HPC for review. Mr. King stated that a letter would have to be submitted giving Reid Memorial authority by the Presbyterian Church to submit for landmark designation. 
9. Commissioner Radar talked to the HPC about banners for downtown and ways to promote the downtown.
10. Old Business:
Mr. Poore stated he did not have anything to add on the grant application.

Mr. Atkins stated that he was still working on the Landmark Designation Application for his house.

Mr. King spoke about the time capsule explaining that Ms. Setzer, Director of Finance, inquired about the HPC burying the time capsule. It would be a low budget event and public works could provide a back hoe. Ms. Morrow said that she thought the HPC should involve children. She suggested boy scouts or girl scouts. They are our future leaders. Mr. Turner suggested waiting until spring. The commission discussed burying the capsule on the same day as Lake Norman Fest. 
ACTION: Ms. Morrow made a motion to accept the burial of the time capsule as a HPC project.  Mr. Atkins seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

11. New Business
Mr. Atkins said that he would like to start advertising for the currently vacant position.

Action: Mr. Atkins made the motion to advertise for the vacant position. Ms. Carr seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  
Action:  Mr. Turner adjourned the meeting at 8:37 p. m. 
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
