Mr. Atkins called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes for the May 3, 2007 minutes.
ACTION: Ms. Morrow made the motion that the minutes be approved as submitted. Mr. Auten seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Mr. Atkins asked if there was any discussion on any applications received. Mr. King stated that no new applications submitted.
3. Mr. Atkins moved on to preliminary applications in which Mr. King stated that no new preliminary applications had been submitted.
4. Mr. Atkins opened the floor for public discussion. There was no public discussion.
5. Mr. King informed the Historic Preservation commission that the Town Board of Commissioners adopted a resolution requiring all appointed Board, Committee, and Commission members who have voting authority to attend at least 75% of all regular scheduled meetings. Mr. King read the resolution to the Historic Preservation Commission. Mr. King also inform the Historic Preservation Commission that he has created an attendance roster and that attendance will be taken at every meeting. He said that when you do the math, everyone should be able to attend 9 of the 12 monthly meetings.
6. New Business:

Mr. Atkins stated that there were a couple of things he would like to go over. Mr. Atkins stated that he had attended the Statesville Historic Preservation Commission. He said Richard Boyd is the Chairman and is also Commissioners Rader’s brother-in-law. Mr. Atkins stated that the Statesville Historic Preservation commission extended their support and assistance to us in anyway needed.

Mr. Atkins stated that at last nights Downtown Commission’s dinner, David Rogers spoke about the Mooresville Mill project Cherokee is engaged in. Mr. Atkins said the Mr. Rogers is actively seeking grants and is also very interested in having the mill placed on the National Registry. 

Mr. Atkins said that there was a lot of Talk at the Downtown Commission’s dinner about historic preservation. He said that the new chairman of the Downtown Commission is very interested with teaming up with the Historic Preservation Commission. 

Mr. Atkins address an addendum to the agenda for NAPC (National Alliance of Preservation Commissions) code of Ethics. He stated that the Town Board adopted a code of ethics 2 years ago that does apply to all the boards and commissions. Mr. Atkins stated that it was not necessary for the Historic Preservation Commission to adopt any additional code of ethics.

7. Old Business:
Mr. Atkins said that he had hired Leora Studholme to help him with his application. He also stated the when he was at the Statesville Historic Preservation Commission meeting that they said that they always hired consultants to do their inventories. Mr. Atkins stated that Ms. Studholme had to take some time off on his application but that she was back on it now. He also stated that she is working on a strategy of how she could assist this commission. First she is going to submit a proposal for the cost for her to complete 8 landmark applications (4-5 building downtown and 3-4 residential). She felt that 8 is doable and she would give us a discounted rate. She would give a flat rate if she would only be doing 1 or 2.  In addition she is going to provide us with an hourly rate for consulting the Historic Preservation Commission. Mr. Atkins stated that he and Ms. Studhlome have discussed districting; however, there are no tax incentives to be located in a district. He suggested working with the Town to see if the Town could adopt some tax incentive for local historic district. Mr. King stated that he would need to speak with the Town Attorney about that. 

Mr. Poore stated that he needs to do some leg work and get better informed about the different grants. He asked if anyone in the sub-committee had knowledge of grant writing. He also stated that a lot of these grants are very detailed and he would need some assistance. Mr. Atkins added that the HPC should also start looking at some fundraisers.

8. Other Business:
Mr. Atkins recognized Ms. Barbara Erskine for her time and dedication to the Historic Preservation Commission. He also encourage the other commission members to reach out to Ms. Erskine and keep her involved with the Historic Preservation Commission because she is a very valuable asset. Our hope is that she would be active in the sub-committee. 

Mr. King gave a brief description of the burial of the Time Capsule. Mr. Poore further elaborated on the condition of the Time Capsule and it contents. 

Mr. Poore asked the Historic Preservation Commission if the Mooresville Museum would need a Certificate of Appropriateness from the HPC to put up awnings. Mr. King state that the Building is not currently a locally designated landmark; however, since they have made application, it would be advised that they try to keep it as original as possible. The commission looked through some old pictures of the Charles Mack Building which they approximated were taken in the 30’s or 40’s showing awnings on the building. Mr. Atkins suggest putting the sign back on the building. Ms Morrow said that the old awning were green and that green should go back. that the replacement awnings should be the same color as the original.
Mr. King suggested that Mr. Poore contact Mr. Rob Richardson with the Lawrence Group in Davidson and have him assist with the Museums landmark application.

Mr. Poore showed the Historic Preservation Commission the web site for New Hanover County Historic Preservation. He said they won a national award for their web site and suggested that the Mooresville Historic Preservation Commission work towards their own in the future. Mr. Atkins asked if the HPC could be put on the Town’s web page.
