Scott Turner called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes for the Jan 4, 2006 minutes.  The February 1, 2007 meeting was cancelled due to bad weather. 
ACTION: Mr. Auten made the motion that the minutes be approved as submitted. Mr. Poore seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Mr. Turner said that he had not been able to schedule a meeting with the HPC, Downtown Commission and the Town Board members, due to scheduling conflicts. 
3. Mr. King told the commission that Mr. Atkins would not be at the meeting, but that Leora Studholme is interested in helping him with his application.  Mr. Atkins will also be chairing the historic tour of homes in October. 
4. Mr. Turner opened the public forum.  He informed the group that Mr. Atkins, who is not present at the meeting, is the one who is heading up the advisory group that was advertised recently. Mr. King explained that the purpose of the advisory sub-committee was to try to gain the knowledge and expertise of others who might be able to help the commission through the process of designating a landmark or historic district.  The commission is currently operating without a budget, and therefore would appreciate the help of volunteers. Ms. Morrow asked the persons interested in serving on the committee to introduce themselves and tell what their interests are.  The first person to speak was Shirley Rico.  She had worked on the Charlotte Historic Preservation Commission for six years and said that she would be glad to share the information that she had collected.  The next was Diane Aurit. She has experience working on ordinances related to historic preservation.  The third, Jana Downey, has lived in Mooresville her entire life and is very interested in helping to preserve the history of her hometown.  She also brought with her Sally Unger, who is from Connecticut and interested in getting involved.   The next was Andre Frank who is originally from Ft. Lauderdale, Florida.  He said he had no real experience in the historical area but was interested in getting involved and helping out in any way that he could.  Mr. Turner then explained that the commission was working on the first few applications for designation as historic properties, but was also charged with recommending historic districts.  Mr. King explained that the HPC was appointed by the Town Board of Commissioners, and members must live in the city limits of Mooresville.  The sub-committee members will be people with an interest in historic preservation, on a voluntary basis, and therefore are not required to live within the city limits.  This gives the commission the ability to increase expertise and manpower available.   The forum then discussed the possibility of doing a survey of the historic areas such as Academy Street and downtown Mooresville to determine what concerns people have over being in a historic district, and how the commission can overcome these obstacles.   Mrs. Rico suggested sending a letter to the homeowner requesting a meeting and letting them know what kind of survey we are conducting, so that they know it is a legitimate request.                                                                                                                     

5. Mr. King told the commission that he did put in the budget a request for $25,000 for the commission, but he did not know how much, if any, will get approved. 
6. Mr. King said he sent an email to Maia Setzer regarding the time capsule, but had not gotten a response.  He will send another email.
