Mr. Atkins called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes for the August 2, 2007 minutes.
ACTION: Ms. Morrow made the motion that the minutes be approved as submitted. Mr. Auten seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Mr. Atkins told the committee that the Templeton House application has not been completed yet, and that he had terminated the services requested of Leora Studholme. He said the commission will seek the services of another consultant. He asked that Jim King look into finding some additional consultants to work with the HPC. Mr. Atkins said that there are no other preliminary applications at this time.  *Mr Atkins noted at the October meeting that the termination of the services of Leora Studholme was for a personal contract he had with her for the Templeton House application. This does not terminate her proposal to the Town of Mooresville. 
3. Mr. Atkins opened up the public forum. Mr. Cashion stated that he was just curious to see how the commission operates. 
New Business:
4. Mr. King told the members about the annual conference of Preservation North Carolina. He passed the brochure around for viewing. He also gave everyone a copy of the registration application and stated that he thought the fees could be paid from the Planning Department budget. Mr. King said he would verify that and let the commission know.

5. Mr. King gave Yvonne Hart and Dennis White a resume form for new members to fill out to update the roster for certified local government certification. He stated that the commission needed to send one for each new member and he would send in a list of those no longer on the commission.  He also stated that the commission would have to send in an annual report detailing accomplishments as a certified local government.  Also required is an inventory of any properties destroyed or any properties added, which would be the Library and the Sholar house. The deadline for the annual report is October 15th. Mr. Atkins asked Mr. King if he intended to have this done by the October HPC meeting. Mr. King stated that his schedule was really busy right now but he would try to get it completed. Mr. Atkins asked if the commission needed to sign off on it. Mr. King stated that Mr. Atkins, as chairman, would need to sign only the update on what the commission has accomplished, the rest could be signed by Mr. King as designated staff. 
6. Mr. Atkins informed the commission that Dr. Sholar had resigned from the board. He asked that the members consider any recommendations for new members and pass that information on to Mr. King.  Mr. King stated that he had asked Mrs. Pope, the town clerk, if there were any additional applications for that position, but he had not heard back from her yet. Mr. King said that he would submit the advertisement to the Tribune. 
Old Business:
7. Mr. Atkins asked about the 501C3, if it was in regards to the tour. Mr. King said that he had met with Mr. White, Erskine Smith, Capt. Hilliard, Maia Setzer and Steve Gambill.  He said that Maia Setzer said that because we are tax exempt, we are not required to have a 501C3. Mr. King said that he had talked to Mrs. Setzer about setting up an account for this money.  The money will go to the Town. People should make their checks payable to the Town of Mooresville. He said that the commission would also need receipts for any expenditure. 
8. Mr. Atkins reminded the members about the Cemetery Seminar. Mr. Atkins asked if anyone from the Town was planning to attend. Mr. King said that he had given the information to Lois Compton, but did not know if she was going. Ms. Morrow said that it was really more about physical preservation of graves than historic preservation. Mr. Atkins said that he would talk to John Finan and see if he would consider sending some of the employees that actually work in the cemeteries. 
9. Mr. White gave an update on the Historic Tour of Homes. He said the Mr. Atkins had secured a $5,000 premier sponsorship from DEJ Realty. This is Dale Earnhardt Jr.’s new real estate company and he will be the exclusive sponsor for this event. Mrs. Hart told the members about the new web site which is www.historicmooresvilletourofhomes. Mrs. Hart told about the publicity that would be provided free of charge. The Charlotte Observer will be running a story in the Saturday Home section. They are also going to put it in their home section calendar. The Lake Norman Times will run a feature article the first week of October. The Lake Norman Magazine will add it to their calendar but already booked up for stories. The Statesville Record and Landmark and the Mooresville Tribune will run a story. The Chamber of Commerce will put something in their newsletter.  Mr. Atkins said that Images Magazine was going to run something. Mr. White pointed out that these were all free publicity.  Mr. Atkins showed the draft of the brochure. He said we would have about 2000 brochures. Mr. White said that tickets would be available online, using debit, credit and Paypal and at BB & T, the Town of Mooresville, and some area antique shops.  Mr. King said that Capt. Hilliard with the police department had said they would prefer that people use the church parking lot but that they would not ticket people who park on Wilson Avenue. The Fire Marshal said that they did need to stay 15 feet away from any fire hydrants.  Ms. Morrow asked about insurance. Mr. King said that the town had a blanket insurance policy with a rider for that weekend to cover any accidents. Ms. Morrow asked about signage. Mr. White said there would be signs in front of each tour site, and a map to the area in the brochure. Mr. King told Mr. Atkins that he needed to fill out a banner permit application in the zoning office, and then could put banner signs at the interstates and other areas.  Mr. Auten asked if the church had actually approved the use of their parking lot. Mr. Atkins said that he had talked to Steve Robinson and that he was excited about being involved. Mr. Auten expressed concern that the commission should not rely on one person from the church. He said if the church had not approved it officially, we should not include them in the brochure.  Mr. Atkins said that we could take them off the brochure. Then if the church decides later on to participate, they can put up signs welcoming people. Mrs. Hart said that the commission needs to come up with a letter on Town of Mooresville letterhead, thanking the sponsors for their participation. Mr. White stated that Bill and Sandra Cashion had offered their house for the Friday night VIP reception. Tickets will be $25 and there are 100 tickets available. There will be hors d’oeuvres and wine. No alcohol license is required per the town attorney, Steve Gambill. Mr. King said that Capt. Hilliard was clear that the police would ticket anyone who was drinking and driving.
Other Business: 
10. Mr. King said from this meeting forward, the minutes would be sent to Mr. Atkins for approval two weeks prior to the next scheduled meeting. 
11. Mrs. Hart told the commission about the Historic Mooresville 5K race on Saturday September 8th.  The main purpose of the race is to get people to come into the downtown area.  The proceeds benefit the Starfish program, which is a literacy program at the YMCA. **Mrs. Hart noted at the October meeting that the “main” purpose of the race was to race money for the Starfish program, but that bringing people downtown was also important. 
12. Mrs. Hart told the commission about a national heritage trail, which is in the planning stages right now, and would be called the National Textile Trail. It basically goes along I-85. The steering committee is in Cooleemee, NC. They have reached out to the Town of Mooresville for participation. It will include towns along the way that have a history of being a “mill” towns. Mr. Atkins asked Mrs. Hart to let them know that we are interested in pursuing this. 
13. Mr. Cashion thanked the commission for the opportunity to host the reception. He said that he was a little concerned about the numbers, that his house would never hold one hundred people all at one time. He also stated that he had been told before that if you charge a fee, you need an alcohol license, but if Town attorney says he doesn’t he will accept that. 

Action:  Mr. Atkins adjourned the meeting at 8:35 p. m. 
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
