Mr. Zande called the meeting to order at 6:06 p.m.
1. Mr. Zande asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the June 4, 2009 meeting. 
ACTION: Mr. White made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Mr. Sopp seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

2. Mr. Zande introduced the newly appointed members, Viki West Parker and John Amon and welcomed them to the Commission. He said that a third member would be appointed to replace Mr. Brownewell, who resigned at the previous meeting. He said that the Town Board would make that appointment at their next meeting. Both new members introduced themselves and gave a brief background of their interest in serving on the HPC. 

3. Mr. Sopp showed the HPC a mock up of the flyer he had created with the letter to inform the property owners about the plaque program.  Mr. Zande said this would be a step toward making people aware of the HPC. Mr. Atkins said the information would go to the contributing properties identified in the inventory that was done by Ms. McAuliffe. Mr. Zande told the new members that they could see the survey at the Mooresville Museum or the Planning Department. Mr. Amon asked what actually is considered  historic. He said that a lot of houses in areas like Fieldstone Road are eventually going to be historic and should be looked at. Mr. Zande said fifty years is the cut off to be considered contributing.  Mr. White said it is not an iron plaque, it is recycled aluminum. Mr. White said the plaques are 87.95 each, or 68.95 each in increments of ten. The HPC agreed to try to order them in increments of 10 or more. Mr. Zande said that the HPC had already agreed to purchase the plaque for the Cashion House, but it has not been purchased yet. Ms. Hart said that the HPC could use paypal to pay for the plaques. Mr. Atkins said that he thought there should be a paper trail for the order. Mr. Zande said that it was approved at the last meeting to purchase the plaque for the Cashion House and it needs to be done. Mr. Sopp said he needed an approval to move forward with the flyers. Mr. Sopp asked about addresses. Ms. Edwards said that he should contact Irene Mann in the Planning Department to get a mailing list. Mr. Zande asked if it would work to go ahead and approve an estimated amount to be spent on the flyers. Mr. Sopp said that he thought it could be done for under $1,000. Ms. Rico suggested offering the plaques for $65.00 and subsidizing the difference. Mr. Zande suggested starting at $65.00 and see how it goes. Mr. Atkins said the ultimate goal was to inform the property owners about the HPC and possibly get interest in learning more about historic preservation. 
ACTION: Mr. Sopp made a motion to approve funds up to $1,000 to cover the cost of the letterhead and mailings for the plaque program. Mr. White seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
ACTION: Mr. White made a motion to set the price of the plaques at $65.00 and for the HPC to cover the rest of the cost.  Mr. Sopp seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

4. Mr. Zande opened the hearing on the property at 202 N. Main Street. Ms. Hart said that she had been trying to contact the applicant for the building at 202 N. Main, to get pictures of the inside of the building. She had been unable to contact him. Ms. Edwards said that the State had said they were in support of the application being approved, but that they want interior pictures before they send the approval. Mr. Zande asked if there was a recommendation from the Landmark Designation sub-committee. Ms. Hart said that she needed a good contact number for the applicant to get in touch with him and get pictures. Ms. Hart suggested that there should be a requirement for contact information on the application. 

ACTION: Mr. White made a motion to continue the hearing to the August 6, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Sopp seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
5. Ms. Hart gave a tour of the new HPC website.  Ms. Hart asked if anyone had any recommendations or suggestions. Mr. Zande recommended adding a PDF of the Guidelines under Landmarking and Districting Procedures. There was discussion of  an HPC calendar and a link about “downtown Mooresville events.” Mr. Zande recommended having a sample application. Ms. Hart said that she wanted to send it out again and have everyone get back to her with questions and comments. Mr. Zande asked if she was looking for volunteers to help fill in the text. Ms. Hart said yes, that there needs to be summarized information for things such as the difference between the National Register and Local Landmark Designation. Mr. Atkins said that we could also provide links to sites such as the National Register.
6. Tour of Homes. Mr. White gave an update on the Tour of Homes. He said that the house at 104 Leslie Loop was possibly going to be on the tour. He said that the realtor was encouraging them to open the house to the public for the Tour. Mr. White said that he would try to get a decision quickly because this would be the centerpiece of the Tour. Mr. Atkins suggested getting in touch with MI Connection about the advertising and photographing. Mr. Zande said he would call Paul with MI Connection and try to set up a meeting with them. 
7. Ms. Edwards told the HPC about two Mill Village style homes that were possibly going to be demolished. She stated that the HPC had asked to be notified and possibly be given a chance to get historic buildings moved rather than demolished. She said that the owners want to demolish the homes, but they are not in a great hurry and said that they would consider giving the homes to whoever wants to move them. Ms. Edwards suggested trying to advertise these homes or get the Mooresville Tribune to do a story to let people know that there may be an option to move these homes. Mr. Atkins said that he would contact the Mooresville Tribune about the possibility of doing a story about the HPC and efforts to save the homes. Mr. Amon suggested looking for property that the Town could buy and help people to move the homes. Mr. Atkins also suggested talking to Shelley Williamson with Community Development. Ms. Edwards said she would talk with Shelley Williamson. 
8. Mr. Zande said that little had been done at this point with creating a Downtown Historic District. He said that the recent efforts with the Mill Village and North Main overlays illustrates how important it is to educate the public. Mr. Zande showed a book that he had that he felt would be beneficial in going through the process. Mr. Sopp suggested that the HPC purchase a copy of the book for each member to be included in the Hand Book.  Mr. Sopp said that Kim Atkins was working on updating a list of property owners and contact information. Mr. Atkins said that there had been some talk about getting a waterline run to provide for sprinkler systems. If that happens, there will be more development in the downtown buildings. Mr. Zande said the book gives a lot of tools to prove the benefits of Districting. 
ACTION: Mr. Sopp made a motion to buy seven (7) copies of the book to distribute to members. Mr. White seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

Other Business: 

9. Ms. Hart said that she was working on the application for the study for the National Register for the Mill Village. The meeting is in August, and they will tell us at that time if we should move forward. She wanted to know if the HPC would consider sending the application, as opposed to her being an individual applicant. Mr. Zande said that he thought the HPC should review and approve the application before it is sent. Mr. White asked if the mill site would be included. Ms. Hart said the National Register will determine that. Ms. Hart said she could send the application to the members and let them review. Mr. Atkins said that it has to be done like any other public meeting and open to the public. Mr. Zande said that if Ms. Hart got the application completed, the HPC could schedule a special meeting. 

10. Ms. Rico gave the HPC $19.00 that had been collected in the sale of the cards. She said that she was working on a card for the depot and that she needed a good date for the depot. Ms. Edwards said that she would find out and let her know. 
Old Business: 
11. Update on the plaque for the Cashion House. Mr. Zande asked if the Cashion’s had gotten their plaque yet. Mr. Atkins said no but that he would get in touch with Mr. Lewis and take care of getting it ordered. Mr. White said he would order the plaque but he was not willing to establish what date goes on the plaque. Ms. Edwards said that she would email the information to Mr. White based on the adopted ordinance. 
ACTION: Mr. Atkins made a motion to add Mr. Zande as a second person from the HPC on the list of people that can sign a check with the Mooresville Museum. Mr. White seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

12. The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
