1.     Approval of the minutes from the April 12, 2007 Planning Board Meeting.

2.     Consideration of a CONDITIONAL USE REZONING request from Coastal Ventures-Mooresville, LLC.  The properties located at West Waterlynn Road off of Charlotte Highway is further referenced as Iredell County Tax Map PINs 4646-95-6401, 4646-96-8050, and a portion of 4656-05-0354 (.38 acres)  The request is to REZONE the property from NR (Neighborhood Residential) to CU-NC (Conditional Use-Neighborhood Center). 

3.      Consideration of a REZONING request from Lowe’s Home Centers, Inc. for the properties located on T Lane and Langtree Road.  The properties are further referenced as Iredell County Tax PIN numbers: 4645-76-8204, 4645-76-9050, 4645-85-0837, 4645-85-1723, 4645-85-1692, 4645-85-2551, 4645-85-3411, 4645-85-3371, 4645-85-4231, 4645-85-4191, 4645-84-5924, 4645-84-3915, 4645-84-3891, 4645-84-2785, 4645-85-2003, 4645-84-2818, 4645-74-6625, 4645-75-9554 and 4645-75-7432. The request is to REZONE the properties from GR (General Residential) to PCD (Planned Campus Development).

4.      Consideration of a CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT request from Woodfield Investments, LLC for the property on Bluefield Road, across from Joshua Lane.  The property is further referenced by the Iredell County Tax Map PIN # 4647-69-7821.  The request is to increase the maximum building height by 5 feet.  The current maximum is 35 feet and the request is to allow 40 feet, not exceeding 3 stories.

5.      Consideration of a CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT request from Beacon Partners for the property located at 1639 Mecklenburg Highway. The property is further referenced by Iredell County Tax Map PIN 4655-14-2968.  The request is to increase the allowable square footage, in order to accommodate Pine Lake Preparatory Charter School.

6.      Consideration of a TEXT AMENDMENT request from the Planning Department for the following sections of the Town of Mooresville Zoning Ordinance:  Subdivision Ordinance Article 1, Sections 110 and 115; Article 4, Section 4.2; and Article 5, Section 5.17.  The Planning Department is also requesting the ADOPTION of the Transportation Impact Analysis Procedures Manual, which outlines the procedures and expectations of the developers and consultants completing the Transportation Impact Analyses (TIA).
