
ARTICLE 4


DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED IN THIS ORDINANCE

Section 4.1
Interpretation Of Terms Or Words
For the purpose of this Ordinance, certain terms or words used herein shall be interpreted as follows:

1.
The word "person" includes a firm, association, organization, partnership, trust, company, or corporation, as well as an individual.

2.
The present tense includes the future tense; the singular number includes the plural; and the plural number includes the singular.

3.
The word "shall" is a mandatory requirement; the words "may" or "should" are permitted or preferred.

4.
The words "used or occupied" include the words intended, designed, or arranged to be used or occupied.

5.
The word "lot" includes the words plot or parcel.

6.
Any word not specifically defined in Section 4.2 of this Ordinance shall be assigned its normal everyday use.

7.
Any word denoting gender includes both the male and female.

Section 4.2
Definitions Of Specific Terms And Words

Accessory Use.  A use customarily incidental and subordinate to the principal use or building and located on the same lot with such principal use or building.

Adult Establishment.  Any structure or use of land which meets the definitions of Adult Establishment as outlined in N.C.G.S. 14-202.10, including but not limited to the sales and rental of adult video, adult computer discs and adult computer cd-roms, books, magazines and other products offered in photographic, electronic, magnetic, digital or other imaging medium, and including adult video stores and adult hotels and motels.


Adult Video Store.  Any store which receives a majority of its gross income during any calendar month from the sale or rental of films, motion pictures, video cassettes or video reproductions, slides, computer media, or other visual representations that depict or describe "specified sexual activities" or "specified anatomical areas" as defined in N.C.G.S. 14-202.10.

Advertising Sign.  A sign which directs attention to a business, commodity, service or entertainment conducted, sold or offered elsewhere than upon the premises where the sign is displayed.

Agriculture Use.  The use of waters for stock watering, irrigation, and other farm purposes.

Alley.  A public or private way which affords only a secondary means of access to abutting property and not intended for general traffic circulation.

Amusement, Commercial Indoor/Outdoor.  Any business establishment operating for profit, which is primarily engaged in providing indoor/outdoor recreational activities to the general public.  “Commercial indoor/outdoor recreation” includes such uses as miniature golf courses, skateboard courses, water slides, mechanical rides, go- cart, fish ranches, golf driving ranges, remote control cars or other similar uses.

Animal Boarding Facility.  Facility for temporary indoor boarding of domestic animals.  Services may include grooming, training and retail sales but shall exclude breeding.  Cages and holding areas shall be indoors. 
Animal Unit.  A unit of measurement developed by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency that is used to compare different types of animal operations.

Atrium House.  Attached or semi-attached one-story house on a small lot, said lot having a small yard space which is surrounded by the house and its privacy walls.  As distinguished from the patio house, an atrium house is always one-story, its yard space and lot size is usually smaller, and it is always attached (to another unit) in some fashion.

Auto Hobbyist.  One who collects, repairs or alters automobiles to which he holds title for enjoyment, and not for commercial purposes, as an incidental use on the premises where the person resides.

Best Management Practices (BMP).  A structural or nonstructural management-based practice used singularly or in combination to reduce non-point source inputs to receiving waters in order to achieve water quality protection goals.

Buffer.  An area of natural or planted vegetation through which stormwater runoff flows in a diffuse manner so that the runoff does not become channeled and which provides for infiltration of the runoff and filtering of pollutants.  The buffer is measured landward from the normal pool elevation of impounded structures and from the bank of each side of streams or rivers.

Building.  Any structure enclosed and isolated by exterior walls or columns constructed or used for residence, business, industry, or other public or private purposes, or accessory thereto.  The term "building' shall be construed as if followed by the words "or parts thereof".

Building, Accessory.  A building subordinate to the principal building on a lot and used for purposes customarily incidental to the principal building and located on the same lot therewith.

Building Height.  The vertical distance from the main elevation of the finished grade along the front of the building to the highest point of a flat roof, or to the deck line of a mansard roof, or to the mean height level between eaves and ridges for a gable, hip or gambrel roof.

Building, Principal.  A building in which is conducted the principal use of the lot on which said building is situated.

Building Setback Line.  A line establishing the minimum allowable distance between the nearest portion of any building, and the street right-of-way line when measured perpendicularly thereto.

 
Built-upon Area.  Built-upon areas shall include that portion of a development project that is covered by impervious or partially impervious cover including buildings, pavement, gravel area (e.g., roads, parking lots, paths), recreation facilities (e.g., tennis courts), etc.  Built-upon area shall be determined on a project-by-project basis.  (Note:  Wooden slatted decks and the water area of a swimming pool are considered pervious).

