ARTICLE 9

OFF-STREET PARKING AND LOADING

Section 9.1
Off-Street Parking
Every new use, or an enlargement, expansion or alteration of an existing use, shall require off-street parking in compliance with this Article, unless specifically exempt from such provisions or portions thereof.

9.1.1
Off-street parking spaces shall be increased when a change of use of either a structure or of land requires additional parking spaces in compliance with this Article.  Parking spaces may be decreased when a change of use in either a structure or of land requires less spaces than provided for the replaced use. 

9.1.2
A one-time only enlargement of a structure or increase in the amount of land used may be made for existing uses deficient in off-street parking, provided that the enlargement or increase does not represent a requirement in excess of five (5) off-street parking spaces.  In the event that such increase represents a requirement in excess of five (5) off-street parking spaces, such increase shall require complete compliance with the provisions of this Article for the entire use. 

9.1.3
No loading area shall be part of the required off-street parking area.

9.1.4
Off-street parking shall be located as follows:

A.
Parking as required herein shall be located on the same lot as the principle use except when specifically permitted to be located elsewhere.  Driveways shall be considered as providing off-street parking spaces for all single-family and two-family dwellings.  Except for dwelling units, if the required automobile parking space cannot reasonably be provided on the same lot with the principle use, such uses may be provided on other off-street property under the same ownership or on the other property rented or leased, provided such property lies within four-hundred (400) feet walking distance of the main entrance to such principle use.  Such automobile parking spaces shall be associated with the principle use and shall not thereafter be reduced or encroached upon in any manner which would reduce the number of parking spaces below the required minimum.

B.
Cooperative provision for off-street parking may be made by contract between owners of adjacent property provided such contract is filed with the Zoning Administrator.  The parking area provided on any one lot may be reduced to not less than one-half (1/2) the parking spaces required for the use occupying such lot.  The total number of spaces provided under such a cooperative parking scheme shall not be less the total number of spaces required for each use.


The sharing of off-street parking spaces may also be provided where two or more uses share the same parking area and the uses do not use the shared parking spaces at the same time.  To this degree, the same parking spaces may be credited to these uses.  For example, if a parking lot is used in connection with an office building that is in operation on Monday through Friday basis, an adjacent use which is in operation only on weekends could be credited with those parking spaces provided by the office building.  Similarly, if a church parking lot is only 10 percent occupied on days other than Sunday, another use could be credited on Mondays through Saturdays with 90 percent of the parking spaces provided on said parking lot. 


In order to be credited with either of these cooperative parking mechanisms, a legally binding contract between the parties (i.e., the party(ies) providing the cooperatively used parking and the party(ies) seeking to make use of the cooperative parking) shall first be submitted to the Zoning Administrator for his review and to the Town Board for approval.


Any zoning permit or certificate of occupancy issued for a use which is party to a cooperative parking agreement shall be valid (with regard to having satisfied the off-street parking requirements of this Ordinance) so long as the terms of the contract and the terms upon which the contract was predicated are maintained.

C.
No parking area shall be located over an active septic tank field.

D.
In Residential (R) Districts where mobile homes are not a permitted use, the temporary parking or storage of mobile homes shall be prohibited.  Boats, motor homes and camping trailers may, however, be stored or temporarily parked in all Residential (R) Districts.

9.1.5
Off-street parking in the amount required by this Ordinance shall be provided in all districts except in the C-B Central Business District.

9.1.6
Design specifications for parking areas are as follows:

A.
A standard parking stall shall be not less than nine (9) feet in width nor less than twenty (20) feet in length.  All parking stalls shall be clearly marked and such markings shall be maintained so as to be easily seen.

B.
Parking bays shall be designed in accordance with accepted standard practice for parking at various angles, with aisles being of such widths as to permit the entering and leaving of a parking space with ease and safety.

C.
Access to all required parking areas shall be by roads adequate in width to accommodate two-way traffic, except for parking areas designed and clearly marked for one-way traffic.  Except by way of approved driveways, access from or egress to a public road from a parking area shall be expressly prohibited.  Adequate provisions shall be made to insure compliance by the use of fences, walls, wheel stops or landscaping, or a combination of these devices.

9.1.7
Storm drainage facilities shall be required, and shall be so designed as to protect any public right-of-way or adjacent property from damage.

9.1.8
The requirements for off-street parking spaces shall be computed as follows:

A.
When units of measurement determining the number of required parking spaces result in a fractional space, any fraction of one-half (1/2) or more shall require one parking space.

B.
Where seats consist of pews or benches, each twenty (20) inches of pew or bench shall be considered as one seat.

C.
For the purpose of computing parking requirements based on the number of employees, the owners or managers shall also be considered employees.

D.
Lots containing more than one principal use shall provide parking in the amount equal to the total of the requirements for each use.

Section 9.2
Number Of Required Spaces Per Use
The following chart indicates the minimum off-street parking requirements:

Agricultural Implements Sales
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space to accommodate each motor vehicle used in the operation




Body and Paint Shops, Repair Shops
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus two (2) spaces for each work place in the shop.




Automotive Service Station
Six (6) per station plus one (1) additional space for each gasoline pump above three (3).




Automobile Wash Establishment

One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus four (4) spaces per washing bay.

9.2.2
CULTURAL AND EDUCATIONAL USES
Use





Required Spaces
Art Galleries and Museums

One (1) space for each two-hundred (200) square feet of exhibit space, plus one (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment.




Libraries

One (1) space for each two-hundred (200) square feet of gross floor area, plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation plus one (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment.




Elementary and Junior High Schools
Three (3) spaces for each room used for instruction or administration, or one (1) space for each four (4) seats used for assembly purposes, whichever is greater.




