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ZONING ORDINANCE


MOORESVILLE, NORTH CAROLINA
An Ordinance regulating the uses of buildings, structures, and land for trade, industry, commerce, residence, recreation, public activities or other purposes; the size of yards, courts, and other open spaces; the location, height, bulk, number of stories and size of buildings and other structures; the density and distribution of population; creating districts for said purposes and establishing the boundaries thereof; defining certain terms used herein; providing for the method of administration, amendment and enforcement; providing penalties for violations; providing for a Board of Adjustment and defining the duties and powers of said Board; repealing conflicting Ordinances; and for other purposes.


ARTICLE 1


AUTHORITY AND ENACTMENT CLAUSE
In pursuance of the authority conferred by Article 19, Chapter 160A, North Carolina Statutes, as amended, and for the purpose of promoting the health, safety and general welfare of the inhabitants of the Town of Mooresville, the Board of Commissioners of the Town of Mooresville with the authority vested in them by the citizens hereby ordains and enacts into law the following Articles and Sections.

ARTICLE 2

SHORT TITLE
This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Mooresville, North Carolina.


ARTICLE 3


JURISDICTION
Section 3.1
Extraterritorial Jurisdiction
The provisions of this Ordinance shall apply within the corporate limits of the Town of Mooresville and planning jurisdiction as shown on the most recently adopted Town of Mooresville Zoning map.

Section 3.2
Bona Fide Farms Exempt
This Ordinance shall in no way regulate, restrict, prohibit, or otherwise deter any bona fide farm and its related uses within the Town of Mooresville or the area of its extraterritorial jurisdiction as herein defined, except that any such use of property for non-farm purposes shall be subject to this Ordinance.

Section 3.3
Construction Begun Prior To Adoption Of Ordinance
Nothing in this Ordinance shall be deemed to require any change in the plans, construction or designed use of any building upon which actual construction was lawfully begun prior to the adoption of this Ordinance, and upon which building actual construction has been diligently carried on, and provided further, that such building shall be completed within six (6) months from the date of passage of this Ordinance.

Section 3.4
Use
No building, structure, or land shall hereafter be used or occupied, and no building, structure or part thereof shall hereafter be erected, constructed, reconstructed, moved or structurally altered unless in conformity with all the regulations of this Ordinance for the District in which it is located, except as otherwise provided herein.
