This Presentation was continued at the April 20 meeting to the May 4 meeting.

The Charlotte Area Transit Service (CATS) has provided commuter bus service through ongoing contractual agreements with the Town of Mooresville for the residents of Mooresville and southern Iredell County to uptown Charlotte.  While CATS substantially funds this service, the Town of Mooresville will be responsible for $85,020 ($7,085 monthly) to continue the bus service to this area for FY 2010.  The Planning Department was asked to analyze ridership statistics and potential funding strategies to determine if the continuation to fund the 83x Express Bus is in the best interest for the Town of Mooresville.
