Consent Agenda
a.
Consider a revision to the Town’s share of insurance rates.  The Board approved 

new insurance rates and the Town’s share of those rates on June 15, 2009 but the Director of Administration and Finance provided an incorrect attachment for the rates.  The correct rate sheet is attached.  (attachment) 

b.
Consider an amendment to the Tyler Technologies, Inc. contract approved by the Board on August 6, 2007.  The amendment will allow for six and on-half consulting days with a value of $8,125 to be removed from the contract and seven training days with a value of $7,700 to be added to the contract.  Staff continues to use training provided by Tyler Technologies, Inc. by web and in-person for various modules of the software as staff is hired or as enhancements are made to the product.  (attachment)

Consider Amendment #1 to the Interlocal Agreement between the Towns of Mooresville, Davidson, Cornelius and Huntersville creating the Lake Norman Regional Transportation Commission.  (attachment)

d.
Consider awarding a Design Services Contract to WSP Sells in the amount of $35,530 for the Upper Dye Creek Sewer Improvement Project and approve a budget amendment in the amount of $200,000 that transfers the approved budget for this design work from the General Fund to the Utility Fund.  This amendment will keep all expenditures for the project together and facilitate the FY 2010 audit.  To further remove infiltration and inflow from the Town’s collection system, this project will consist of three sewer lines being replaced with one new line and manholes in the area southeast of the mill property.  The original sewer lines were installed in the late 50’s and early 60’s and the manholes are deteriorating rapidly.  (attachment)

Consider approving a request from Public Works to apply for a Curbside Recycling 

Roll-Out Cart Grant Program to assist with implementing curbside recycling programs.  The Division of Pollution Prevention and Environmental Assistance plans to offer grants as long as funding is available.  (attachment)

f.
Consider authorizing the Mayor to sign a Utility Station, Pipeline and Access Easement Agreement with Public Service Company of North Carolina (PSNC).  In exchange for $5,000 the Town will agree to allow a utility station site, pipeline and access easement on library property.  The existing underground vault (station) is being relocated as part of the Church Street widening project.  (attachment)

Consider adopting a resolution amending Article II, Chapter 10 of the Mooresville Code of Ordinances.  This amendment states that the Fire Department shall be responsible for providing rescue services within the corporate limits of the Town.  (attachment)
h.

Morgan Foundation and the Town of Mooresville.  Walter T. Morgan Service Foundation has been the sponsor of the First Tee of Lake Norman Region since 2004.  The sponsorship will terminate on November 15, 2009.

Recreation Department to apply for a $500 mini-grant from the NC Youth Advisory Council for their Serenity House Beautification project.  The grant requires no match.

Continuation of a Public Hearing to consider a recommendation from the Mooresville Planning Board for an Amendment to the Conditional Use Rezoning request from Dubose/Brookdale LLC.  The property located at NC Highway 3 and Rocky River Road is further referenced as Iredell County Tax Map PIN’s 4676-20-8578, 4675-19-5070 and 4675-29-3337.  The request is to amend condition six that deals with a proposed public park.

Cornelius Road/Mazeppa Road Alignment Study.
The Mooresville Planning Department has completed an Alignment/Feasibility Study for a connector roadway that will connect Cornelius Road and Mazeppa Rd.  The Cornelius-Mazeppa Connector is a recommended improvement in the 1998 Town of Mooresville Thoroughfare Plan and the 2007 Mooresville Comprehensive Transportation Plan (CTP). The purpose of this study was to provide initial screening and conceptual planning of the Cornelius Road – Mazeppa Road alignment, allowing the Town to plan for future right-of-way needs and be prepared to enter detailed design phases. The adopted CTP identifies that this connection be constructed as a four-lane median divided alignment with bicycle lanes and sidewalks along each side of the roadway.
