Secondary Electric Supplier Agreement with EnergyUnited.
Duke Energy is the primary electric provider for properties located in the Town of Mooresville.  N.C. General Statute § 160A-332 authorizes the town to allow a secondary electric provider to provide electric service within any areas annexed by the town if such provider is allowed to do so by the North Carolina Utilities Commission.

Because of the franchise agreement between Duke Energy and the town, if property that EnergyUnited is serving is annexed into the town, Duke Energy becomes the primary provider and EnergyUnited’s service rights to those areas are eliminated after annexation.  This agreement will allow EnergyUnited to maintain its rights in such annexed areas and give customers a choice between EnergyUnited and Duke Energy.

Consider the agreement and consent of the Town granting rights to Energy United to be a secondary electric supplier to newly annexed areas

Amendment 1 – Rocky River Wastewater Treatment Plant – Management Services.    
Consider Amendment 1 to the CH2M Hill Construction Management Services contract in the amount of $324,400 for the Interim Wastewater Treatment Plant Expansion and Design and Construction Management Services for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Wet Weather Equalization Project.  This amendment would further define the construction management duties of CH2M Hill throughout construction of the Wet Weather Equalization Facility.  This is due to a delayed and extended construction schedule as a result of permitting and design changes.  After researching with NCDENR, it is staff’s opinion that these funds are best utilized not by pursuing a future plant expansion permit but instead by funding appropriate inspection of the facilities currently under construction.
