Public Hearing – Ordinance to Demolish – 223 Troutman Avenue.


The Board adopted a resolution enacting an Ordinance to Demolish the abandoned


residential structure at 223 Troutman Avenue at the September 6 Board meeting.
On January 4, 2011, the owners of the dwelling unit at 223 Troutman Avenue were notified by certified mail, return receipt requested, that it was in violation of the Town of Mooresville Abandoned Structure Code and that a hearing would be conducted before the Zoning Administrator on February 3, 2011.  The owner of the dwelling unit did not file a response or attend the hearing.  An Order to Repair or Demolish the structure by May 9, 2011 was issued by Mandy Edwards, Zoning Administrator, on February 9, 2011 and mailed by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the owner on record of this property.  No response was received from the owner and no repairs were made.  The dwelling unit remains vacant and continues to deteriorate.  The Iredell County tax card does not indicate any apparent value for the structure.  (pages 20-24)

Asphalt Specialists Inc. – Ashlynn Townhomes - $40,493.75.  This site has transferred ownership and the Board approved rezoning the property at the November 14 Board meeting such that the bonded infrastructure is no longer required to be completed.

Drives are being purchased separately so that the Town can take advantage of an energy rebate program provided through Duke Energy.

This will address the safety concerns associated with the limited sight distance at the intersection of Wilson Avenue and Academy Street and allow additional gaps in the traffic stream for drivers 
turning from Academy Street onto Wilson Avenue.  Additional traffic signs are recommended to warn drivers on Wilson Avenue of the forthcoming intersection with Academy Street and to make drivers on Academy Street aware that cross traffic does not stop.  (pages 41-43)
j.
