Mayor Thunberg called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m.

Consider appointing two representatives to the Board of Directors of MI-Connection, 

the interlocal agency created under the Interlocal Agreement for the joint operation of 

the cable television system.
Commissioner Herring and the nomination committee recommend Joe Cullen and Douglas Blew as directors to MI-Connection.
Commissioner Beaver said he has a problem about the lack of MI experience from a start up standpoint.  He nominated Commissioner Rader because he knows the MI-Connection backwards and forwards and Town Attorney Steve Gambill to serve on the board until such time as the MI-Connection is up and running.  He thinks it is crucial for the first six months to have someone with a vast knowledge of the proposal and experience to protect the Town.  
Commissioner Rader withdrew his name from the nomination.  Commissioner Beaver then nominated Mayor Thunberg.  Mayor Thunberg withdrew his name from the nomination.
Mayor Thunberg said the custom is to vote on each nominee in alphabetical order and the nominee receiving the most votes will be appointed to the position.  

Commissioner Beaver nominated Town Manager Jamie Justice.  

The Board recessed for five minutes.
