Why do we publish this report?

Through this report, we would like to share with you the part each user has in the proper operation of the wastewater collection system and what you can do to help insure its reliability.

On July 21st, 1999, House Bill 1160 was signed into law by North Carolina’s Governor, requiring reports from municipalities that operate wastewater collection and treatment systems.

This legislation mandated that all Cities publish an annual report informing system users of specific items such as the number of wastewater overflows, violations of permit conditions or environmental regulations.  It also required that we report the impact of any such violations on the environment and the corrective measures taken to minimize recurrences.
The Wastewater Collection System
The Town of Mooresville discharges its wastewater to the Rocky River Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The Plant’s NPDES permit number is NC0046728 and has a treatment capacity of 5.2 million gallons per day.  
The Town of Mooresville Wastewater Collection System consists of approximately 225 miles of sewer pipelines, 34 wastewater pump stations, and a wastewater treatment plant.  
The Town’s Public Utilities Department performs operation and maintenance of the collection system that serves over 10,000 customers.  3 maintenance and 2 pump station crews deliver maintenance service to the system and its customers with professionalism and efficiency.

The Wastewater Treatment Plant is staffed by 13 employees who treat domestic and industrial waste safely and efficiently.
Wastewater Collection System Projects

The Town of Mooresville continually performs proactive preventative maintenance to the collection system to prevent wastewater overflows.

During the past fiscal year, the following maintenance was completed:

· Closed-circuit camera inspection
93,600 linear feet

· Manholes raised

300 manholes

· Root control treatment

200,000 linear feet

· Sewer mains rodded/cleaned

400,000 linear feet

Wastewater Treatment Plant Violations

The Town of Mooresville, Rocky River Wastewater Treatment Plant was cited with one violation on August 6, 2005 for exceeding weekly geometric mean for fecal coliform.  This was the only violation and the Plant was in full compliance for the remainder of the 2005 – 2006 fiscal year.
Collection System Overflows
The Town of Mooresville investigated approximately 400 possible municipal and private wastewater related overflows during the past fiscal year.  The 4 incidences listed below resulted in a spill or overflow of wastewater to the surface waters of the State:

08/23/05 – 186 Brawley School Road – 4,200 gallons reached Reeds Creek
The spill was caused by grease.  The line was cleaned and area restaurants surveyed by Pretreatment staff.
040/17/06 – Caldwell Street – 1,000 gallons reached Dye Creek
The spill resulted from a tree falling on an aerial line causing the line to fall.  Repairs were made on the line and its supports.
06/12/06 – 304 Morrison Plantation – 2,000 gallons reached Morrison Spring Branch
The spill was caused by grease.  The line was cleaned and area restaurants were surveyed by Pretreatment staff
06/17/06 – Meadowhill Court – 1,000 gallons reached Reeds Creek

This spill was caused by grease.  The line was cleaned and area restaurants were surveyed by Pretreatment staff.
What you can do to prevent wastewater overflows
Never

· Never put oils, liquid or solid greases, fatty meat, or other food scraps down a drain – even if you use a motorized garbage disposal.

· Never flush paper towels, cotton swabs, matchsticks, or similar items.

· Never use hot water to melt grease so it will go down the drain easier.

· Never flush any of the items listed above down a toilet.

Always

· Always keep grease out of wash water by scraping dishes before washing.

· Always remove solidified grease from kitchen utensils, equipment, wares and food preparation areas with scrapers or paper towels.  Dispose of scrapings and towels in trash cans.

· Always allow hot liquid grease to solidify and dispose of properly.

· Always place all food scraps in trash collection containers.

· Always recycle restaurant grease by using contract rendering services and have grease traps cleaned and serviced frequently.

Report

· Report trucks discharging liquids or other substances into open municipal sewer manholes.

· Report acts of vandalism on manholes, sewer lines, lift stations, hydrants and other structures.  

· Report illegal dumping of toxic, corrosive, or flammable substances into manholes, drains, or toilets.
