BARGAINING UNIT EMPLOYEES AND FIXING WAGES AND BENEFITS OF
BARGAINING UNIT EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF MOUNT VERNON POLICE
DEPARTMENT WHO ARE MEMBERS OF THE CERTIFIED UNIT KNOWN AS POLICE

WHEREAS, an agreement has been entered into between the City of Mount
Vernon and the Fraternal Order of Police representing Police Sergeant’s bargaining unit in
the Police Department.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Mount Vernon,
State of Ohio:

SECTION 1:  That this Ordinance incorporates the attached agreement between
the Mount Vernon Police Union, Fraternal Order of Police, Ohio Labor Council, Inc., and
the City of Mount Vernon, Ohio, which becomes effective on October 18" 2009, as if fully
rewritten herein, for the aforementioned unit.

SECTION 2:  That the wage provisions of the agreement between the Mount
Vernon Police Union, Fraternal Order of Police, Ohio Labor Council, Inc., and the City of
Mount Vernon, Ohio, for the afore mentioned unit, be effective from the 18" day of
October, 2009.

ORDINANCE NO.2009-36

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 129.11 OF
THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
MOUNT VERNON, OHIO; AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY.

‘NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Mount
Vernon, State of Ohio:

SECTION 1: That Section 129.11 of Chapter 129 of the Codified Ordinances of
the City of Mount Vernon shall be amended to read as follows:

129.11 TEMPORARY PATROLMEN AND FIREFIGHTERS

(a) The Director of Public Safety-Service is hereby authorized to hire
temporary additional police officers if any of the full time police officers are off duty
because of illness, vacation, injury, military leave, or unpaid leave. Such authority is
given in order to maintain the Police Department at full strength or at such a level as will
fully protect the City and its residents from loss of life and property, and the exercise of
such authority shall be within the sole discretion of the Director.

() The Director of Public Safety-Service is hereby authorized to hire
temporary additional fire personnel if any of the full time fire personnel are off duty
because of illness, vacation, injury, military leave, or unpaid leave. Such authority is
given in order to maintain the Fire Department at full strength or at such a level as will
fully protect the City and its residents from the loss of life and property, and the exercise
of such authority shall be within the sole and absolute discretion of the Director.

SECTION 2: This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public, peace, health and safety, and for
the further reason that an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the various
departments of the municipal government, and further, that this Council deems it
imperative that immediate action be taken in order to insure the continued usual daily
operation of the various departments of the municipal government, the said Ordinance
shall, therefore, become effective upon its date of passage and approval by the Mayor,
provided that it receives the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the members elected to
the Council of the City of Mount Vernon; otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force
from and after the earliest period allowed by law.

ORDINANCE NO. 2009-37

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF WATER
SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT REVENUE REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES
2009 UNDER ARTICLE XVIII OF THE OHIO CONSTITUTION, IN AN
AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $4,900,000 TO
REFUND ALL OR A PORTION OF THE CITY’S OUTSTANDING
WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 1999;
APPROVING A PRELIMINARY OFFICIAL STATEMENT;
AUTHORIZING THE PREPARATION, USE AND EXECUTION OF AN
OFFICIAL STATEMENT; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
VARIOUS RELATED DOCUMENTS AND INSTRUMENTS,
INCLUDING A FIRST SUPPLEMENTAL TRUST AGREEMENT, A
BOND PURCHASE AGREEMENT, AN ESCROW AGREEMENT, A
FINAL TERMS CERTIFICATE AND A CONTINUING DISCLOSURE
AGREEMENT; AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER ACTIONS
RELATED TO THE ISSUANCE OF THE BONDS; AND DECLARING
AN EMERGENCY. '

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Article XVIII of the Ohio Constitution (the
“Act”), the City now owns and operates, as a public utility, a municipal wastewater collection and
treatment system (the “Utility”) the services of which are and are to be supplied to users within and
outside the corporate limits of the City; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 1999-11 passed on February 8, 1999, Water System
Improvement Revenue Bonds, Series 1999 in the amount of $8,370,000 (the “Outstanding Revenue
Bonds™) were issued to pay the costs of improving the City’s water treatment and distribution
system by constructing and equipping a portion of a water treatment plant and a collector water well
together with all necessary appurtenances thereto and the City entered into a Trust Agreement dated
as of February 15, 1999 with U.S. Bank National Association that secures the payment of the
Outstanding Revenue Bonds and provides for the issuance from time to time of additional revenue
bonds; and

WHEREAS, this Council has previously determined that improvements to the Utility are
necessary for it to be adequate to meet the needs of the City, its inhabitants and other users, and the
Mayor and this Council caused to be prepared by consulting engineers suitable reports, plans,
specifications and estimates of cost sufficient to determine the nature, character and cost of
improving the Utility; and

WHEREAS, based upon those reports, this Council previously determined it to be necessary
to undertake the improvement of the Utility; and

WHEREAS, this Council finds and determines that it is necessary and in the best interest of
the City to issue revenue bonds to provide moneys to (i) retire the Outstanding Revenue Bonds
