√ The Meals on Wheels program costs 

$7.10 per day for each consumer 

√ The consumer will receive a bill from 

the North Olmsted Senior Center at 

the end of each month 

√ If you need to cancel your meals for 

any specific date, please notify the 

Senior Center no later than 10:00 

a.m. two business days prior.  If a 

meal is cancelled past this time the 

consumer will be charged for the 

meal
