 Crisis Intervention  

 Provides crisis intervention and stabilization  

 Administrator is on call 24/7  (may be paged through voice mail system on  
direct phone line by pressing ‘8’ when leaving a message) 

 Administrator also serves on the NOHS Crisis Team 
 
 
Community Diversion Program 

Provides local intervention for first time juvenile offenders bypassing the 
traditional juvenile court without establishing a public record 

 Truancy/Unruly 
 First time misdemeanor 
 Felony under special circumstances 
 First time traffic offenses (ages 16 and 17) 
 Status offenses (Tobacco, Curfew, Unruly)  

 
 
Group Services 

 Insight Group: Alcohol and drug education and early intervention  

 Alateen Programs : 12 step model for kids with family member who has  
drug or alcohol issues (school based) 

 Anger Management Program 
 

 
Alternative to Discipline  

Coordinate alternate intervention or accountability for school resulting from 
 school discipline issues with referral from NOCS hearing process or 
 building administrator action…such as 

 Community service 
 Referral source for counseling or drug/alcohol assessments 
 Monitor outside of school placement
