A crucial road project is finally in the works.
Beginning in 2013, the City will begin the process of
widening and expanding 84th (Washington) Street from
Cedardale Road south all the way to Capehart Road.

The project includes the intersection if 84th Street
and Highway 370, one of the busiest intersections in
the county. City Engineer Jeff Thompson believes the
work with improve safety at that spot.

“High traffic volume intersections like that one can be
prone to accidents,” Thomson said. “This work can

you pay for what you get — it’s remarkable.

The city’s proposed 2011 budget will go into
effect this fall. With it, our local levy will go up
from 0.405 to 0.45. This four and a half cent
increase is the first of any kind since 2003. It will
help pay for necessities. Specifically, the budget
includes a new Public Works facility as well as a
capital improvement program that will fund the
repairs and restoration for Sump Memorial Library,
Papio Bay and Hickory Hill Park.

years for right of way acquisition. The construction
work will be phased over two years, the first expanding
the road between Capehart and Schram Road. The sec-
ond year will work from Schram south to Cedardale.
Though, some concurrent work also will be done to
the north of Highway 370 in year one.

The City has coordinated with all emergency medical
services in the region that transport to Midlands
Hospital, which is located along the planned construc-
tion project. Ongoing coordination is planned to keep
routes available for use at all times.

The project’s $7.9 million costs include all the accom-
panying road infrastructure — such as lights, sewer,
trails and pedestrian access — is 80 percent funded by
federal funds. The remaining 20 percent of the cost is
divided between the City, Sarpy County and the devel-
opers of the Shadow Lake subdivision.

The project has been years in the making and has
required significant planning, “This is the most sub-

stantial road construction project for this town in the
last five years,” Thompson said.

Improved traffic flow could be a key part of attract-
ing more residential and commercial development
along 84th Street.

“We’ve had developers look at and consider this area,
but back off and wait for the road to be improved,”
said Mayor Black. “This could spur some movement.”
