


Mayor's Message

Keeping Track of Community Growth

The last 10 years have seen a residential and com-
mercial boom in Papillion. With thousands of new
housing starts and millions of square feet of retail devel-
opment in just the last five years, the evidence is every-
where. | can remember when most of the area south of
Highway 370 was cornfields. Some estimates from

2008 and 2009 placed Papillion’s population as high
as 24,000.

That's why the results of the 2010
Census appeared to be such a head-
scratcher for many peop|e at first.
While the reported population of
18,894 shows healthy and steady
growth, it is significantly different than

some recent estimates. \X/hy? The

Mayor
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answer is Sanitary
Districts, or SIDs.

An SID is essentially a mini-city, created as a form of
deve|opment. An SID does not become part of
Papillion officially until we annex them. A huge portion
of this area’s growth has happened with SID develop-
ment outside the city’s corporate limits. SID residents
are not within our city limits and, therefore, not includ-
ed in our census figures. Our research shows that
those areas include more than 3,500 homes, and as
many as 10,500 people.

While SID residents don’t pay city property taxes
(they pay a |evy to their S|D) or vote in local elections
for Mayor or City Counci|, we consider them a part
of our community. In the two-mile area surrounding our
corporate limits, where most SIDs exist, Papillion’s zon-
ing and building codes apply. Our Fire Department
serves that area. City water service is delivered to

Several neighborhoods south of Highway 370 were not
counted as City population in the last Census because these
residents live in Sanitary Improvement Districts located on
the "outskirts” of the City of Papillion. These "mini-cities”
are vital to the future growth of the City.

them. However, we do not provide police service or
snow removal.

As we annex SID areas during the next decade,
Papillion will continue to grow in the Census counts.
But, right now, these residents are a|ready a part of our
community in many meaningful ways - in parks, and
schools and shops and on the road - no matter what
the Census numbers may report.

Papillion’s “Digital Stop” program involves printing QR
codes on signs and placing them at key locations around
town. Those who scan the codes with an application on
their smart phones will be directed to websites with infor-
mation that answers frequent|y asked questions, such as

Creek Recreation Area and Sumtur Amphitheater.

This is the first phase of the City’s plans to use QR
codes. Future phases could include using them for resi-
dents to reserve par|< shelters or ballfields, take virtual walk-
ing tours of various attractions or update the progress of
specific construction projects.
