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PAPILLION PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
APRIL 28, 2010
The Papillion Planning Commission met in open session at the Papillion City Hall Council Chambers on Wednesday, April 28, 2010 at 7:00 PM.  Chairman Michael Mallory called the meeting to order.  Planning Assistant Michelle Wehenkel called the roll.  Planning Commission members present Howard Carson, Rebecca Hoch, Michele Roth, and Judy Sunde.  David Barker, Raymond Keller, Jr., Ken Melhus, and Jim Smith were absent.  Manager of Engineering Services Jeff Thompson, Planning Director Mark Stursma, and City Planner Brian Craig were also present.

Notice of the meeting was given in advance by publication in the Papillion Times on April 15, 2010.  A copy of proof of publication is on file at the office of the City Clerk.
Chairman Mallory led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Chairman Mallory announced that a copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted in the City Council Chambers.

Approval of Agenda

Motion was made by Ms. Sunde, seconded by Mr. Carson, to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call:  five yeas, no nays.  Motion carried.
Approval of the Planning Commission Minutes
Motion was made by Mr. Carson, seconded by Ms. Hoch, to approve the 3/31/10 minutes.  Role Call: five yeas, no nays.  Motion carried.
FINAL PLAT
Final Plat – To consider a final plat for the property legally described as a replat of Lot 206, Stockmans Hollow, a subdivision as surveyed, platted, and filed in Sarpy County, NE, generally located at 68th Street & Centennial Road.  The applicant is Hearthstone Homes.  (Stockmans Hollow Replat 3)  FP-10-0002
Jeff Elliott, 330 N. 117th St. (Omaha), stepped forward to represent the request.  He advised that the final plat is for Lots 1-49, Stockmans Hollow Replat 3.  He stated that the final plat conforms to the preliminary plat that was presented.  He noted that no changes have been made since the preliminary plat was approved.

Mr. Carson asked why the concept changed from townhomes to single-family residences.  Mr. Elliott advised that the housing market has changed.  The single-family lots have been selling well so Hearthstone Homes needs space to expand.  He stated that the market is not conducive to townhomes so financing is difficult to obtain.  Mr. Elliott indicated that expanding and developing the single-family residence area would increase the valuation of the SID.  He noted that it is prudent to develop single-family residences because it could take years for the townhomes to develop.

Chairman Mallory asked Mr. Elliott if he was aware of the staff recommendations.  Mr. Elliott confirmed that most of the comments have been addressed.

With no further discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Carson, seconded by Ms. Roth, to recommend approval of the final plat as requested.    Roll Call: Five yeas, no nays.  Motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS
Ms. Sunde asked about the cul-de-sac length requirements.  She noted that her question arose as a result of the cul-de-sac that is part of Stockmans Hollow Replat 3.  Mr. Stursma advised that Kyla would have been a through street if not for the grade issues.  He explained that an outlet street was provided to the east to shorten the length of the cul-de-sac.

With no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Ms. Hoch, seconded by Mr. Carson to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned by unanimous consent at 7:09 PM.
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
