REPORT: 

Ed Krieger reviewed the April 2011 year to date (YTD) monthly 
financial reports. YTD KWH sales are on target with the budget, and 
revenues are 1.3% below budget.  The YTD total electric revenues are 
0.8% below budget and the YTD total electric expenditures are 10.0% 
below Budget.  The YTD electric-system adjusted margin is 
$484,957. The YTD cash and investments are $13,500,995. Frank 
Patrizio moved to accept the monthly reports.  Bill Vogt second and 
the motion carried. 
 

 
FREMONT 
ENERGY CENTER: 

Don Gruenemeyer from Sawvel and Associates, Inc. presented his 
evaluation of AMP Fremont Energy Center (AFEC).  Currently, 44% 
of Piqua’s energy is purchased from the Market.  Participation in 
AFEC will decrease reliance on capacity and energy markets.  Don 
Gruenemeyer determined the project is economical and 
recommended purchasing 10MW to 15MW of AFEC. 
 
Frank Patrizio moved to recommend proceeding with AMP’s 
Fremont Energy Project up to a 15MW commitment.  Mike Cox 
second and the motion carried unanimously.
