staking trees and mulching. Jolaine brought a new and fresh perspective, and 
the committee agreed to adopt her methods and would like to accept Jolaine as 
a city advocate for the care of our city trees. Jolaine’s experience in 

landscaping spans over thirty years and the committee appreciated her input. 
 

It was decided not to use the Gator Bags on this planting, because the 
caliper of the tree won’t support the weight of the necessary water that it 
takes to fill the Gator Bags. 

Mr. Graeser said he would provide watering instructions and maintenance 
instructions for the homeowners.

Mr. Graeser brought to the committee’s attention that there will be a hearing 
for all the merchants that are affected by the two Pear trees on the Canal 

Place Parking lot. 

He said he would send out letters to all the parties so they would have an 

opportunity to express their concerns with keeping the trees or having the
