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Ordinance No. 1l l6 amending Chapter 3, Article II, and Ordinance No. 48 as amended which was
adopted by Plymouth Township Council on January 11, 1993 requires the registration and licensing of
amusements, circuses, carnivals, etc. to be operated within Plymouth Township.

The fee schedule for the licensine is:

l. For every circus or menagerie, for each day and / or night of exhibition, the sum
of two hundred dollars ($200.00).

2. For every carnival. show, exhibition or fair the sum of two hundred dollars
($200.00) for one day and / or night of exhibition and operation and where the
same continues for a longer period, the sum of fifty dollar ($50.00) for each
additional day and / or night of exhibition or fair is given or held by or for the
benefit of a purely public charity exempt from taxation under Section 501 (C)
(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and doing business as a corporation or
association not organized for profit and permanently located within the
Township, the sum of fifty dollars ($50.00) for one day and/or night of
exhibition and operation, and whenever the same continues for a longer period,
the sum of ten dollars ($10.00) for each additional day and night of exhibition
or operation.

3. For every parade, procession or other exhibition or special event the sum of
twenty-five dollars ($25.00) for each day I and or night; except that when such
parade or procession is conducted by or for the benefit of a purely public charity
exempt from taxation under Section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code

and doing business as a corporation or association not orgrinized for profit and
permanently located within the Township, or by an organized church, patriotic
or religious organization, the fee shall be waived upon the completion and filing
of the required bond and certificate of liability insurance.
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please complete, sign and return the enclosed application form along with a check for the appropriate

amount so that it is received no less than ten (10) days prior to the event. Checks should be made

payable to Plymouth TownshiP.

Other ilformation that is necessary to be submitted with the application is as follows:

l. Amount of space and a plan of the area where the event will take place.

2. A drawing of the building or structure, if applicable, in which the event will be

held.

3. If a tent, canopy or membrane structure is to be used:
A. Names and address of the owners of the tent, canopy or air-supported

structure.
B. Date the fabric was last treated with flame-retardant solution.

C. Trade name of kind of chemical used in treatment'
D. Name of person or firm treating the material'
E. Name of testing agency and test standard by which the fabric was tested.

In Accordance with International Fire Code 2006 ' 2404'4

4. A certificate of liability insurance and bond for indemnification naming the
plymouth Township and its elected or appointed officials, employees and

authorized volunteers as an additional insured, in the event of any personal

injury or property damages arising out of any of the activities to be licensed

before the issuance of such license.
