  Ms. Readinger made a motion to approve the minutes without the         necessity of reading. The motion was seconded by Ms. Weidinger; a      roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr.            Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger   in favor. 

  APPROVAL OF DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS AND BILLS: Chairman Gillen        called for the approval of the departmental reports and bills. Mr.     Simpson made a motion to approve the reports and bills and was         seconded by Ms. Readinger. A roll call vote was taken and the motion   passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr.        Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor. 
                      

   ADMINISTRATION

a.Pension Funds
1)2010 State Allocations – Mr. Eisenberger reported that the Township receives an allocation from the State to help fund the Township Pension Plans. The allocation for 2010 is in the amount of $562,862.57. The Township actuary has recommended that the funds be allocated as follows: 1) Police Pension Plan - $265,257.07 and 2) Non-Uniformed Pension Plan - $297,605.50. Mr. Eisenberger made a motion to accept the recommendation of the actuary and was seconded by Ms. Weidinger. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor. 
2)2011 Minimum Municipal Obligations – Mr. Eisenberger  reported that this item pertains to the amount that the Township must budget to contribute to the employee pension plans for 2011. The Township actuary has determined the following amounts: 1) Police Pension Fund – $1,302,411 and 2) Non-Uniformed Employees – $920,846 for a total of $2,223,257. The State Aid estimate for 2011 is in the amount of $522,378. Mr. Eisenberger made a motion to budget the above amounts and the motion was seconded by Mr. Simpson. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor. 
b.Police Pension Contribution Resolution – reported that the Township Actuary has determined that the Plymouth Township Police Officers must contribute, per their contract, 3% of their salaries to the Police Pension Fund for 2011. Ms. Weidinger read the resolution and made a motion for approval. The motion was seconded by Mr. Eisenberger; a roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor.

 POLICE/PUBLIC SAFETY
a.No Parking Ordinance – Township Line Road – First Consideration – Mr. Clarke read the ordinance authorizing an amendment to Section B-20.1 of the Code of Ordinances that prohibits parking and standing on a portion of the Eastbound Lane of Township Line Road. Mr. Eisenberger made a motion to approve the ordinance for first consideration and was seconded by Ms. Weidinger. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor. 
                 
                    PUBLIC WORKS/SEWER

a.Street Opening Ordinance – ACTION – Mr. Clarke read an Ordinance authorizing an Amendment to Sections 20-41, 20-43 and 20-44 of the Code of ordinances of Plymouth Township amending the requirements for backfilling and restoration. Mr. Simpson made a motion to approve the ordinance and was seconded by Mr. Eisenberger. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor. 
b.JSA MIPP Ordinance – ACTION – Mr. Clarke read an Ordinance authorizing an Amendment to the Wastewater Collection and Treatment Ordinance of the Code of Ordinances of Plymouth Township. Made a motion to approve the ordinance and was seconded by. A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms. Weidinger in favor. 
c.Traffic Signal Maintenance Contract – Mr. Clarke stated that a bid opening was held pertaining to the Traffic Signal and Street Light Maintenance Contract. Upon review of the bid and the bid specifications the Township Solicitor has recommended that all bids be rejected, and the project be re-bid as two different contracts. The reason for this recommendation is that maintenance work is not subject to prevailing wages under Pennsylvania law and upgrade work is.   

                       ENGINEERING
a.PA Stormwater Coalition – Mr. Clarke stated that this item 
was previously discussed by Council pertaining to the PA 
Stormwater Coalition. At the time, Council asked for additional 
information as to what the cost would be for the Township. After
reviewing, Mr. Clarke stated that Council will need to make
motion this evening to enter into the cost sharing and 
cooperation agreement for the PA Stormwater Agreement since the

cost to the Township will be $3,085.20 which could be 
reduced as more municipalities join the Stormwater Coalition. Mr. 
Simpson made a motion to move forward with the Township’s 
participation in the Coalition as long as the cost does not
exceed $3,085.20. The motion was seconded by Ms. Weidinger. A 
roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0 with Mr. 
Eisenberger, Mr. Gillen, Ms. Readinger, Mr. Simpson and Ms.
Weidinger in favor.
