Fire Department companies are sent to Block Parties in the early afternoon. Their primary function at the
parties is to familiarize residents with the Smoke Detector Ordinance by both discussing its importance and
impact on life safety and by distributing literature.

Additionally, the companies talk about the Fire Department’s Fire and EMS functions, provide demonstrations
of fire apparatus and equipment, and provide youngsters at the parties an opportunity to get a close look at fire
apparatus.

Rides on the apparatus are not permitted and fire hydrants are not to be opened. The duration of the visit will
not exceed 20 to 30 minutes and will be unannounced. Companies participating in the visits remain in service
and respond to any alarms.
