Minutes of the Meeting

August 4, 2010
1. Call To Order, Pledge Of Allegiance:  Fred Suffian, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:31 PM. Present were:  Douglas Skinner, Planning Commission, Liaison; Adele Weremeychik, Member;  Nick Weremeychik, Member; Fred Suffian, Chairman; Todd Baratz, Secretary; Lynn Laurelli, Member; and Carl Sames, Public Works, Liaison.
Mr. Suffian led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
2. Public Comment:  There was no public comment.
3. Approval of Minutes for July 7, 2010: 
On motion by Mr. Baratz, seconded by Mr. Weremeychik, the Minutes of the July 7, 2010 meeting were approved. 

4. Old Business: 

Detention Basins:  Mr. Suffian received a phone call from DEP regarding errors in the report that was provided and requesting a revised report.
Mr. Sames reported that some plants are dead and need to be replaced at the detention basin.  Ms. Laurelli will help Mr. Sames identify the plants to be replaced. 

Some of the plants still need to be planted at the Township building. Mr. Sames will be watering them until they can be planted.
Earth Garden Maintenance Schedule:  The Girl Scouts will have completed their weeding at the end of August.
Mr. Weremeychik reported that the butterfly garden is infested with a fungus.  Mr. Weremeychik put down a fungicide, but more fungus has come up.

Mr and Ms. Weremeychik reported that the student hired to maintain the Rain Garden is not doing their job.  It was suggested by Mr. Suffian that Ms. Ross contact the student and provide an ultimatum that either he do the work or he will not receive credit for his project.  Mr. Suffian also requested that Ms. Ross contact Ms. Hanel to determine what remains in the EAC 2010 budget in case we need to hire a landscaper/contractor to complete the work.
Thank You Posters: Ms. Weremeychik reported that the posters were not complete.  She did not know who was getting them, but now has a list.  Mr. Weremeychik asked if we should make a poster for Del Val as a nice gesture, and if so what department?
Mr. Skinner suggested that we ask troop leaders to give approval for using student pictures in the posters.
Mr. Weremeychik motioned that $300 be used to acquire materials for the creation of Thank You Posters.  Mr. Skinner seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Sames stated that he would check with “Jackie” to determine if the EAC can use the township plotter for free, otherwise, we may need to go to Staples for printing.
6. Warrington Day:  Mr. Suffian discussed how many tents and how much power would be needed at Warrington Day.  It was decided that the EAC needed two tents, one with power.  It was also determined that no additional purchases would be needed for Warrington Day.
Rain Barrels:  Mr. Sames will follow up with Coke regarding the acquisition of additional Rain Barrels.

Mr. Weremeychik and Mr. Sames will put together a list of what needs to be brought to Warrington Day and who is bringing what.

7. Presentation of Accomplishments to Board of Supervisors:  The presentation will occur on September 14th, 2010.  Ms. Laurelli asked EAC members to read through the EAC Accomplishments that Ms. Laurelli will send out.  

Mr. Sames stated that he will send out budget information to all members in preparation for the September meeting.

Mr. Suffian reported that the three interns had identified over 900 trees and delineated impervious surfaces and open space using the GIS.  The Americorp Vistas have a meeting with the interns to check their progress after the first 25 hours.

8.  Computer Recycling Event:  Mr. Baratz reported that the EAC is looking to start up a recycling program for used computers and monitors.  The members discussed how this could be managed and determined that it would be appropriate to put a message in the Link informing residents to “keep an eye out for more information on computer recycling in a future Link”.

9. Adjourn: Mr. Baratz made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:24pm.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Weremeychik.  All were in favor.
