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Section 1 - Description of Water System

1.1 Ownership and Management

The City of West Richland, a municipality, currently owns, operates and maintains its Group A

Community water system (#94900P). Responsibility for the water system is assigned to the
Public Works Director:

1.2 System Background

1.2.1 History

In 1956 the City of West Richland’s Municipal Water System began with the drilling of Well No.
1, constructing a 0.25 MG reservoir, and constructing distribution lines for 250 connections.
Early development occurred along Van Giesen Street (SR-224), then moved south onto the
higher plateau of Pressure Zone 4. Since the Water System’s early years, it has grown
considerably. Following is a brief synopsis of major events to the water system.

e 1956 - The City started its water system by drilling Well #1 and constructing a 0.25 MG
reservoir.

e 1960 - The Glenn Water System was purchased by the City near the Brotherhood area.
The system included a small well and small-diameter distribution piping. The well and
associated piping were not incorporated into the City’s Water System. The piping was
converted into an irrigation system utilizing Columbia Irrigation District water.

e 1962 - The City drilled Well No. 2

e 1966 - The City purchased the Oasis Water System in the King View area. The
purchase included a well and a small distribution system. The well was not
incorporated into the City’s Water System.

e 1976-1978 - Flat Top Reservoir #1 was constructed, along with improvements to
distribution system serving the South Highlands Subdivision.

e 1977 - A booster station was constructed to transfer water from the lower
(Brotherhood Reservoir) system to the upper (Flat Top Reservoir #1) system.

e 1981 - A 150-hp pump was installed at Well No. 2 and tied to Flat Top Reservoir No. 1
with a 10-inch pipe.

e 1981 - Well No. 4 was drilled at the Desert View Mobile Home Park.
¢ 1985 - Well No. 3 was turned over to the City by the Department of Natural Resources.
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
