November 1, 2010
1. CALL TO ORDER
Vice-Chairman Smith called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
2. INVOCATION

Invocation was offered by Commissioner Joiner.

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Pledge of Allegiance was led by Commissioner Joiner.
4. ROLL CALL
Commissioners Present:

5.  MINUTES

Motion was made by Commissioner Oakley for approval of the October 5,
2010, Planning Commission Meeting Minutes. Commissioner Horvath
seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

6. NEW BUSINESS

A. Case Number P-10-06-S: Request by Sandra Johnson for special use approval
to allow a parking lot for a commercial business to be located on a parcel in an
adjoining residential zoning district. General Location: 1006 South Lake
Howard Drive. The area covered by this request is 1.23+ acres.

Sean Byers, Senior Planner, gave an overview of the request, showed via a slideshow
presentation, the property involved in the request and surrounding areas, and indicated
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that staff recommends approval of this request. Mr. Byers stated for the record that all
notification requirements have been met.

BACKGROUND:

Sandra Johnson, petitioner, requests that the Planning Commission allow an off-site
commercial parking lot in an adjoining Multi-Family Residential (R-3) zoning district.
The parcel is a former unimproved parking lot and is approximately 1.23 acres in area.

Since 2008, this site, along with the adjoining restaurant building, has been subject to
Code Enforcement action relating to the use of the parking lot, noncompliance with the
approved site plan, and illegal operation as a bar/nightclub. The nightclub violation has
been corrected as a result of it being closed; however, the case is still open on the
parking lot. On July 15, 2010, the Code Enforcement Special Magistrate issued an
order requiring the parking lot violations be corrected within 180 days (January 11,
2011). Should this request be approved, the parking lot and site plan violations will be
corrected upon completion of the work by the petitioner.

The petitioner proposes to reopen the adjacent restaurant and re-establish use of the
parking lot, which was developed as part of the restaurant in the early 1980s. In 2000,
the parking lot became a non-conforming use as parking lots serving commercial
businesses were no longer permitted to extend into residential zoning districts without
receiving approval from the Planning Commission. While, over time, the physical
condition of the parking lot deteriorated to the point where it received little use, it was
not until the closure of the restaurant in 2004, that its use ceased for a period greater
than 180 days. As a result of its non-conforming status, reuse of the parking lot now
requires approval by the Planning Commission. In order for the adjoining vacant
restaurant building to become a viable use, the use of this adjoining parking lot will be
required.

If approval is granted, the parking lot will be repaved, restriped, and receive additional
landscaping to bring it up to current code and in compliance with the site plan approved
in 1991. The parking lot is expected to contain approximately 100 parking spaces.
Hours of use for the parking lot will follow the operating hours of the adjacent
restaurant- 11:00 am until 2:00 am, Monday through Saturday, and 11:00 am until 12:00
midnight on Sunday.

Section 21-143(d) of the Code of Ordinances allows, with Planning Commission
approval, an off-site parking lot to be established in an adjoining residential zoning
district if it is located within 300 feet of the business it is intended to serve. The
proposed parking lot will be immediately adjacent to the existing restaurant building.

Approving the use of this parking lot would not confer any future rights regarding the
use of the adjoining restaurant building beyond that of the current General Commercial
(C-4) zoning.

Vice-Chairman Smith closed the Planning Commission meeting and opened the
public hearing.

Allan Casey, attorney representing the applicant, was sworn in and gave a brief history
of the past uses of the applicant’s property. Mr. Casey indicated that the property has
been a restaurant and bar since the 1980s and this parcel has always been used as a

parking lot.

Philip Van Winkle, owner of Old Man Frank’s which is across the street from the
applicant’s property on Lake Howard Drive, was sworn in. Mr. VanWinkle spoke in
favor of the applicant’s request, as well as indicating his displeasure with the prior
rezoning of the parking lot to residential zoning.

Nancy Cooley, owner of Caribbean Bay at 1004 Lake Howard Drive, Winter Haven,
Florida, was sworn in and spoke in favor of the request.

Linda Norris, of 1020 South Lake Howard Drive, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in.
Ms. Norris lives next to the applicant’s property and indicated that she has had
problems in the past with heavy traffic entering and exiting the parking lot, bar patrons
parking on her property, damage to her property from emergency vehicles having to use
her drive to access the facility due to blocked ingress/egress to the property, and noise.
Ms. Norris stated that she has had difficulty keeping tenants due to these issues. She
also stated that the driveway to the property is only 15 feet wide, making it difficult for
two vehicles to pass.

