6. NEW BUSINESS

A. Case Number P-11-01-S: Request by Tapping The Vine, LLC, for special use
approval to operate a drinking establishment within the City. General Location:
7110 Cypress Gardens Boulevard (Inside the Millers Landing Shopping Center).
The area covered by this request is 5.72+ acres.

Sean Byers, Senior Planner, gave an overview of the request, showed via a slideshow
presentation, the property involved in the request and surrounding areas, and indicated
that staff recommends approval of this request. Mr. Byers stated for the record that all
notification requirements have been met.

BACKGROUND:

Tapping The Vine, LLC, petitioner, requests that the City grant special/conditional use to
allow for the operation of a drinking establishment at 7110 Cypress Gardens Boulevard.
The property contains 5.72+ acres and consists of the 29,744 square foot Millers
Landing Shopping Plaza, one (1) out-parcel, and 151 parking spaces.

The proposed wine bar will contain approximately 20 seats and will operate from 11:00
am until 11:00 pm Monday through Saturday. The wine bar will be closed on Sundays
and major holidays. Tapping The Vine currently operates a 1,000 square foot retail
wine shop at this location; however, to allow customers to consume wine on-site
special/conditional use approval is required.

Based on 20 seats, 10 on-site parking spaces are required. As developed, the Millers
Landing Shopping Plaza contains 151 parking spaces for common use by all of the
businesses in the plaza. Operation of the wine bar is not expected to cause any parking
problems within the plaza or on adjoining parcels. In accordance with criteria contained
in Section 21-226, Drinking Establishments or Nightclubs, the use is consistent with the
Commercial-Retail Future Land Use on the property, City codes, will not result in
reduced level of service, and is consistent with the approved site plan for the plaza.

The nearest residential properties are located approximately 150 feet to the south and
west. There are no schools within one (1) mile of this location. The nearest church is
approximately 2,300 feet to the west on West Lake Ruby Drive.

The motion carried unanimously
by a voice vote.

B. Case Number P-11-02-S: Request by First Missionary Baptist Church for
special use approval to operate a community center in the Multi-family
Residential (R-3) zoning district. General Location: 1899 Second Street, NW.
The area covered by this request is 0.54+ acres.

Commissioner Grant stated that as applicant in this case, he would be recusing himself
from voting and that he will be submitting the proper voting conflict paperwork
(attached).

Sean Byers, Senior Planner, gave an overview of the request, showed via a slideshow
presentation, the property involved in the request and surrounding areas, and indicated
that staff recommends approval of this request. Mr. Byers stated for the record that all
notification requirements have been met.

BACKGROUND:

First Missionary Baptist Church, petitioner, requests that the City grant a special use to
allow a community center at 1899 Second Street, NW. The property consists of 0.54+
acres and contains of a 6,370 square foot building and a paved parking and drop-off
area. The property formerly housed a daycare that closed earlier this year.

The petitioner recently acquired this property and proposes to use the building as a
church community center. The community center would occasionally be used for
receptions, meetings, and church classes between the hours of 12:00 pm and 8:00 pm.
There will be no permanent employees or volunteers at this site. The church intends to
allow the surrounding community to use this facility.

The existing paved area can be striped for approximately 10 parking spaces; additional
parking can be provided in the church’s adjoining 120-space grass parking lot
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December 7, 2010

immediately to the south. With an approximate occupancy of 120 persons, 40 parking
spaces would be required.

Use of the property as a community center is consistent with the surrounding residential
and institutional uses and will provide a needed gathering place for residents within this
neighborhood. Due to the intermittent nature of this use, no major impacts to
transportation, water, or sewer facilities are expected.

The Muiti-family Residential (R-3) zoning district allows for churches and community
centers upon approval by the Planning Commission as a Special Use. Should this
request be approved, the special approval will run with the property, regardless of
ownership, until the use ceases for a period greater than 180 days.

C. Case Number P-11-01-R: Administrative request to review and recommend
approval of the Sidewalk, Pedestrian, and Multi-modal Infrastructure Access
Plan.

Terrence Nealy, Public Services Division Director, gave an overview of the request and
indicated that staff recommends approval of this request. Mr. Nealy stated for the
record that all notification requirements have been met.
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BACKGROUND:

One of the system-wide, long-term initiatives of the City is the ongoing maintenance and
expansion of the public sidewalk and pedestrian-based infrastructure. Focus on, and
demand for, this infrastructure has been heightened in recent years due to population
growth and elevated vehicular volume; increased costs in personal transportation
stemming from higher fuel costs; an increase in desire among people who do not have
access to nor desire to travel via personal vehicles; and a greater awareness of the
impact non-vehicular transportation has on improving personal health.

