WHEREAS, the services to which Fire Recovery USA, LLC will attempt to recoup will include, but not be 
limited, to: house fires, motor vehicle accidents, vehicle fires, Haz-Mat response, and water incidents; and 

WHEREAS, a claim shall be filed with the responsible party(s) through his/her insurance carrier; and 

WHEREAS, the mitigation rates shall be based on actual costs of the services and that which is usual, 
customary and reasonable which may include any services, supplies, and equipment and with baselines

WHERAS, after review of the proposals, the Fire Chief recommended Life Force Management, Inc., as the 
City of Euclid's preferred vendor due to their compatible software, experience level, pricing model and past 
experience with the company; and 

WHEREAS, on or about October 5, 2020 per Ordinance 111-2020, City Council authorized the City of 
Euclid to enter into a three (3) year agreement with Life Force Management, Inc. for ambulance billing services; 
and 

WHEREAS, per the terms of the contract between the City of Euclid and Life Force Management, Inc., the 
contract was extended through December 31, 2024; and 

WHEREAS, based on the overall good services provided by Life Force Management, Inc., including, their 
success in collecting funds on behalf of the City, and compatibility with patient reporting software used by the 
Cleveland Clinic Hospitals and University Hospitals, the City would like to extend the contract with Life Force 
Management, Inc. for a three (3) year period beginning January 1, 2025 and ending December 31, 2027; and 

WHEREAS, Life Force will continue to be compensated by a percentage of collected revenue; and 

WHEREAS, the ordinance constitutes and emergency in that it provides for the ongoing operation of a City 
department. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Council of the City of Euclid, State of Ohio: 

Section 1 : That the Director of Finance is authorized to enter into a professional services contract with Life 
Force Management, Inc., for a three (3) year period beginning January 1, 2025 through December 31, 2027, upon 
the terms and conditions contained in the agreement on file with the Clerk of Council and in form as approved by 
the Director of Law. 

Section 2: That the funds necessary for this expenditure are to be derived from the General Fund.

An emergency ordinance authorizing the Mayor of the City of Euclid or her designee to extend the 
contract with Kimble Recycling and Waste Disposal, Inc., for the collection and disposal of sludge, grit and 
screenings from the City of Euclid's Water Reclamation Facilities from January 1, 2025 through December 31, 
2026. 

WHEREAS, Kimble Recycling and Waste Disposal, Inc. ("Kimble") has collected and disposed of the 
sludge, grit and screenings from the City of Euclid's Water Reclamation Facilities since on or about March 1, 
2010;and 

WHEREAS, the contract between the City of Euclid ("City") and Kimble has been renewed three (3) times 
for the collection and disposal of sludge, grit and screenings and is due to expire on December 31, 2024; and 

WHEREAS, the Lakeshore Boulevard Wastewater Treatment Plant ("WWTP") recently converted its 
process for the treatment of wastewater and as a result the production and removal of byproducts that need to be 
disposed has changed significantly; and 

WHEREAS, since the inception of the contract between the City and Kimble, during the conversion 
process, and since the completion of the conversion, Kimble has provided reliable and timely service; and 

WHEREAS, in order to generate a better sample size of how the disposal of sludge, grit and screenings 
will occur at the WWTP for future public bidding and to ensure that the disposal continues smoothly, the City 
seeks to extend the contract with Kimble for this service from January 1, 2025 through December 31, 2026; and 

WHEREAS, in 2025, the costs to dispose of sludge will be $65.06 per ton and the cost to dispose of grit 
and screenings will be $86.94 per ton, and for 2026 the contract will adjust based upon the Consumer Price 
Index or three percent (3%), whichever is larger; and 

WHEREAS, the Council hereby waives competitive bidding for this service based upon the cost saving to 
the City through the contract extension; and 

WHEREAS, the ordinance constitutes an emergency in that it provides for the ongoing operation of a City 
department. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Council of the City of Euclid, State of Ohio: 

Section 1: That the Mayor of the City of Euclid or her designee to extend the current contract with Kimble

Section 2: That the contract be approved by the Director of Law. 

Section 3: That funds to pay for this expenditure be derived from the Water Reclamation Treatment Fund 
(Fund 510). 

Section 4: That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating 
to the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of 
this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in 
compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

AND2026 (149-24) 

Background/Justification 
This section intended to provide background and justification for the above ordinance and specify any related adopted plans. 
The City of Euclid has contracted with Kimble Company for the disposal of all sludge, grit and screenings from 
the water reclamation facilities. Kimble has provided superior service during the plant conversion process. As a 
result of the conversion process the production and removal of these byproducts has changed. A two (2) year 
contract extension for 2025 and 2026 will allow the City to collect true disposal numbers over this period of time 
as the plant optimization continues. This contract for services would go out for bid after this extension period 
and will allow the City to put together better bid specs as there will be two (2) additional years of historical data 
to work from. 

Financial Impact

In 2025, the costs to dispose of sludge will be $65.06 per ton and the cost to dispose of grit and screenings will 
be $86.94 per ton, and for 2026 the contract will adjust based upon the Consumer Price Index or three percent 
(3%), whichever is larger.

An ordinance enacting Section 501.31 Parental Responsibility of Chapter 501 General Provisions; 
Administration and Enforcement of the General Offenses Code of the Codified Ordinances for the City of Euclid to 
hold parents and guardians responsible for certain acts of minors. 

