AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 46, SECTION 46-127 
OF THE SKOKIE VILLAGE CODE PERTAINING TO FEES FOR  

THE BACKFLOW INSPECTION PROGRAM 
 
 WHEREAS, Chapter 46, Section 46-127 of the Skokie Village Code provides for 1 

plumbing inspection fees; and 2 

 WHEREAS, the State of Illinois requires that every community have a comprehensive 3 

Cross-Connection Control Program (CCCP) to protect water supplies and the health of water 4 

consumers.  A cross connection is a point in a plumbing system where the potable (drinkable) 5 

water supply is connected to a non-potable source.  Because of the risk of contamination, 6 

such systems typically require the installation and proper maintenance of a backflow 7 

prevention device; and 8 

 WHEREAS, the Village plumbing inspector currently inspects each new backflow 9 

prevention device at the time of installation.  There is no separate fee for this service, other 10 

than the general permit fee for the plumbing equipment/system to which the device is 11 

attached; and 12 

 WHEREAS, given the time consuming nature of these inspections, staff has 13 

recommended that a separate inspection fee of $50 be charged for each new residential and 14 

nonresidential device, which is the minimum permit/inspection fee charged by the Village. A 15 

survey of nine other communities revealed that the average minimum permit/inspection fee is 16 

$67; and 17 

 WHEREAS, the Village Manager recommended to the Mayor and Board of Trustees 18 

that Chapter 46, Section 46-127 of the Skokie Village Code be amended accordingly; and 19 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Trustees at a public meeting duly held on 20 

October 7, 2013, concurred in the aforesaid recommendation of the Village Manager; and 21 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the 22 

Village of Skokie, Cook County, Illinois; 23 

 Section 1: That Chapter 46, Section 46-127 of the Skokie Village Code be and the 24 

same is hereby amended in the manner hereinafter indicated.  The new material is 25

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 106, DIVISION 1,  
OF THE SKOKIE VILLAGE CODE PERTAINING TO THE  
AUTOMATED TRAFFIC LAW ENFORCEMENT SYSTEM 

 
 WHEREAS, Chapter 106, Division 1, of the Skokie Village Code provides for traffic 1 

regulations, in general; and 2 

 WHEREAS, Village Ordinance number 08-12-C-3651 adopted on December 1, 2008 3 

by the Mayor and Board of Trustees provides for authorization of an Automated Traffic Law 4 

Enforcement System, often referred to as “Red Light Cameras” (hereinafter “ATLES”); and 5 

 WHEREAS, the program has been operational for several years and staff has 6 

reviewed all phases of the program; and 7 

 WHEREAS, the process will continue to involve final review and approval by a 8 

dedicated Skokie Police Officer, who will review the video footage prior to the issuance of any 9 

citations; and  10 

 WHEREAS, currently if an owner is issued a citation under the ATLES and does not 11 

respond within the allotted number of days, he or she will be sent a Late Notice and receive 12 

an additional $50 penalty increasing the fine to $150. It has been determined that the 13 

Administrative Hearing Officer should have some flexibility to reduce a late fee for those 14 

owners who ultimately appear at a scheduled administrative hearing, albeit after a Late Notice 15 

has been issued, although such discretion should be limited to no less than $125; and 16 

 WHEREAS, currently if an owner is issued the ATLES and does not respond, appear 17 

at a scheduled administrative hearing or pay a fine within 14 days, the fine may increase to 18 

$200.  It has been determined that in such cases the fine should increase to $200 without 19 

discretion on the part of the Administrative Hearing Officer, but only after 21 days; and 20 

 WHEREAS, as with any administrative hearing, those vehicle owners who are found 21 

liable may appeal an adverse ruling pursuant to the Illinois Administrative Review Act; and  22 

 WHEREAS, the Corporation Counsel recommended to the Mayor and Board of 23 

Trustees that Chapter 106, Division 1, Sections 106-71, 106-76 and 106-77 of the Skokie 24 

Village Code be amended accordingly; and 25 
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 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Trustees at a public meeting duly held on 1 

November 4, 2013 concurred in the aforesaid recommendation of the Corporation Counsel; 2 

and 3 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the 4 

Village of Skokie, Cook County, Illinois; 5 

 Section 1: That Chapter 106, Division 1, of the Skokie Village Code be and the 6 

same is hereby amended in the manner hereinafter indicated.  The new material is 7 

highlighted in bold and the material to be deleted is highlighted and stricken through. 8 

