AN ORDINANCE GRANTING RELIEF FROM CHAPTER 10, ARTICLE I, 
SECTION 10-10 OF THE SKOKIE VILLAGE CODE PERTAINING TO THE 
TEMPORARY SALE AND CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR ON 

THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY AND MUNICIPAL PROPERTY 
 
 WHEREAS, Chapter 10, Article I, Section 10-10 of the Skokie Village Code prohibits 1 

the possession and consumption of alcoholic liquor on Village of Skokie (hereinafter “Village”) 2 

owned property; and 3 

 WHEREAS, the Skokie Park District, in conjunction with various organizations, will be 4 

presenting the 10
th 

Annual Backlot Bash (hereinafter “Bash”), which will take place on August 5 

26, 27 and 28, 2016; and 6 

 WHEREAS, the Bash is comprised of concerts, games, food and a carnival which will 7 

utilize Village owned parking lots and a portion of the public ways at and around the 8 

intersection of Floral Avenue and Oakton Street; and 9 

 WHEREAS, the Skokie Park District has or will acquire a temporary permit pursuant to 10 

Section 10-40 of the Code, authorizing the sale of liquor for the 2 and ½ day event; and 11 

 WHEREAS, the Skokie Park District intends to restrict and limit the consumption of 12 

alcoholic liquor to a defined and fenced-in area located on a portion of the public right of way 13 

of Oakton Street, the Village Green and a portion of the Village Hall parking lot (hereinafter 14 

“Beer Area”), as depicted on the 2016 Event Layout, attached hereto as Exhibit “1”; and 15 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor, as Liquor Commissioner, and the Corporation Counsel 16 

recommend to the Board of Trustees that relief from Section 10-10 of the Code be granted to 17 

the Skokie Park District; and 18 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the 19 

Village of Skokie, Cook County, Illinois; 20 

 Section 1: That the Skokie Park District, or its specified agents, are authorized and 21 

permitted to sell alcoholic liquor and to allow its consumption within the Beer Area.  To the 22 

extent necessary, relief from Section 10-10 of the Code is granted as part of this permission.  23 

This permission to sell alcoholic liquor in the Beer Area is subject to the following conditions: 24 

 1) The Skokie Part District shall have a Temporary Permit to sell alcoholic liquor 25 

 from the Local Liquor Commissioner; 26 
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 2) The Skokie Park District shall have obtained any license, permit or other 1 

 necessary approvals from the State of Illinois to sell alcoholic liquor; 2 

 3) The area in which the sale of alcoholic liquor takes place shall be enclosed with 3 

 a fence, access shall be restricted and consumption shall be limited to the self- 4 

 contained designated area.  No consumption or sale of alcoholic liquor shall be 5 

 allowed on any other publicly owned property or any public right of way. 6 

 4) That any and all necessary authorization is granted from local, county or state 7 

 agencies, for the closure of certain public rights of way including but not limited 8 

 to Floral Avenue and Oakton Street. 9 

 5) The sale of alcoholic liquors shall only take place during the following times: 10 

 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. on August 26, 2016; 11:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. on 11 

 August 27, 2016; and 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on August 28, 2016; 12 

 6) Only alcoholic liquor sold by the Skokie Park District or its approved vendor, 13 

 may be sold, consumed or possessed in the designated area of the Beer Area.  14 

 No alcoholic liquor may be brought in from outside of the designated area; 15 

 7) The Skokie Park District, the Youth Foundation of Skokie and the Village shall 16 

 enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement upon terms negotiated by the 17 

 Village Manager, or designee, and the Corporation Counsel, subject to final 18 

 approval by the Mayor and the Board of Trustees; and 19 

 8) The Skokie Park District, and its vendor(s), shall comply with the Village Code, 20 

 and all ordinances, rules and regulations of the Village. 21 

 Section 2: That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its 22 

passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law. 23

(c) Design. The Commission shall require such arrangements of structures and open 3 

spaces within the site development plan as necessary to ensure that adjacent 4 

properties will not be adversely affected. 5 

… 6 

 (2) Floor area ratio (FAR). When FARs requirements exist, the FAR may be 7 

 increased in no case higher than what may be allowed in the zoning 8 

 district with site plan approval, except for demonstration projects in 9 

 (6). 10 

… 11 

 (6) Demonstration projects.  Relief may be granted from FAR and height 12 

 requirements beyond the maximum allowed in the zoning district.  13 

 The calculation of the FAR may also be reduced by the floor area of 14 

 the parking spaces that are required for residence uses and 15 

 adjacent driveways that would otherwise be calculated in the FAR. 16

 Section 2: That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its 18 

passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law. 19
