Each year the Health
Department and Board of Health award the “Public Health Partners of Excellence Awards” to
entities that have provided exceptional assistance to the Health Department and Skokie
community.

Asian Human Services Family Health Center

For providing culturally and linguistically appropriate, patient-centered, preventive care for
more than 1,400 Skokie residents who would not otherwise have access to health care or
dental care. We can unequivocally say that Asian Human Services has been a fantastic
partner in this regard, welcoming all referrals of Skokie residents: adults and children, US-
born or immigrant, regardless of underlying health conditions, regardless of ability to pay or
health insurance status. We also greatly appreciate their willingness go “above and beyond”
to partner with the Skokie Health Department and provide flu shots last fall for people in
need at the Niles Township offices and all Skokie public schools.

Turning Point Behavioral Health Center

For championing innovative mental health services that treat clients with dignity and respect,
prevent hospitalizations and help people lead healthier, more fulfilling lives. Improving
Access to Mental Health Services is a priority of the Skokie Community 2012 Health Plan,
and Turning Point has been a leader in this area, providing life-giving care regardless of
ability to pay or insurance status, and despite the substantial loss of State funds over the past
20 months.