Canopy Sign.  A sign which is suspended from, attached to, supported from, applied to, or forms part of a canopy.


Canopy Tree.  A tree which, at the time of planting, has a caliper of at least two inches (2”) and a height of at least eight (8) feet and of a species which, at maturity, can be expected to reach a height of at least forty (40) feet under normal growing conditions in the local climate.

Civic Uses:  Uses intended to serve as public gathering places.  Such uses include governmental offices, churches or other places of worship, schools, post offices, and non-profit or charitable clubs and organizations.


Cluster Development.  The grouping of buildings in order to conserve land resources and provide for innovation in the design of the project including minimizing stormwater runoff impacts.  This term includes nonresidential development as well as single-family residential subdivision and multi-family developments.

Commercial Animal Kennel.  An indoor or outdoor establishment in which animals are groomed, bred, boarded, trained or sold.

Communication Tower.  A tower facility, including, but not limited to, radio and television transmission towers or similar utilities, microwave towers, and mobile telephone or radio towers.  This term shall not include radio transmission facilities for use by ham radio operators or two-way local radio facilities for business or governmental purposes that are under one hundred feet (100’) in height and that, at a height of fifty feet (50’) above the base, have a maximum horizontal measurement of eighteen inches (18”), nor shall it include any tower erected by a public authority for public safety or emergency services communication purposes. 


Composting Facility.  A facility in which only stumps, limbs, leaves, grass and untreated wood collected from land clearing or landscaping operations is deposited.

Construction Sign.  A sign which identifies firms and/or builders and which is placed on the premise of the construction site only during the period of construction.

Construction Trailer.  A mobile home which is designed for neither overnight nor year round occupancy and is used exclusively at a construction project on a temporary basis.

Convenience Store.  An establishment which is open for extended hours which sells packaged and/or prepared foods and other conveniences (which may include gasoline) primarily for consumption and use off premises.  Sales of items are highly dependent upon convenience of location, store hours, speed of service and highway accessibility and are less dependent on comparison shopping.

Critical Area.  The area adjacent to a water supply intake or reservoir where risk associated with pollution is greater than from the remaining portions of the watershed.  The critical area is defined as extending either one-half mile from the normal pool elevation of the reservoir in which the intake is located or to the ridge line of the watershed (whichever comes first); or one-half mile upstream from the intake located directly in the stream or river (run-of-the-river), or the ridge line of the watershed (whichever comes first).  Local governments may extend the critical area as needed.  Major landmarks such as highways or property lines may be used to delineate the outer boundary of the critical area if these landmarks are immediately adjacent to the appropriate outer boundary of one-half mile.

Customary Home Occupation.  An activity carried out for gain by a resident conducted as an accessory use in the resident's dwelling unit.

Day Care Center.  An agency, organization, or individual whose primary purpose is to provide care for six or more children, unrelated by blood or marriage to, and not the legal wards or foster children of the attendant adult.

Day Care Center, Small Group.  An agency, organization or individual which provides daytime care for not more than five (5) children unrelated by blood or marriage to, and not the legal wards or foster children of the attendant adult, within an occupied residence.

Development.  Any land disturbing activity with adds to or changes the amount of impervious or partially impervious cover on a land area or which otherwise decreases the infiltration of precipitation into the soil.


Development, Existing.  Those projects that are built or those projects that at a minimum have established a vested right under North Carolina Zoning Law as of the effective date of this ordinance based on at least one of the following criteria:

(1)
substantial expenditures of resources (time, labor, money) based on a good faith reliance upon having received a valid local government approval to proceed with the project, or 

(2)
having an outstanding valid building permit as authorized by the General Statutes (G.S. 160A-385.1), or

(3)
having an approved site specific or phased development plan as authorized by the General Statutes (G.S. 160A-385.1).

Directional Sign.  A sign fronting on a road containing only the name of the governmental, hospital or non-profit institutional use, directional arrow and mileage to such use for a principal use which is not visible from that location or is only visible from a limited access highway.  


Discharging Landfill.  A facility with liners, monitoring equipment and other measures to detect and/or prevent leachate from entering the environment and in which the leachate is treated on site and discharged to a receiving stream and a landfill which discharges treated leachate and which requires a National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit.


Dormitory, Commercial Accessory.  An accessory structure located on the same lot as its principal use, designed exclusively to house workers of that principal use.