Senior High School
Five (5) spaces for each room used for instruction or administration or one (1) space for each four (4) seats used for assembly purposes, whichever is greater.




Colleges, Vocational and Professional Schools
One (1) space for each three (3) students plus one (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment.




9.2.3
GOVERNMENTAL USES

Use

Required Space

Fire Station
One (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment.




Police Station, Post Office, Town Hall
One (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each four-hundred (400) square feet of gross floor area.




Garages, Service Buildings and Yards
One (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.

9.2.4
INDUSTRIAL, MANUFACTURING AND STORAGE USES



Use
Required Space

Planned Industrial Parks
The number of spaces shall be equal or greater than the sum total of spaces required for each use in the industrial park.




Laboratories, Analytical, Equipment and Testing

One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each four-hundred (400) square feet of gross floor area.




Lumber or Building Material Yards; Printing Plants
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each three-hundred (300) square feet of retail floor space plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.

Manufacturing, Processing or Fabrication Plants; Offices for Building Trades
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest  employment plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.




Wholesaling, Moving and Storage Operation (except mini-warehouses)
One (1) space per
employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation plus one (1) space for each five-hundred (500) square feet of floor sales or customer area.




Sign Painting, Saw Mill, Junk Yard, Storage Yards
One (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space per vehicle used in the operation.

9.2.5
INSTITUTIONAL USES
Use

Required Space

Cemeteries
One (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment plus parking on private internal roads.




Charitable and Welfare Organizations, Health Centers

One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each three-hundred (300) square feet of gross floor area.




Churches, Synagogues and Other Places of Worship
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each four (4) seats.




Day Care Centers, Nurseries and Kindergartens
One (1) space per employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space per fifteen (15) children.




Funeral Homes
One (1) space for each four (4) seats in the chapel or chapels, plus two (2) spaces for each three (3) employees, plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.  In addition, a minimum of twenty-five (25) additional off-street parking spaces shall be provided in order to accommodate funeral processions.




Hospitals
Two (2) spaces per bed.




Nursing Homes, Rest Homes, Homes for the Aged
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each four (4) patient beds, plus one (1) space for each visiting doctor, plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.




9.2.6
OFFICE USES
Use
Required Space

Financial Institutions, Offices, Office Buildings, Veterinary Hospitals, Indoor Animal Clinics, Commercial Animal Kennels
One (1) space per employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each three-hundred (300) square feet of gross floor area.

Radio and Television Stations
One (1) space for each employee, plus one (1) space for each four (4) seats in viewing areas, plus one (1) space for each three-hundred (300) square feet of office space plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.

9.2.7
RECREATIONAL USES

Use
Required Space

Community Recreation Centers; Country Clubs; Fraternal, Social and Recreational Organizations
One (1) space for each one-hundred fifty (150) square feet of gross floor area devoted to such use, or one (1) space per four (4) seats available for patron use, whichever is greater.




Golf Courses
One (1) space for the largest number of employees per shift plus four (4) spaces per hole plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.

Riding Stables, Commercial
One (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment plus two (2) spaces for each three (3) stalls, plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.

Theaters, Outdoors
One (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) for each patron’s automobiles.




Bowling Alley
Three (3) spaces per lane plus required parking for any restaurant or lounge space affiliated with the bowling alley.




Theaters, Indoors
One (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each four (4) seats.




9.2.8
RESIDENTIAL USES

Use
Required Space

Dwelling, One-Family
Two (2) spaces for each one (1) dwelling unit.




Dwellings, two-family
Two (2) spaces for each one (1) dwelling unit.




Dwellings, Multi-Family (except dwellings designed specifically for elderly or handicapped persons)
Two (2) spaces for each one (1) dwelling unit.




Multi-Family Dwellings Designed Specifically for Elderly and/or Handicapped Persons
One (1) space per dwelling unit.




Room Renting
One (1) space for each roomer or lodger, plus all spaces required for the residential use.

9.2.9
RETAIL USES

Use
Required Space

Restaurants (including fast food)
One (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each three (3) seats.




Motel
One (1) space per guest room plus one (1) space for each employee during the shift with greatest employment plus one (1) space for each four seats per meeting room; plus additional space, as required, for any restaurants or lounges.




Lounges, Bars, Nightclubs
One (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each three (3) seats.




Retail Sales and Services
One (1) space for each employee during the shift of greatest employment plus one (1) space for each two-hundred (200) square feet of gross floor area, plus one (1) space for each vehicle used in the operation.




Shopping Centers
One (1) space per two hundred  (200) square feet of gross floor area.

9.3
OFF-STREET LOADING AND UNLOADING SPACE

Except for structures located in the C-B Central Business District and as herein noted, every building or structure used for business, trade or industry hereafter erected shall provide space as indicated herein for the loading and unloading of all vehicles serving the establishment of the street or public alley.

9.3.1
All loading spaces shall meet the following minimum design requirements:

A.
Off-street loading spaces shall be located and arranged so that a semi-trailer truck shall be able to gain access to and use such spaces by means of one continuous parking maneuver.

B.
No loading space shall be located so that a vehicle using such space intrudes on travel lanes, walkways, public or private streets, or adjacent properties.

C.
Each required off-street loading space shall have a minimum width of twelve (12) feet, a minimum depth of fifty-five (55) feet, and a vertical clearance of fourteen (14) feet above the finished grade of space.

9.3.2
Minimum Off-Street Loading Space Requirements

The following minimum loading space requirements shall apply for the appropriate use:

Use
Required Space

Retail Business
One (1) for uses having a floor area of 10,000 - 29,999 square feet; Two (2) for each use having a floor area of 30,000 square feet or more

Wholesale, Industrial Governmental or Institutional Uses
One (1) per 10,000 square feet of floor area not to exceed three (3) spaces.
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