Mike Norris, of 215 Lake Howard Drive, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in and stated
for the record that he is a City of Winter Haven Fire Inspector; however, he was not
representing the City in that capacity. He submitted page 1-128 (see attached) of the
NFPA 1, Uniform Fire Code for fire access roads and a video showing traffic at the
property to the Commission. Mr. Norris stated that there is only one 15'6” entrance to
the property and current code requires a 20 foot wide access to allow entrance for
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emergency vehicles. He stated that he would like to see an entire plan review done and
the entrance widened and improved.

Roy Spiker, owner of Mr. Asphalt and prospective tenant of the applicant’s facility, was
sworn in. Mr. Spiker indicated that he would be paving the lot and could widen the
entrance.

Phillip Van Winkle spoke again to rebut Mr. Norris and voiced his concerns regarding
matters not related to this issue.

The applicant, Sandra Johnson, of 112 Anarece Avenue, Auburndale, Florida, was
sworn in and described briefly the past tenant issues. Ms. Johnson assured the
Commission that she would closely monitor the future use of the facility and would see
to it that past problems are not repeated.

Allan Casey advised the Commission that the drive is a private easement and not a
public road. He indicated that the applicant intends to improve the roadway but has no
ability to widen it. He further stated that current Fire Code does not apply to this
property.

Linda Norris responded to Mr. Van Winkle’s comment that he felt she was attempting to
choke out business by stating that she installed fencing for safety upon purchasing the
property in 1976. At that time, there was not a building behind her home, Caribbean
Bay did not exist, and Old Man Frank’s was a just bait shack.

Vice-Chairman Smith asked if anyone else would like to speak. Hearing and
seeing no one, he closed the public hearing and re-opened the Planning
Commission meeting.

Commissioner Oakley asked if there were any improvements required of the applicant.
Vice-Chair Smith asked Mr. Byers if he could comment on the requirements for ingress
and egress of emergency vehicles. Mr. Byers stated he could not but stated that the
ingress/egress easement was not part of the site plan in 1991. The site plan only
covered the restaurant and parking lot. There is no way to address the ingress/egress
easement at this time since it is a “grandfathered” use. Commissioner Smith asked if
the restaurant would not be able to open and function without the use of this parking lot.
Mr. Byers stated that it could open but without the additional parking lot, seating
capacity would be limited to what parking is actually on the restaurant property.

Commissioner Joiner made a motion to approve Case Number P-10-06-S.
Commissioner Putney seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously by
a roll call vote.

B. Case Number P-10-22-R: Administrative request to review and recommend
approval of the Water Resource Sustainability Plan.
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Mike Britt, Natural Resources Division Director, gave an overview of the request and
indicated that staff recommends approval of this request. Mr. Britt stated for the record
that all notification requirements have been met.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Winter Haven has long realized that water plays a special role within the
community. With 50 lakes inside or touching the City, and being at the top of both the
Peace River watershed and the Floridan aquifer system, it is critical that the community
use water in the most effective and efficient manner possible before it leaves the
system.

Between 2000 and 2010, a number of events happened that brought water resource
management considerations to the forefront:

e The “Our Future by Design” visioning process identified the lakes and water

resources as the #1 factor that makes Winter Haven unique;

In 2001, the lakes went to an all-time low;

In 2004, there were significant flooding conditions from 3 hurricanes;

22 lakes were listed on the State’s impaired waters list;

A study linked historical water management practices to lake water quality;

Regulations were adopted limiting the amount of groundwater pumpage for future

water supply;

e From 2007 to 2010, drought conditions resulted in significant navigational issues
throughout the Chains of Lakes.

With the realization that there were complex factors involved with water resource
management and that the time for a new approach was evident, the City hired PBS&J
consultants in 2009 to help develop a Sustainable Water Resources Management Plan.
The primary objective of the plan is to proactively conserve and restore water resources
for long-term human and environmental use. The backbone of the plan is an
interconnected network of lakes, canals, wetlands, aquifers, and ‘nature parks’,
designed to store water long-term to meet future needs for human supply, enhanced
quality, flood protection, and the preservation of natural resources. This network of
projects and initiatives will also serve as waterfront amenities for future growth and
potentially facilitate environmental permitting for future development.