In 2007, the City completed the Parks, Recreation and Open Space Master Plan.
During the public input for this plan, one of the recurring comments brought forward was
the desire for walking areas for recreation purposes and the need to connect
neighborhoods to other destinations such as schools, parks, shopping, and community
centers via sidewalks. This need was also identified by the City Commission and
management team during the 2008 City Commission Retreat.

The City of Winter Haven, in association with the Renaissance Planning Group, has
developed a Sidewalk, Pedestrian, and Multimodal Infrastructure Access Plan (the Plan)
to address the transportation network and identify ways to promote safe and convenient
travel by all modes as an integrated transportation system. The Plan considers both
current and future needs and establishes policies to help decision-makers as they
evaluate plans, programs, and projects.

The Plan was developed through quantitative analyses of the City’s existing multimodal
infrastructure and quality of service, as well as public input through public workshops.
The Plan also strives to fulfill the City’s transportation vision of providing an integrated
transportation system that maximizes the safe and efficient movement of people without
using an automobile. The resulting Plan enhances economic productivity and the
quality of Winter Haven neighborhoods while minimizing impacts to the natural
environment.

Throughout the 20-month plan development, the public was invited and encouraged to
participate in the planning process. Several public outreach strategies were employed
including: public workshops, fact sheets, questionnaires, webpage information, and

various speaking engagements by the Renaissance Planning Group and City staff.
During the planning process of the Plan, several key goals emerged, including:

e Addressing safety through engineering, enforcement, and education.

e Enhancing mobility and flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic on the City’s main
corridors, and to improve capacity when appropriate.

e Improving the existing pedestrian and cycling network through connecting gaps
and providing new pedestrian and cycling facilities in the transportation network.

e |dentifying funding challenges and new funding strategies.
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Building partnerships and improving coordination and communication with other
governmental agencies, schools, neighborhood groups, and community

stakeholders.

Summarization of the citywide Multimodal Plan that identifies

types of multimodal facilities and provides a list of proposed capital
projects;

Provides an overview of several proposed multimodal projects for

specific areas in the City - Downtown, Lake Howard, Lake Elbert, the
Chain O’ Lakes Complex, the Northeast area and the Southeast area,
Outlines the plan development process; and

Provides a general implementation plan, including the description

programs the City can initiate to support the Plan, identifying potential
funding sources to pay for improvements, and providing design guidelines
for multimodal facilities.

To optimize existing and proposed future transportation assets, take full advantage of
potential funding opportunities, and continue to involve the public, a phased approach to
implementation will occur. This will involve a short-term strategy of focusing on key
priorities that support the City's economy and address transportation safety items. In
the long-term, the strategy is to build and expand on early implementation efforts. Both
of these strategies will involve the continuing efforts of City staff to identify funding
sources for fully implementing the Plan.

The intent of this Plan is to provide guidance in the development of a multimodal
transportation system in the City. To fully implement the Plan, specific policies will need
to be adopted into the City's Comprehensive Plan. These policies will be brought back
for review by the Planning Commission following adoption of the final Sidewalk,
Pedestrian Multimodal Infrastructure Access Plan by the City Commission.

NOTIFICATION:

All public notice requirements for this request have been met.
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RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Planning Commission approve case number P-11-01-R and
recommend that the City Commission adopt the Plan once the plan is in its final form.

Chairman Lockhart stated that a workshop on the topic had been held and thanked the
Commissioners for their participation in it. He also stated that Ms. Tilghman had
forwarded a link to the document to those Commissioners that were not in attendance.

Commissioner Oakley inquired about the Mobility Fee referenced in the final page of the
document and new development taking a pro-rata share. Mr. Byers explained that
mobility fees are a new concept that are beginning to appear around the state and that
they are similar to an impact fee. Impact fees are based on roadways and streets and
adding capacity that way. Mobility fees try to account for the entire transportation
system which includes roads, sidewalks, trails, and transit. He stated that the City does
not have a mobility fee in place currently but, it could be considered in the future.
Commissioner Oakley indicated her concern that new growth pays for things that the
entire City utilizes. \

Chairman Lockhart asked if his understanding that this is not intended to be the sole
source of funding was correct. Mr. Nealy confirmed that he was correct and further
stated that this document is a draft which indicates options available. Chairman
Lockhart stated that having this document in place will assist the City in applying for
other funding. Ms. Tilghman stated that the City will be looking at partnering a myriad of
funding sources and to see this plan as not a 2- or 5-year plan, but a 25-year plan.

Chairman Lockhart closed the Planning Commission meeting and opened the
public hearing.

Chairman Lockhart asked if anyone would like to speak. Hearing and seeing no
one, he closed the public hearing and re-opened the Planning Commission
meeting.