WHEREAS, using Cuyahoga County Juvenile Court Statistics for 2021, the Delinquency and Unruly Case 
and Charges from the City of Euclid were as follows: involved 119 Juveniles; there were 178 Cases; 445 Total 
Charges; 166 Person Charges; 162 Property Charges; 1 Drug Charge; 33 Weapon Charges; 74 Public Order 
Charges; and 9 Unruly Charges; and 

WHEREAS, using Cuyahoga County Juvenile Court Statistics for 2022, the Delinquency and Unruly Case 
and Charges from the City of Euclid were as follows: involved 154 Juveniles; there were 217 Cases; 570 Total 
Charges; 219 Person Charges; 149 Property Charges; 2 Drug Charges; 45 Weapon Charges; 132 Public Order 
Charges; and 23 Unruly Charges; and 

WHEREAS, the increase in juvenile crime has a negative impact on the students, schools, families, 
neighborhoods, and businesses in the City of Euclid; and 

WHEREAS, when there are no consequences for such offenses it increases the likelihood of future 
transgressions against the community; and 

WHEREAS, the goal of this legislation is to provide a modicum of deterrence by first formally notifying the 
parent/legal guardian of the juvenile's criminal activity in hopes that it will be addressed at home. It will also send 
a message that this community will no longer tolerate such behavior. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Council of the City of Euclid, State of Ohio: 

Section 1: That Section 501.31 Parental Responsibility of Chapter 501 General Provisions; Administration 
and Enforcement of the General Offenses Code of the Codified Ordinances for the City of Euclid is hereby enacted 
to read as follows: 

501.31 PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY 
(a) A parent who has parental rights and responsibilities for the care of a child under eighteen years of age and 

is the residential parent and legal custodian of such child; a guardian who has custody of a child; or, other custodian 
of a child, is charged with the control of the child and shall have the power to exercise parental control and authority 
over the child. 

(b) It shall be unlawful for a parent, legal custodian, legal guardian, or other person lawfully charged with the 
care of a child under eighteen years of age, to knowingly fail to supervise such child. It shall be no defense that a 
parent or person charged with parental control and authority over the child was completely indifferent to the 
activities or conduct or whereabouts of such child. Parental responsibility to supervise such child and exercise 
parental control with regard to such child includes, but is not limited to the following duties: 

(1) To keep illegal drugs out of the home and out of the possession of such child, except those drugs duly 
prescribed by a licensed physician or other authorized medical professional; 
(2) To keep firearms out of the possession of such child except those used for hunting or other legal activities 
in accordance with state law and with the knowledge and supervision of a parent or other individual charged with 
parental control and authority over the child; 
(3) To exercise and have in place reasonable controls so as to prevent such child from maliciously or willfully 
damaging, defacing or destroying real or personal property belonging to others, including the City of Euclid; 
(4) To exercise and have in place reasonable controls so as to prevent such child from engaging in theft of 
property or keeping in his or her possession property known to be stolen; 
(5) To exercise and have in place reasonable controls so as to prevent such child from engaging in violent 
assaultive behavior directed at persons. 

An adjudication that a child under the age of eighteen years of age has been found a "delinquent child, JI as such 
is defined in Ohio RC. 2151.02 for criminal conduct other than that which would lead to a "status" crime violation, 
such as a curfew or truancy violation, or has been found guilty of a criminal conviction when said child has been 
tried as an adult three times within any two-year period, shall be prima facie evidence that said parent or person 
charged with parental control and authority over the child failed to supervise the child. 



This chapter shall not apply to a public children services agency as defined in Ohio R.C. 2151.11, to foster parents, 
or teachers and other employees of any public or private school. 

In a prosecution of a person for failing to supervise a child under subsection hereof, it is an affirmative defense: 

(1) If the victim of the act that brings the child within the jurisdiction of the juvenile court or other court; or 
(2) parent, legal custodian, legal guardian, or other person reported the act to the appropriate authorities; or 
caused a complaint to be filed against the child pursuant to Ohio R.C. 2151.27, except for where the child is a 
juvenile traffic offender. 

Whenever a child is arrested or detained for the commission of any delinquent act within the City, the parent o~ 
person charged with parental control and authority over the child shall be notified by the Euclid Police Department 
in writing for the first offense, advising the parent of such arrest or detention, the reason therefor, and the parent's 
responsibility under this chapter. A written record of such notifications shall be kept by the Police Department. 

An adjudication that a child has committed any delinquent act or a finding that said child is responsible for a violation 
which is deemed a civil infraction and the parent or person charged with parental control and authority over the 
child has received notification on a prior occasion of the same or similar delinquent act shall be prima facie evidence 
that said person failed to exercise reasonable parental control. 

Whoever violates this chapter is guilty_ of a violation of the parental responsibility ordinance. 

(1) Upon first conviction, a violation of this chapter is a minor misdemeanor. 
(2) If the offender has been previously convicted of a violation of the parental responsibility ordinance, a 
violation of this chapter is a misdemeanor of the fourth degree. 
(3) Upon the third or subsequent violation of this chapter, a violation of this chapter is a misdemeanor of the third 
degree. 

Section 2: That Section 501.31 Parental Responsibility of Chapter 501 General Provisions; Administration 
and Enforcement of the General Offenses Code of the Codified Ordinances for the City of Euclid is hereby enacted. 

Section 3: That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to 
the adoption of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this 
Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in 
compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code. 

Section 4: That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by 
law.