Chapter 106  TRAFFIC AND VEHICLES 9

DIVISION 1.  GENERALLY 11 

… 12 

Sec. 106-71.  [Authorization; location.] 13 

The Village of Skokie is authorized to operate an Automated Traffic Law Enforcement 14 

System at intersections within the boundaries of the Village in a manner consistent with the 15 

requirements with Section 11-208.6 of the Illinois Vehicle Code. The Village Manager shall 16 

select the locations at which Automated Traffic Law Enforcement Systems shall be located. 17 

The Village Manager shall notify the Mayor, Clerk and the Trustees of the locations selected 18 

for the Automated Traffic Law Enforcement System. The Village Manager may take any and 19 

all action necessary to construct and operate the System. The Village may contract with a 20 

private company to construct and operate the Automated Traffic Law Enforcement System,.  21 

Before any citations are issued, potential violations shall be subject to a final review 22 

and approval by a dedicated Skokie Police Officer, who shall review any and all 23 

evidence of a violation and the private company, through its technicians, shall make 24 

determinations that to determine whether or not the motor vehicle was, or was not, being 25 

operated in violation of Section 11-208.6 of the Illinois Vehicle Code. 26 

… 27 

Sec. 106-76.  [Fine.] 28 

The owner of a motor vehicle that is found liable for a violation of Section 11-306 of 29 

the Illinois Vehicle Code, or similar provision of the Skokie Village Code, pursuant to an 30 

Automated Traffic Law Enforcement System shall be fined $100. In the event an owner is 31 

sent a Late Notice as provided for in Section 2-1096(e) of Article XII of Chapter 2, then an 32 

additional late penalty shall be added increasing the total fine owed to $150.  If the owner is 33 

found liable at a subsequently scheduled administrative hearing, under no 34 

circumstances will the owner be fined less than $125.00.  An owner that does not pay the 35 

total fine after 1421 days of the Late Notice, and does not appear at the scheduled 36 

administrative hearing, mayshall be liable for a total fines and late penaltiesy up to amount 37 

of $200.  An owner that does not pay the total fine after 21 days of the Late Notice may 38 
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be liable for fines and late penalties up to $200.  An owner that does not appear at the 1 

scheduled administrative hearing may be liable for fines and late penalties up to $200. 2 

Sec. 106-77.  Appeals. 3 

Any owner of a motor vehicle found liable may appeal from an adverse ruling to 4 

the Circuit Court of Cook County in accordance with the Illinois Code of Civil 5 

Procedure, all applicable Cook County Circuit Court rules and the Administrative 6 

Review Act, 735 ILCS 5/3-101 et seq. 7

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 18, ARTICLE I AND ADDING 
ARTICLE IV, OF THE SKOKIE VILLAGE CODE PERTAINING TO THE 

KEEPING OF BEES  
 
 WHEREAS, Chapter 18, Article I of the Skokie Village Code provides for definitions, 1 

rules and regulations pertaining to the keeping of various animals within the Village of Skokie; 2 

and 3 

 WHEREAS, Beekeeping has become an increasingly popular hobby in recent years 4 

and amateur Beekeepers are committed to their hobby for environmental concerns about 5 

Honeybee Colony survival and for honey production; and 6 

 7 

WHEREAS, the State of Illinois regulates bee Colonies, including inspection of 8 

registered Colonies, and a growing number of municipalities ban or regulate Beekeeping in 9 

residential areas because of concerns over health, safety and nuisance locations; and 10 

 11 

WHEREAS, the Illinois Beekeepers Association recommends that amateur 12 

Beekeepers take courses and reports “although generally docile, Honeybees (Apis 13 

mellifera) can and may sting when they perceive they are being threatened.  Responsible 14 

management is therefore necessary to avoid creating problems for neighbors, particularly in 15 

urban settings”; and 16 

 17 

WHEREAS, health officials, including directors of local hospital emergency rooms, 18 

allergists and family medicine departments, consider the proliferation of Beehives a 19 

potential community health risk in need of regulation, due in part to potentially severe 20 

reactions including illness or death from anaphylactic shock in allergic individuals to a 21 