Dwelling, Multi-Family.  A building or portion thereof used or designed as a residence for three (3) or more families living independently of each other, including apartments, townhouses and condominiums.

Dwelling, Single-Family.  A detached building designed for or occupied exclusively by one (1) family. 

Dwelling, Two Family.  A building arranged or designed to be occupied by two (2) families living independently of each other.

Dwelling Unit.  A building, or portion thereof, providing complete and permanent living facilities for one (1) family.  The term "dwelling" shall not be deemed to include a motel, hotel, tourist home, mobile home, or other structure designed for transient residence.


Existing Lot (Lot of Record).  A lot which is part of a subdivision, a plat of which has been recorded in the Office of the Register of Deeds prior to July 1, 1993 of this Ordinance, or a lot described by metes and bounds, the description of which has been so recorded prior to July 1, 1993.  (NOTE:  This definition containing the July 1, 1993 stipulation shall be applicable only to Article 14 of this Ordinance. Otherwise, the term "existing development" shall be employed with reference to time on and after the effective date of this Ordinance.)

Family.  One (1) or more individuals occupying a dwelling unit and living as a single household unit.

Flea Market.  An open-air market for new and/or second-hand articles and goods sold by one (1) or more merchants which is conducted in the open on a non-residential lot.  Yard sales by private homeowners shall not be considered flea markets.

Gross Floor Area.  The total floor area of all buildings in the project including basements, mezzanines and upper floors, exclusive of stairways and elevator shafts and unused attics.  It excludes separate service facilities outside the main building such as boiler rooms and maintenance shops.

Group Home.  A residential home provided by a certified agency or organization or an individual for persons who need sheltered living conditions for rehabilitation or extended care purposes.


Hazardous Material.  Any substance listed as such in:  SARA Section 302, Extremely Hazardous Substances, CERCLA Hazardous Substances, or Section 322 of CWA (oil and hazardous substances).

High Density Option.  A development which contains engineered stormwater control devices approved in a manner as called for in this Ordinance, thereby enabling development to occur at a higher intensity (than if the low-density option were used) as prescribed by the Environmental Management Commission's adopted Water Supply Watershed Protection Rules.

Indoor Animal Clinic.  A facility established to treat small animals which remain in the facility for the duration of the treatment and consisting of one (1) building only.


Industrial Development.  Any non-residential development that requires an NPDES permit for an industrial discharge and/or requires the use or storage of any hazardous material for the purpose of manufacturing, assembling, finishing, cleaning or developing any product or commodity.


Infrastructure Acceptance:  


For Service-Acceptance of infrastructure for service indicates the town has agreed to include the infrastructure  as a part of the town public infrastructure system, but the developer is still responsible for any additional maintenance of the infrastructure until it is accepted for maintenance by the town.


For Maintenance-Acceptance of infrastructure for maintenance indicates that the town has inspected the infrastructure and has certified that the infrastructure complies with town standards.  The developer/contractor 1 (one) year warranty starts at this point once the warranty period is complete; the town is responsible for any future maintenance of the infrastructure.

Junk Yard.  The use of more than six hundred (600) square feet of the area of any lot for the storage, keeping, or abandonment of junk, including scrap metals or other scrap materials, or for the dismantling, demolition or abandonment of automobiles or other vehicles or machinery or parts thereof.

Landfill.  A facility for the disposal of solid waste on land in a sanitary manner in accordance with Chapter 130A Article 9 of the N.C. General Statutes.  For the purpose of Article 14, this term does not include compost facilities.

Lot.  A parcel of land occupied or capable of being occupied by a building or group of buildings devoted to a common use, together with the customary accessory uses and open space belonging to the same.

Lot, Corner.  A lot or land abutting upon two or more streets at their intersection, or upon two parts of the same street forming an interior angle of less than 135 degrees.

Lot, Interior.  A lot other than a corner lot.


Lot Line House.  A single-family detached dwelling unit which is placed against one of the side lot lines.  The dwelling unit has a front and rear yard but only one side yard.

Lot Line, Interior.  A lot line which does not have road frontage.

Lot of Record.  A lot which is part of a subdivision, a plat of which has been recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds of Iredell County, or a lot described by metes and bounds, the description of which has been so recorded.

Lot Width.  The distance between side lot lines measured at the building setback line.


Low Density Option.  A development which does not contain  engineered stormwater control devices (i.e., wet detention ponds) which are approved by the Town Board in conjunction with development taking place in a WS district.