One of the primary points of the plan is that alterations during the past century have
reduced water levels in lakes and the underlying aquifers by up to 10 feet. Past
approaches such as the construction of the Peace Creek and Wahneta Farms Drainage
Canals, the connection of lakes for navigation, declines in the Floridan Aquifer from
regional pumpage, and impacts to high recharge areas have had long term effects that
can be reversed to some degree. Restoring the hydrology of the watershed to increase
storage is critical to meeting the long-term water needs of both people and natural
systems. This new approach changes our thinking from ‘getting rid’ of water, to treating
it as a precious resource critical to the future of the community.
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The Sustainable Water Resource Management Plan recommends that we invest in the
watershed’s natural infrastructure (lakes, wetlands, recharge areas, and aquifers) as a
means to manage water as opposed to engineered infrastructure (reservoirs, pipes, far
away water supplies) which is prevalent for many communities. Using the natural
system to provide multiple benefits results in a less costly, more efficient water supply
system. In contrast, the present hydrologic system is primarily operated to ‘get rid’ of
water for the control of flooding for relatively few citizens.

To assist in developing the plan, PBS&J convened a number of meetings with key
stakeholders in the community, including City and County staff, members of the City’s
Lakes Advisory Committee, concerned citizens, the Lake Region Lakes Management
District and staff from the Southwest Florida Water Management District. The
stakeholders provided key insights into how water historically moved through the
watershed and how alterations within the watershed have changed the hydrology. One
of the key realizations of the meetings is that the City of Winter Haven is poised to grow
significantly in the coming years, with much of this growth occurring in the Peace Creek
Watershed. If this growth is not planned in a fashion that considers historical hydrologic
conditions, many opportunities for using the existing natural system may be lost.

PBS&J and the University of Florida, Howard T. Odum Center for Wetlands, used the
information provided by the stakeholders to develop a conceptual plan for increasing
storage throughout the watershed. The two primary recommendations of the plan are
as follows:

e Priority #1 — Increase Storage and Conveyance in the Middle and
Lower Reaches of the Peace Creek Watershed: In the lower/valley
portions of the watershed, currently dominated by the Peace Creek and
Wahneta Farms Drainage Canals, low lying areas should be transformed
into a series of wetlands and floodplains intended to slow the movement
of water and provide water quality treatment and recharge. During peak
rainfall events, it will discharge floodwaters very quickly. These water
resource restoration projects should be designed as new ‘nature parks’ to
provide amenities to future development and existing residents.

e Priority #2 — Increase Aquifer Recharge and Water Quality Treatment
in the Sandy Ridge Areas of the Watershed: This area, which
encompasses downtown Winter Haven, will direct stormwater to rain
gardens, swales, and small isolated wetlands to recharge the surficial
aquifer and provide water quality treatment. Instead of reuse water
discharging directly away from the system to the Peace Creek, it will also
be allowed to infiltrate into the soil in the sandy ridge areas. This will
increase water levels in the surficial aquifer, increase recharge to the
Floridan Aquifer, and increase water levels in the lakes.

It is significant that restoring the watershed also provide benefits to all downstream
interests. Presently, the Peace River and many lakes within the watershed do not meet
established minimum levels due to groundwater pumpage and hydrologic alterations.
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This is one reason that the Southern Water Use Caution Area was established. By
restoring this critical headwaters area, the long-term process of improving base flows to
the Peace River, providing more water for lakes, and restoring recharge to the Floridan
aquifer for all downstream users can begin.

With an ever changing economic and political climate, new partnerships between
government and private interests will need to emerge. This conceptual plan establishes
the framework for these partnerships. The plan is poised to use existing governmental
tools as well as economic incentives to ensure that water resources play a key role in
our future.

The primary strategies for implementing the plan include:

Land use planning with water as a key consideration;

Creating incentives for future development to fully consider water management;
Mitigation banking to create and fund water storage; -

Partnerships with land owners and governmental agencies so that floodwaters
can be stored in historically wet areas; and

e Using water storage areas as amenities for development with a series of
interconnected nature parks.

One of the underlying principles of the plan is if we choose to do nothing, the
sustainability of water resources will continue to decline, and future generations will be
burdened with paying for projects to restore water that is being impacted today.

The Sustainable Water Resources Management Plan is a conceptual plan, presenting
the background of the water resources condition in Winter Haven and the greater Peace
Creek Watershed as well as presenting a framework for the future. The proposed
implementation strategies will require strengthening partnerships with other
governmental agencies, non-profits, citizen groups, and the development community.
Once these strategies are refined, they will need to be formally adopted by the City. As
the majority of the implementation strategies are linked to land use and development
policies, these will be presented to the Planning Commission for review and discussion
prior to adoption by the City Commission.