Commissioner Grant made a motion to approve Case Number P-11-04-R.
Commissioner Oakley seconded the motion. Ms. Tilghman clarified that the Plan
is a draft. Chairman Lockhart confirmed that it was understood that this is a draft
and subject to final approval. The motion carried unanimously by a roll call vote.

7. COMMENTS FROM STAFF

Sean Byers advised the Commission that eight Building Blocks meetings have
been held with a total of 114 citizens participating. He stated that the final
meeting will be held on January 11, 2011, and that the next step is to set up a
Goals, Objectives, Policies Focus Group comprised of a diverse group of
individuals. Planning Commission Workshops will be held in February and
March of 2011.
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Mr. Byers distributed a copy of the 2011 Planning Commission meeting schedule
and stated that only the July 5 and September 6 meetings pose an issue with
their proximity to holidays.

8. COMMENTS FROM PLANNING COMMISSIONERS

City Commissioner J.P. Powell extended his wishes for a happy holiday season
and thanked the Commissioners for their service.

9. ADJOURNMENT

SUBJECT: Case Number P-11-01: Request by Rivercard, LLC to amend Planned Unit
Development Ordinance 0-09-35 on three parcels. The parcels are located
west of 21% Street, NW, east of Lake Idylwild, and south of the Lake
Idylwild/Lake Hartridge canal. The area covered by this request is 20+ acres

BACKGROUND:

Rivercard, LLC, petitioner, is requesting that the City amend Planned Unit Development
(PUD) Ordinance O-09-35 on three (3) parcels. The undeveloped parcels are located west
of 21% Street, NW, east of Lake Idylwild, and south of the Lake Idylwild/Lake Hartridge
canal. The area covered by this request is 20+ acres. This request for zoning change is
the third for this parcel in the last four years. In 2007, Planned Unit Development (PUD)
zoning was recommended for approval by the Planning Commission through case P-07-25
(Ordinance 0O-07-25) on May 1, 2007 delineating conditions for a proposed multi-family
and commercial (restaurant) development. On September 1, 2009, the Planning
Commission recommended approval of case P-09-35 (Ordinance 0-09-35) changing the
allowable uses and adding a single-family residential component to the proposed
development.

The current PUD allows for the development of nine (9) single-family residences, 50 multi-
family residential units, and 4.2+ acres of retail space. The retail area is located on the
northwest corner of 21 Street and Havendale Boulevard and current allowable uses are
limited to the following: Child Care Facilities, Offices, Retail Shops, Indoor Commercial
Recreation, Conventional Restaurants (no drive through facilities), Shopping Center up to
30,000 square feet, Schools, and Public Recreation. Another condition of the PUD limits
the amount of signage for the property to one (1) monument sign not exceeding 100
square feet in area and 15 feet in height. Wall signage shall not exceed 100 square feet in
aggregate.

The applicant is requesting that the allowable uses be amended to allow for a gas station
with convenience store (RaceTrac) and that the signage requirements follow the current
code allowing for a pylon sign with a maximum height of 25 feet and total signage area not
to exceed 200 square feet on Havendale Boulevard. An additional request by the
applicant was to allow for the driveways on 21° Street to be 36 feet in width to allow for
fuel tankers and dumpster trucks. As 21% Street is a Polk County maintained roadway, a



driveway permit will be required from Polk County. A driveway permit will be required from
the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for the Havendale Boulevard access
point.

TRAFFIC:

The applicant has submitted a traffic study to determine the potential traffic impacts of a
convenience store with gas station at the location. The traffic analysis, based on worst-
case scenario traffic volumes, concludes that the proposed use of a convenience store
with gas station does not warrant additional right-turn lanes into the property, but does
warrant an extension of the left-turn lane from Havendale Boulevard onto 21%' Street and to
construct a left-turn lane on Havendale Boulevard into the project site prior to the median
opening.

NOTIFICATION:

All public notification requirements for this request have been met. The applicant held a
neighborhood meeting on January 18. Approximately 20 people attended. The concerns
expressed at the meeting included increased traffic in the residential area, access on 21°
Street, increased lighting from the site, litter on the property itself and in the surrounding
neighborhood, and a higher incidence of crime as a result of the proposed gas station.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends the Planning Commission recommend approval of this request subject
to repealing PUD Ordinance 0-09-35 and creating the following conditions for the new

PUD:

1. All residential uses shall be limited to nine (9) single family residences and 50 multi-
family residential units.

2. All single-family lots shall contain a minimum of 10,000 square feet and be a
minimum of 85 feet in width.

3. Setbacks for single-family residences shall be as follows:

Front: 30 feet

Lots for platted multi-family lots shall be a minimum of 20 feet in width.
Setbacks for multi-family units shall be as follows:

Individual platted lots:

Front: 20 feet
Side: 0 feet
Rear: 20 feet

Perimeter: 20 feet
Minimum separation between multi-family buildings shall be 15 feet.