Honeybee’s sting; and 22 

 23 

WHEREAS, the Village of Skokie (hereinafter “Village”) is an urban setting with 24 

many narrow lots and most homes on less than one-eighth acre of land, the Village heeds 25 

the concerns and  advice of the State of Illinois, Illinois Beekeepers Association, other 26 

municipalities and health officials while seeking to enable residents to pursue their 27 

Beekeeping hobby; and 28 

 29 

WHEREAS, while a few amateur Beekeepers have begun establishing Beehives on 30 

their residential lots as a hobby and for environmental reasons, the Village must weigh this 31 

valid activity with valid concerns for the health and safety of nearby residents and passersby 32 

because of the distances Honeybees travel as well as concerns for nuisance impact; and 33 

 34 
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WHEREAS, on August 19, 2013, the Village Board decided to regulate the practice 1 

of Beekeeping, rather than to ban it. Local Beekeepers in attendance at the meeting agreed 2 

that regulation is necessary to permit the keeping of bees in a manner that prevents 3 

conditions that are deleterious to the Colony or unsafe and prevents nuisance to occupants 4 

on nearby properties; and 5 

 6 

WHEREAS, one of the primary limitations to keeping bees is that best practices are 7 

evolving and are not uniformly taught and therefore, regulation will ensure that management 8 

practices to minimize potential conflict between people and Honeybees are employed by 9 

Beekeepers in the Village; and 10 

 11 

WHEREAS, for health, safety and nuisance reasons, the Directors of Health and 12 

Community Development recommended to the Village Manager various amendments to the 13 

Village Code, pertaining to the design, operation, location and security of residential 14 

Beehive regulations and the registration thereof; and 15 

 16 

WHEREAS, many municipalities have experience with successful regulation of 17 

Beekeeping, the Village staff has researched and selected regulation provisions from 18 

existing regulations in Carpentersville, Duluth, Evanston, Minneapolis, Oak Park, Palatine, 19 

Santa Monica and Tennessee; and 20 

 21 

WHEREAS, the  Village Manager concurred in the recommendation to the Mayor and 22 

Board of Trustees that Chapter 18, Article I of the Skokie Village Code be amended 23 

accordingly; and 24 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Trustees at a public meeting duly held on 25 

October 21, 2013 concurred in the aforesaid recommendation of the Village Manager;  26 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the 27 

Village of Skokie, Cook County, Illinois: 28 

 Section 1: That Chapter 18, Article I, Section 18-2 of the Skokie Village Code be 29 

and the same is hereby amended in the manner hereinafter indicated.  The new material is 30 

highlighted in bold and the material to be deleted is highlighted and stricken through. 31 

Chapter 18  ANIMALS 32 

ARTICLE I.  IN GENERAL 33 

… 34 

Sec. 18-2.  Definitions. 35 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this chapter, shall have the meanings 36 

ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different 37 

meaning: 38 
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Administrative Law Officer means the individual(s) appointed as an Administrative Law 1 

Officer in the Village's Administrative Hearing System pursuant to Chapter 2 of the Village 2 

Code. 3 

Altered means any animal that has been surgically spayed or neutered. 4 

Animal shall be defined as set forth in the Humane Care for Animals Act, 510 ILCS 5 

70/1 et seq., and future amendments to that statute. 6 

Animal Control Officer means the Animal Control Officer (ACO) of the Village or other 7 

individual designated by the Village Manager, or designee that is charged with the 8 

enforcement of this chapter. 9 

Animal Shelter means any public or private organization, including the organization's 10 

officers, agents and representatives when acting in the name or on behalf of the organization 11 

that controls, rescues, shelters, or cares for, animals as all or part of the purpose of the 12 

organization. 13 

Apiary means a Beehive and its equipment, including Honeybees, comb, 14 

honey, pollen, brood, and the surrounding fencing and flyway. 15 

Beehive means a frame or structure used or employed as a domicile for 16 

Honeybees. 17 

Beekeeper means a person who owns or has charge of one or more Colonies 18 

of Honeybees.  19 

Beekeeping Equipment means anything used in the operation of an Apiary, 20 

such as Beehive bodies, supers, frames, top and bottom boards and extractors.  21 