Mini-Warehouse.  A structure containing separate storage spaces leased or rented on an individual basis with such spaces being used for indoor storage purposes only.

Mobile Home.  A movable or portable structure or vehicle constructed to be towed on its own chassis and capable of being transported over the public way of North Carolina, and constructed without a permanent foundation for year round occupancy; or which includes one or more components (rooms) that can be retracted for towing purposes and subsequently expanded for additional capacity; or two or more component units separately towable on their own chassis, but designed to be jointed into one integral unit.  Any mobile home subsequently placed on a permanent foundation shall nonetheless be considered to be a mobile home.  However, modular homes shall not be construed to be mobile homes.

Mobile Home Park.  A site with required improvements and utilities for the long-term parking of mobile homes which includes services and facilities for the residents.

Mobile Home Space.  Any premises within a mobile home park used or intended to be used or occupied by one mobile home, together with automobile parking space, utility structures, and other required facilities incidental thereto.

Modular Home.  A sectional dwelling consisting of two or more units which are factory fabricated and transported to the home site where they are put on a permanent foundation and joined to make a single-family house.  All such modular homes shall meet all single-family home requirements of the North Carolina Uniform Residential Building Code, Volumes 1b, 2, 3 and 4.

Multi-Family Development.  A tract of land under single individual, corporate, firm, partnership or association ownership, or under common control, planned and developed as an integral unit in a single development operation or in a definitely programmed series of development operations in accordance with a master land plan.  Such development shall consist of two or more duplex buildings, or one building containing three (3) or more multi-family units.  The development has a unified or coordinated design of buildings and a coordinated organization of service areas and common open space areas.

Nonconforming Of Record.  A lot described by a plat or a deed that was recorded prior to the effective date of this ordinance (or its amendments) that does not meet the minimum lot size or other development requirements of this ordinance.  

Nonconforming Sign.  A sign that, on the effective date of this Ordinance or the date of any subsequent amendment thereto, does not conform to one or more of the regulations set forth in this Ordinance.

Nonconforming Use.  Any use of a building or land which does not conform to the use regulations of this Ordinance for the District in which it is located, either at the effective date of this Ordinance or as a result of subsequent amendments which may be incorporated into this Ordinance.

Off-Premises Sign.  A sign that draws attention to or communicates information about a business, service, commodity, that exists or is conducted, sold, offered, maintained or provided at a location other than the premises where the sign is located.

Off Site Improvements. Any new or upgraded infrastructure (i.e. water lines, sewer lines, pump stations, storm drainage, roadway improvements, etc.) that is not located on the property that is being developed that is required to be installed by the developer.

Office Building.  A building used primarily for conducting the affairs for a group of businesses, professions, services, industries and/or governments containing two or more individual offices.

Office Park.  A development on a tract of land containing two or more office buildings, supporting uses and open space designed, planned and constructed and managed on an integrated and coordinated basis.

On-Premises Sign.  A sign that draws attention to or communicates information about a business, service, commodity, accommodation, attraction, or other enterprise or activity that exists or is conducted, sold, offered, maintained, or provided on the premises where the sign is located.

Open-Air Storage.  The storage of goods for sale, bulk materials or discarded items in the open or under a structure containing a roof but having no walls.

Parking Space, Off-Street.  A storage space of not less than nine (9) feet by twenty (20) feet for one (1) automobile, plus the necessary access space.  All parking spaces shall be located outside the dedicated street right-of-way.

Patio Home.  A single-family attached or detached dwelling located on a lot with front and side yards considerably smaller than those of conventional single-family detached dwellings.


Pier.  Any structure extending into the water from the shore, whether floating or fixed to the water bottom, for use as a boat landing or promenade.


Pier Facility.  A pier and all appurtenances thereto such as floats, pilings and buoys used to berth a boat at the pier.

Planned Residential Communities.  An area of a minimum contiguous size containing one or more types of residential uses which are developed in a planned and coordinated manner.  Such residential structures may be constructed on lots typically smaller in size than otherwise is required and yard requirements are either waived or modified.  As a means of providing balance and a sense of openness to the development, a certain amount of an open space is required.


Plat.  A map or plan of a parcel of land which is to be, or has been subdivided.

Portable Sign.  Any free-standing sign that is not permanently affixed to the ground.  A sign is permanently affixed to the ground if its supporting elements are set in a concrete base in the ground or the sign is otherwise securely fastened to the ground in such a manner as to manifestly indicate that the sign is intended to remain in one location for an indefinite period.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, portable signs shall include any sign mounted on a trailer or on wheels as well as "V-shaped" or "Sandwich" signs that can with little difficulty be moved from place to place.