Staff recommends that the Planning Commission approve the Sustainable Water
Resources Management Plan and recommend that the City Commission adopt the plan
once the plan is in its final form.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Planning Commission approve case number P-10-22-R.
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Vice-Chairman Smith closed the Planning Commission meeting and opened the
public hearing.

Frances Howell Coleman, of 203 Lake Pansy, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in and
urged the Commission to approve this request.

Judy Howell, of 11 Hickory Way, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in and spoke in
favor of the request. Ms. Howell also referred to the previous parking lot case stating
that she felt pervious surfaces should be considered.

Karen Landers, of 525 Avenue L, SE, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in and spoke in
favor of the request.

Roger Griffiths, of 9449 Waterford Oak Drive, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in. He
stated that this plan goes along with what the Lake Region Lakes Management District
has been doing. He indicated that he felt that this plan was a very good start and
offered to help move the program forward.

Damien Flynn, of 520 Avenue H, SE, Winter Haven, Florida, was sworn in and spoke in
favor of the request. Mr. Flynn asked the Commission to recommend approval.

Vice-Chairman Smith closed the public hearing and re-opened the Planning
Commission meeting.

Commissioner Oakley inquired about how low-lying areas in Priority 1 would be
determined. Mr. Britt explained that a GIS map with layers indicating existing and
historical flood zones would be used. He also stated that a special overlay ordinance
governing these areas might be used which would allow the City to work with
developers as we move forward permitting Future Land Use. Commissioner Oakley
indicated that she wouid like to see workshops held to involve stakeholders and keep
them informed.

Vice-Chairman Smith asked if there will be Eminent Domain condemnations foreseen
as water levels rise in these low-lying areas that would infringe on property rights. Mr.
Britt stated that he didn’t see this as a need but stated that it might be a possibility.

Commissioner Dull made a motion to approve Case Number P-10-22-R.
Commissioner Horvath seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously
by a roll call vote.

C. Case Number P-10-48: Administrative request to amend Chapter 21, Article llI,
Division 7 of the Code of Ordinances for the purpose of revising the landscape
ordinance to include water-efficient landscaping.
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BACKGROUND:

The Florida Legislature indicated that multiple areas throughout the state have been
identified by water management districts as water resource caution areas, which
indicates that in the near future water demand in those areas will exceed the current
available water supply, and that conservation is one of the mechanisms by which future
water demand will be met. It went on to state that landscape irrigation comprises a
significant portion of water use and that current typical landscape irrigation systems and
Florida friendly landscaping designs offer significant potential water conservation
benefits.

From these statements came a directive to all water management agencies to develop
landscape irrigation and Florida-friendly landscaping design standards for the local
governments to follow. According to statutes, the local government ordinance must
include, at a minimum:

1. Landscape design, installation, and maintenance standards that result in water

conservation and water quality protection or restoration.

Identification of prohibited invasive exotic plant species.

Identification of controlled plant species.

A provision specifying the maximum percentage of irrigated turf and impervious

surfaces allowed in a Florida-friendly landscaped area.

5. Specific standards for land clearing and requirements for the preservation of
existing native vegetation.

6. A monitoring program for ordinance implementation and compliance.

As required by State statute, the City has developed and is proposing to change Section
21-181 adding water efficient landscaping to the code of ordinances.

PROPOSED REGULATIONS:

The proposed ordinance:
Establishes standards to protect and enhance the City’'s appearance by the
installation of appropriate landscaping, tree canopy, and buffering materials;

Requires that a minimum of 60% of all plantings be native/Florida friendly; and
Requires that a maximum of 50% of the landscaped area may be planted with

turf.
NOTIFICATION:
All public notification requirements have been met.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Planning Commission recommend approval of this request.
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Erin Tilghman, Planning Manager, gave an overview of the request and indicated that
staff recommends approval of this request. Ms. Tilghman stated for the record that all
notification requirements have been met.

Ms. Tilghman explained that one of the items for this request is not just the inclusion of
the water efficient landscaping but to also codify the landscape ordinance.

Vice-Chairman Smith closed the Planning Commission meeting and opened the
public hearing.

Judy Howell, of 11 Hickory Way, Winter Haven, Florida, inquired if this request also
included commercial properties along with residential. ‘Ms. Tilghman confirmed that it
included both.