Maximum height of single-family structures shall be 35 feet and multi-family
structures shall be 45 feet.

Internal streets shall have a minimum right-of-way width of 50 feet in the single-
family portion of the development. Driveway easements in the multi-family portion of
the development shall be a minimum of 40 feet in width. All gated internal streets
and driveways shall be privately owned and maintained.

The developer shall construct a 4-foot sidewalk along both sides of all internal
streets and a minimum 5-foot sidewalk along the property's frontage with 21°
Street, NW and State Road 544 (Havendale Boulevard).

Streetlighting shall be privately maintained by the homeowners’ association.
Streetlighting shall be installed at a minimum ratio of one light per 300 feet of linear
roadway. Lighting fixtures shall consist of decorative lights or cobra head lights with
cut-off luminares.

All lighting within commercial areas shall be designed to prevent glare onto
adjoining residential properties. All building-mounted lights shall be equipped with
shields designed to direct light downward. All canopy light fixtures shall be
recessed into the canopy and utilize cut-off luminares. All parking lot lights shall be
located in such a manner as to direct light towards the interior of the site. All
parking lot light fixtures shall utilize cut-off luminares. The use of LED, or
comparable, energy-efficient lighting technologies shall be required for all exterior
lights. A lighting plan shall be required to be submitted and approved as part of the
site plan review for any commercial development within this PUD.

No development or clearing of the site shall take place until site plans, including a
tree preservation plan, have been approved by the City. Upon approval of the site
plan, only those areas of the site being developed for roadways, utilities, and
building pads shall be cleared. The applicant shall be required to protect and
preserve, where feasible, the native trees with a DBH of six (6) inches or greater.

Within the multi-family residential portion of the development, two (2) trees shall be
planted in the front and rear yards of each building. Trees shall be one of the
following types: Live Oak; Shumard Oak; Red Maple; Florida Sugar Maple; and
Sycamore.

The developer shall install a minimum 10-foot type "F" landscape buffer with a 6-
foot masonry wall between the commercial portion of the development and the
residential portions of the development.

To enhance buffering for adjacent residential properties along 21 Street, NW, a 15-
foot, Type “E” landscape buffer, without a fence, shall be required north of the 218
Street entrance.

Uses on the commercial portion of the development shall be limited to the following:
Child Care Facilities, Offices, Retail Shops, Indoor Commercial Recreation,
Conventional Restaurants (no drive through facilities), Shopping Center up to
30,000 square feet, Schools, ard Public Recreation, and Convenience Store, with

gas.

Setbacks for buildings in the commercial portion of the development shall be as
follows:

Front: 20 feet
Side: 5 feet
Corner side: 20 feet
Rear: 10 feet

The setback of any convenience store structure from Havendale Boulevard shall be
determined at the site plan review stage to minimize the distance from Havendale
Boulevard and maximize the distance from the residential areas.

Where any building wall is longer than 80 feet, the commercial building height shall
vary. This may be accomplished with alternating roof lines or roof planes,
alternating heights of parapet walls, or other architectural features.

All roof-mounted equipment shall be screened from public view by the use of the
same or similar building material as the main part of the building.

Maximum commercial building height shall be 40 feet.

Signage within the commercial portion of the development shall be limited to one 1)
monument sign not exceeding 100 square feet in area and 15 feet in height. Wall
signage shall not exceed 100 square feet in aggregate. Signs for the multi-family
portion of the development shall be limited to one monument sign not to exceed 32
square feet in area and 10 feet in height. A single wall-mounted or monument sign
for the single-family portion of the development not exceeding 32 square feet and
six (6) feet in height, shall be permitted.

All development shall be consistent with the attached preliminary site plan for the
property.

Access to the convenience store site shall be limited to one access point from 21
Street and one access point from Havendale Boulevard. Access points shall be
determined at the site plan review stage and will be located based upon safety while
maximizing the distance from existing residential properties on 21% Street, NW.

A current traffic study (conducted within one year of the site plan submittal) will be
required to be submitted prior to site plan approval for each phase of the
development of the site included in this Planned Unit Development.

The architectural design of the fuel island canopy materials shall be of the same
type, style, and color as the retail building. Colors of both the building and canopy
structure shall be of a neutral color. Architectural elevations from Havendale
Boulevard and 21% Street, NW shall be submitted and approved as part of the site

plan review of this project.

Development of the convenience store with gas station must begin within two (2)
years of adoption of the ordinance approving the conditions of the Planned Unit
Development (PUD). Should development not begin within two (2) years, the PUD
conditions will revert to the 0-09-35 conditions.

All other applicable code requirements not addressed by this PUD shall apply.