Cat means any member of the feline family (Felis domesticus), 4 months or more of 22 

age. 23 

Colony means all of the Honeybees living together as one (1) social unit.  24 

Dangerous Animal means any animal designated by an Administrative Law Officer as 25 

a Dangerous Animal as described in Section 18-61. 26 

Dog means any member of the canine family, 4 months or more of age. 27 

Domestic Animal means a dog, cat, or other animal, the keeping of which is not 28 

otherwise prohibited under the terms of this chapter, which has been raised or maintained in 29 

confinement or otherwise domesticated so as to live in a tame condition. 30 

Great Bodily Harm means a physical injury that creates a substantial risk of death or 31 

that causes death, serious disfigurement, serious impairment of health, impairment of the 32 

function of any bodily organ, or injury requiring plastic surgery. 33 
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Honeybee means the common domestic Honeybee, limited to the Apis mellifera 1 

species, specifically excluding the African Honeybee, Apis mellifera ssp scutellata or 2 

Africanized Honeybees.  3 

Impoundment means taken into custody by the Animal Control Officer. 4 

Inoculation against rabies means the injection of rabies vaccine, subcutaneously or 5 

otherwise, as approved by the State Department of Agriculture. 6 

Leash means a cord, rope, strap, or chain that is securely fastened to the collar or 7 

harness of a dog and is sufficient to physically restrain and control the dog. No leash shall be 8 

longer than 8 feet in length. 9 

Langstroth Type Beehive means a Beehive consisting of an outer frame with a 10 

solid top cover, an inner cover, a bottom board, and a number of boxes and supers 11 

containing tightly spaced movable frames.  12 

Microchip means an identifying device consisting of a microchip or similar device that 13 

is humanely and permanently installed in or injected under the skin of an animal by a licensed 14 

veterinarian and when scanned by an electronic reader, provides for the identification of the 15 

animal and the name, address, and telephone number of the Owner. 16 

Muzzle means a fastening or covering of the mouth of an animal used to prevent an 17 

animal from biting. The muzzle shall not injure the animal or interfere with its vision or 18 

respiration. 19 

Non-Retractable Leash means a leash that cannot be increased or decreased in 20 

length via any mechanical device or any other means. 21 

Overly Aggressive Honeybee Colony means a Colony of Honeybees that 22 

exhibits a level of aggression in response to stimuli that makes the Colony a public 23 

health hazard.   24 

Owner means any person having a right of property in an animal, or who keeps or 25 

harbors an animal, or who has it in such person's care or acts as its custodian, or who 26 

knowingly permits an animal to remain on or about any premises occupied by such person. 27 

Owner's Agent means an adult 18 years of age or older authorized by the Owner to 28 

provide care for the Owner's animal(s). 29 

Police Dog means any dog utilized by a law enforcement agency. 30 

Queen means an adult, mated female Honeybee that lives in a Honeybee Colony 31 

or Beehive.  32 

Run Line means a securely anchored system of tying and keeping an animal in place 33 

with either a rope or chain sufficient to physically restrain and control the animal. 34 
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occurrences stated in the notice and to propose corrective action to 1 

eliminate the violations or request a hearing before the Village Manager. 2 

3.  If the Village Manager accepts the corrective action proposed by the 3 

Beekeeping Permit holder, the Village Manager shall respond in writing, 4 

stating the conditions for continuing to hold the Beekeeping Permit, and 5 

retracting or deferring the notice of intent to revoke or suspend the 6 

Beekeeping Permit. 7 

4.  If the Beekeeping Permit holder requests a hearing, the Village Manager 8 

shall hold a hearing within thirty (30) days of the date of the original 9 

notice, at which hearing the Beekeeper and representative(s) from the 10 

Village shall have the right to present any evidence and/or witnesses. 11 

5.  The Village Manager conducting the hearing shall render a written 12 

decision within seven (7) days of the hearing, which shall be sent to the 13 

Beekeeper by First Class US Mail or personal delivery. 14

passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.  16

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PLAN COMMISSION REPORT 2013-27P: Special Use Permit 
Plan Commission  Council Chambers, 8:00 PM November 4, 2013 
 
To:  Mayor and Board of Trustees

Case: 2013-27P: 4830 Dempster Street 
 Special Use Permit for a limited service restaurant with 2 drive-through lanes 
 
PLAN COMMISSION ANALYSIS  

At its September 12, 2013 meeting, the Plan Commission heard the request of 
McDonald’s USA, LLC, on behalf of McDonald’s Corporation, and Nonebetter Property 
Management Co., Inc. for a special use permit in order to operate a limited service 
restaurant with 2 drive-through lanes in a B3 Business district.  