Principal Use.  The primary or predominant use of any lot.


Protected Area.  The area adjoining and upstream of the critical area in a WS-IV water supply in which protection measures are required.  The boundaries of the protected area are defined as within five (5) miles of the normal pool elevation of the reservoir and draining to water supply reservoirs (measured from normal pool elevation) or to the ridge line of the watershed (whichever comes first); or 10 miles upstream and draining to the intake located directly in the stream or river (run-of-the-river), or to the ridge line of the watershed (whichever comes first).  Local governments may extend the protected area.  Major highways such as highways or property lines may be used to delineate the outer boundary of the protected area if these landmarks are immediately adjacent to the appropriate outer boundary of 5 or 10 miles.  In some cases the protected area will encompass the entire watershed.


Public Infrastructure.  All infrastructure that will be turned over to the Town of Mooresville for ownership and maintenance.  This shall include all utilities including, but not limited to water and sewer lines, pump stations, fire hydrants, streets, storm drainage, regulatory and public safety signage etc.
Recycling Station.  A station located either within or outside a principal structure at which household goods such as newspapers, glass, aluminum cans or clothing are deposited.  All such deposited goods shall be stored within the principal building or accessory structure.  No outside storage of such goods shall be allowed.


Residential Community Center.  “Any business establishment operating for a profit or a non-profit organization, that would provide any of the following; day care, after-school care, meeting rooms, birthday or special events such as, wedding receptions, family reunions, neighborhood block activities, indoor recreation, and some limited outdoor recreation such as basketball or skates or skateboard court, playground, but not uses such as miniature golf courses, skateboard courses, water slides, mechanical rides, go-cart, fish ranches, golf driving ranges, remote control cars or other similar uses.



Residential Development.  Buildings for residence such as attached and detached single-family dwellings, apartment complexes, condominiums, townhouses, cottages, etc. and their associated outbuildings such as garages, storage buildings, gazebos, etc. and customary home occupations.

Residence, Single-Family.  Any development where:  1.  every dwelling unit is on a separate lot, and 2. where no lot contains more than one dwelling unit.

Restaurant.  An establishment where food and drink is prepared, served and consumed primarily within the principal building.

Restaurant, Drive In.  A building or portion thereof where food and/or beverage are sold in a form ready for consumption and where all or a significant portion of the consumption takes place or is designed to take place outside the confines of the building, often in a motor vehicle on the site.

Restaurant, Fast Food.  An establishment whose principal purpose is the sale of pre-prepared or rapidly prepared food directly to the customer in a ready-to-consume state for consumption either within the restaurant building, on the restaurant premises or off-premises.

Second-Hand Goods Store.  An establishment where used clothing, small appliances and household goods are generally sold to the public on a profit basis.

Service Station.  Any building, land area or other premises, or portion thereof, primarily used or intended to be used for the retail dispensing or sales of vehicular fuels and including any minor repair work conducted as an accessory use.

Shopping Center.  A group of commercial establishments planned, constructed, and managed as a total entity with customer and employee parking provided on-site, and provision for goods delivery separated from customer access.

Sign.  Any object, display or structure, or part thereof, situated outdoors, which is used to advertise, identify, display, direct or attract attention to an object, person, institution, organization, business, product, service, event or location by any means, including words, letters, figures, design, symbols, fixtures, colors, illumination or projected images.

Sign, Free-Standing.  Any sign erected on a supporting structure, post, mast or pole five (5) feet or more in height and not attached, supported or suspended to or from a building structure.

Sign, Ground.  Any sign erected on a supporting structure, post, mast or pole five (5) feet or less in height and not attached, supported or suspended to or from any building or structure.

Sign, Lighted.  A sign illuminated only by light cast upon the sign from an external light source.

Sign, Luminous.  A sign lighted by or exposed to artificial lighting either by lights on or in the sign.

Sign Setback.  The shortest horizontal distance from the property line or right-of-way to the nearest point (leading edge) of the sign or its supporting member whichever is nearest to the property line or right-of-way.

Sign, Static Electronic Message Board. A sign for the display of information relating to the business or businesses located on the parcel where the sign is located.  The message board cannot be an independent sign, but must be a portion of a permitted freestanding sign and cannot represent more than half of the allowed sign area.  Only one message board per parcel or use will be allowed.