Vice-Chairman Smith closed the public hearing and re-opened the Planning
Commission meeting.

Commissioner Dull made a motion to approve Case Number P-10-48.
Commissioner Putney seconded the motion. Discussion ensued. The motion
carried unanimously by a roll call vote.

7. COMMENTS FROM STAFF

Sean Byers advised the Commission that the last Building Blocks meeting will be
Tuesday, November 9™ from 6:00 — 8:00 p.m. at the Winter Haven Recreation
and Cultural Center.

He also informed the Commission of a Tuesday, November 30" meeting on the
Multi-Modal Infrastructure Access Plan. This plan can be obtained on the City’'s
website under Public Services. Erin Tilghman advised the Commission that the
Multi-Modal Plan will come before them at the December 7" Planning
Commission meeting.

Mr. Byers informed the Commission that the Notice of Intent for the Comp Plan
Amendments on the Chain O’ Lakes and Feagin properties was received from
DCA. He also stated that a letter was received from DCA indicating that they
would issue a Notice of Intent for the Capital Improvements schedule on
December 7.

Ms. Tilghman asked the Commissioners to complete the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program survey and directed them to the
SWFWMD’s Florida-Friendly Landscaping Principles pamphlet distributed to
them. Also, meetings have been held on the Central Polk Parkway and FDOT is
still taking public comments on Centralpolkparkway.com. She aiso advised that
LEGOLAND Florida has announced it's opening date of October 15, 2011. Ms.
Tiighman then informed the Commission that stakeholder meetings on the
Cypress Gardens Boulevard Overlay District will be set up in the near future.

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Also, at the request of the Planning Commission, the final meeting on the First
Street Corridor Overlay has been set for November 23, 2010. Details will follow.

8. COMMENTS FROM PLANNING COMMISSIONERS

Commissioner Dull voiced her concern over conditions in the area referenced in
the First Street Corridor Overlay District area.

17.3.53 Roadways. Areas within 10 ft (3 m) on each side of portions
of highways and private streets shall be cleared of combustible
vegetation and other combustible growth. Single specimens of trees,
shrubbery, or cultivated ground cover such as green grass, ivy,
succulents, or similar plants used as ground covers, shall be permitted
to be exempt provided that they do not form a means of readily
17.3.6 Unusual Circumstances. The AHJ shall determine that
difficult terrain, danger of erosion, or other unusual circumstances
ocould require additional safeguards.

17.3.7 Fire Roads, Firebreaks, and Emergency Access.

173.7.1 The provisions of 17.3.7, NFPA 1141, Standard for Fire
Protection in Planned Building Groups, and NFPA 1144 shall be used
to determine the design, clearances, and provisions for emergency
access (ingress and egress).

17.3.7.2 Unauthorized vehicles shall not be driven upon fire roads or
firebreaks.

SUBJECT: Case Number P-11-01-S: Request by Tapping The Vine, LLC to establish
a drinking establishment at 7110 Cypress Gardens Boulevard. The area
covered by this request is 5.72+ acres.

BACKGROUND:

Tapping The Vine, LLC, petitioner, requests that the City grant special/conditional use to
allow for the operation of a drinking establishment at 7110 Cypress Gardens Boulevard.
The property contains 5.72+ acres and consists of the 29,744 square foot Millers
Landing Shopping Plaza, one (1) out-parcel, and 151 parking spaces.

The proposed wine bar will contain approximately 20 seats and will operate from 11:00
am until 11:00 pm Monday through Saturday. The wine bar will be closed on Sundays
and major holidays. Tapping The Vine currently operates a 1,000 square foot retail
wine shop at this location; however, to allow customers to consume wine on-site
special/conditional use approval is required.

Based on 20 seats, 10 on-site parking spaces are required. As developed, the Millers
Landing Shopping Plaza contains 151 parking spaces for common use by all of the
businesses in the plaza. Operation of the wine bar is not expected to cause any parking
problems within the plaza or on adjoining parcels. In accordance with criteria contained
in Section 21-226, Drinking Establishments or Nightclubs, the use is consistent with the
Commercial-Retail Future Land Use on the property, City codes, will not result in
reduced level of service, and is consistent with the approved site plan for the plaza.

The nearest residential properties are located approximately 150 feet to the south and
west. There are no schools within one (1) mile of this location. The nearest church is
approximately 2,300 feet to the west on West Lake Ruby Drive.