McDonald’s is proposing to add a second drive-through lane, eliminate the play area 
located to the west of the building, and renovate the interior and exterior of its existing 
Dempster Street restaurant.  Other site improvements include relocating the Niles 
Center Road driveway slightly further to the north of its current location so that is in 
alignment with the existing one-way driveway that runs along the north side of the 
building and replacing the existing wooden fence that runs along the north property line 
of the site with a wall with a metal fence above it. 

The petitioners agreed with staff’s request to remove the 2 parking spaces that were 
originally proposed for the area where the playground currently exists noting the 
congestion and safety hazard that would have been created within this area were the 
spaces to be constructed.  McDonald’s now proposes placing outdoor dining in the area. 

The petitioners also wished to explain to the commission that the new ordering speaker 
system for the drive through would face northeast, away from the residential district 
and would have an automatic volume control system that adjusts speaker volume based 
upon the ambient sound in the area. 
 
The Plan Commission concurred with Staff’s recommendation to grant the special use 
permit.   
 
The chairman asked if McDonald’s would be open during construction and if so, how 
would the construction impact its driveway access.  The petitioners replied that the 
restaurant would be open and they would try to minimize the impact of the construction 
upon vehicle circulation and stated that the driveway at Niles Center Road would only 
be closed for a few days during its relocation.  The driveway at Dempster Street would 
remain open throughout the construction process. 
 
Staff noted that a condition of the current special use permit states that deliveries are 
prohibited from 12 a.m. to 7 a.m.  Staff requested that this condition carry forward with 
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the new special use permit.  Staff also indicated that the current hours of operation for 
the McDonald’s restaurant and drive-through are 4:30 a.m. to 12 a.m. and any 
modification that would extend these hours shall require an amendment to the special 
use permit, including public hearings.  There is a history of noise complaints generated 
by this McDonald’s, and the continued regulation of delivery and operating hours is 
necessary in order to minimize the impact of the business upon the residential 
neighborhood to the north. 
 
In response to staff’s request that land be dedicated  along Dempster Street and Niles 
Center Road, McDonalds’ attorney explained that the Village did not have the legal right 
to demand that the petitioners dedicate the land.  McDonald’s was in agreement with 
the dedication requirement for its property as it indicated that it was sensible to have 
the public sidewalk fall entirely within the public right-of-way.  However, the president 
of Nonebetter Property Management Co., Inc., which was the ground lessor of the 
property on the east side of the site, explained that McDonald’s would be required to 
reimburse Nonebetter if any land was dedicated on its own property.  The president of 
Nonebetter indicated that he was not willing to voluntarily dedicate land for the public 
sidewalks that were partially on his property.  McDonald’s requested that the Village not 
require that Nonebetter dedicate the land as a condition of this case but rather request 
that it be a voluntary dedication. 

 

INTERESTED PARTIES 

Legal notice was properly posted, advertised, and delivered to all property owners in 
the area of the subject site and all occupants within the subject site as prescribed by 
the Zoning Chapter.  One interested party spoke at the hearing and stated that trucks 
are presently making deliveries to the restaurant at 4:30 in the morning, in violation of 
the existing special use permit ordinance. 

 

APPEARANCE COMMISSION 

The petitioners received approval for all exterior elevations and signage at the August 
14, 2013 Appearance Commission meeting. 

 

PLAN COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS AND VOTING 

The Plan Commission recommends by a vote of 8 ayes and 0 nays, with 1 member 
absent, that the petitioners’ request for a special use permit for a limited service 
restaurant with 2 drive-through lanes in a B3 Business district be APPROVED as 
amended. 

Staff also recommends that Village Ordinance number 93-3-Z-2352 be repealed and 
replaced by the attached recommended conditions.

RECOMMENDED SPECIAL USE CONDITIONS 

1. The overhead utilities that run from the power pole in the alley north of the subject 
site to the building must be placed underground if the electrical service is replaced, 
relocated, or significantly modified. 

2. Nonebetter Property Management Co., Inc. is encouraged to dedicate a 3-foot-wide 
portion of land along the east side of the property in order to place the public 
sidewalk entirely within the right-of-way and widen the Niles Center Road right-of-
way to 33 feet from centerline. 

3. The petitioners are encouraged to dedicate a 1-foot-wide portion of land along the 
south side of the property in order to place the public sidewalk entirely within the 
right-of-way. 