Sign, Static message,  There is no movement, flashing, or blinking of any portion of the message. The message must remain in place without change for a period of at least 24 hours.

Sign, Wall.  A sign fastened to or painted on the wall of a building in such a manner that the wall becomes the supporting structure for or forms the background of the sign.

Street.  A dedicated and accepted public right-of-way for vehicular traffic which affords the principal means of access to abutting properties.

Street Property Line.  The line which separates a lot or parcel of land from a street right-of-way created by dedication resulting from the recording of the lot.

Structure, Accessory.  A structure detached from a principal building on the same lot and customarily incidental and subordinate to the principal building or use.


Town House.  Attached dwellings on separate lots which share common walls at the side lot lines.


Toxic Substance.  Any substance or combination of substances (including disease causing agents), which after discharge and upon exposure, ingestion, inhalation, or assimilation into any organism, either directly from the environment or indirectly by ingestion through food chains, has the potential to cause death, disease, behavioral abnormalities, cancer, genetic mutations, physiological malfunctions (including malfunctions or suppression in reproduction or growth) or physical deformities in such organisms or their offspring or other adverse health effects.


Traffic Impact.  An adverse traffic impact as represented by an increase in congestion, worsening of level of service, or reductions in safety and efficiency.


Transportation Impact Analysis.  A transportation impact analysis (TIA) is one important tool for evaluating the incremental impacts that new development may have on the surrounding transportation system, and it helps local decision-makers evaluate whether a development is appropriate for a site and /or identify mitigation measures that are necessary to maintain the integrity of the transportation system.  Minimum thresholds for requiring a transportation impact analysis (TIA) and guidelines for the content and methodologies included in a TIA report are presented in the Town of Mooresville Transportation Impact Analysis Procedures Manual.
Transportation Impact Mitigation Measure.  Any measure or improvement taken by or required of the developer while maintaining an acceptable level of service to lessen, abate, or reduce the traffic impact of the development on the public street and highway system.

Transfer Station.  A facility at which solid waste is unloaded from a collection vehicle and placed in enclosed containers for future transfer to other collection vehicle.

Twin House.  Two dwelling units on separate lots jointed by a common building wall along the property line.

 
Understory Tree.  A tree which, at the time of planting has a caliper of at least one (1) inch and a height of at least six (6) feet and of a species which at maturity, can be expected to reach a height of at least 15 to 40 feet under normal growing conditions in the local climate.

Unobstructed Open Space.  Land not covered by buildings or structures.

Variance, Major. A variance from the Town’s water supply watershed regulations that results in the relaxation by a factor greater than five (5) percent of any buffer, density, or built-upon requirement under the high density option; or any variation in the design maintenance, or operation requirements of a wet detention pond or other approved stormwater management system; or relaxation by a factor greater than ten (10) percent of any management requirement under the low density option.

Variance, Minor.  A variance from the Town’s water supply watershed regulations that result in a relaxation by a factor of up to five (5) percent of any buffer, density, or built-upon area requirement under the high density option; or that results in the relaxation of up to ten (10) percent under the low density option.

Veterinary Hospital.  A facility established to provide treatment to animals that remain in the facility for the duration of the treatment, and consists of a main building with offices and treatment rooms, as well as outdoor kennels and runways.

Village House.  A single-family detached dwelling built on a small lot (typically smaller than the minimum lot size for the zoning district). Land saved by use of smaller lots is dedicated for common use.  Shared driveways with separate parking areas may be utilized.

Water-Borne Structure.  Any structure for which the use requires access to or proximity to or citing within surface waters to fulfill its basic purpose, such as boat ramps, boat houses, docks and bulkheads.  Ancillary facilities such as restaurants, outlets for boat supplies, parking lots and commercial boat storage areas are not water dependent structures.  (NOTE:  This definition shall apply to Article 14 only.)

Watershed.  The entire land area contributing surface drainage to a specific point (e.g. the water supply intake).

Yard, Front.  The unoccupied space between the street property line, and the front of a building or structure, projected to the side lines of the lot.

Yard, Rear.  The space between the rear lot line and the rear building line of a principal building or structure, projected to the side lot lines of the lot, and which may contain permitted accessory buildings, structures or uses.

Yard, Side.  A space extending from the front yard to the rear yard between the principal building and the side lot line as measured perpendicular from the side lot line to the closest point of the principal building.

Yard Sale.  An outdoor sale of merchandise conducted entirely upon a residentially or institutionally developed lot by one or more households or civic groups.
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