4. When the future IDOT Dempster Street/Niles Center Road/Skokie Boulevard 
roadway project goes into construction, Nonebetter Property Management Co., Inc., 
or the current property owner, will be responsible for cooperating with IDOT on their 
standard right of way acquisition procedure. 

5. When the future IDOT project goes into construction, Nonebetter Property 
Management Co., Inc., or the current property owner, will be responsible for 
accommodating the right of way dedication.  A revised site and landscape plan must 
be submitted to the Village for permit approval at the time the work is required. 

6. No deliveries to McDonald’s shall be made between the hours of midnight and 7:00 
a.m. 

7. The hours of the operation of the restaurant and drive-through lanes shall be limited 
to 4:30 a.m. to midnight.   

8. Any modification to the hours of the drive-through that would increase the amount 
of time that the drive-through is open beyond midnight and before 4:30 a.m. shall 
require an amendment to the special use permit, including public hearings.   
 

STANDARD SPECIAL USE CONDITIONS 

9. The petitioner shall develop the Subject Property in substantial conformance with 
the final Village approved Site Plan, dated October 22, 2013; Landscape Plan, dated 
September 27, 2013; and Exterior Color Elevations, dated August 8, 2013. 

10. Any outdoor sound systems shall at all times maintain audio levels that are 
compliant with the Skokie Village Code. 

11. All existing damaged public sidewalks or public sidewalks damaged due to the 
implementation of this plan shall be replaced. 
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12. All objects and landscaping within a 15-foot sight distance triangle shall not exceed 
30 inches in height, except traffic control devices listed in the Manual on Uniform 
Traffic Control Devices. 

13. All fencing, walls, sidewalks, driveways, curbs, wheel stops, parking areas, signage, 
landscaping, structures, and any other facilities or infrastructure on the Subject 
Property shall be maintained in a good state of repair, and when needed, be 
repaired or replaced in a timely manner. 

14. All private and public sidewalks shall be maintained free of snow, ice, sleet, or other 
objects that may impede travel. 

15. A screened garbage corral with an impermeable surface shall be provided to contain 
all dumpsters. 

16. Waste receptacles shall be placed on the Subject Property for the use of customers, 
and that the Health Department shall determine the size, type, and location of these 
units. 

17. The petitioner shall implement any necessary operational improvements to ensure 
that stacking of vehicles within the drive-through lane will be contained on site and 
not impede or obstruct pedestrian or vehicular movements. 

18. At least once during every 4 hours of operation and before opening and closing of 
the business, employees shall patrol the Subject Property and clear it of debris. 

19. Barriers, fencing, landscaping, and other features shall be utilized to define the 
outdoor dining area. 

20. Hours of operation for the outdoor dining shall be limited to between 8:00 AM and 
10:00 PM, but not longer than the posted operational hours of the associated food 
service facility. 

21. Outdoor dining dates of operation shall be limited to limited to between April 1 and 
October 31 in a calendar year. 

22. All food preparation must take place inside the associated food service 
establishment. 

23. Adequate refuse disposal shall exist as determined by the Health Department. 

24. Advertising or promotional features shall be limited to umbrellas or canopies. 

25. All applicable village and state health requirements shall be met. 

26. Dining areas will be reviewed each year during the annual restaurant inspection. The 
outdoor dining permit may be revoked by the Village Manager at any time on 14 
days' notice for failure to comply with the regulations set forth in this subsection. 

27. The outdoor dining area shall not be enclosed on more than two sides with walls if 
roofed over. 

28. The outdoor dining area must be located on a surface approved by the Village 
Manger or designee.

29. The outdoor dining area shall not be located in a required parking space or block a 
public sidewalk. 

30. The outdoor dining shall be on the same lot or within a development that received 
site plan approval as its associated food service establishment. 

31. The petitioners shall comply with all Federal and State statutes, laws, rules and 
regulations and all Village codes, ordinances, rules, and regulations.   

32. Failure to abide by any and all terms of this Ordinance shall be cause for the Village 
to initiate hearings to determine whether the subject Ordinance, as well as any 
applicable business licenses, should be revised or revoked.  

33. The petitioners shall pay all costs related to any hearings conducted as a result of 
non-compliance with any of the provisions of the enabling ordinance.  The costs 
shall include but not be limited to court reporter fees, attorney fees, and staff time 
required researching and conducting said hearing.
