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By now most of the leaves have fallen from the trees and
our Maintenance crew has been through your neighbor-
hood to pick them up. For those residents with trees that
just don’t seem to want to give their leaves up just yet, our
crews will continue to pick up leaves, with their last day
being December 11th.

With snow just around the corner, we have added some
new equipment to the township arsenal for this winter. Our
trucks will now be equipped to treat the salt with brine or
calcium chloride to increase performance and work at lower
temperatures. The brine allows us to melt ice with tempera-
tures as low as zero degrees Fahrenheit, while salt alone
becomes ineffective below 20 degrees. This new equipment
will allow us to keep the roads clean for safe passage throughout the winter.

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LEAF COLLECTION

Leaf collection began on October 19 and will run
through Friday, December 11. Leaves should be
raked out to the public right-of-way beside the street.
PLEASE DO NOT PUT LEAVES IN THE STREET.
Leaves become very slippery when wet and, when
parked over, they can start a car on fire when brought
into contact with the catalytic converter.

Sticks, grass clippings, or garden debris will jam our
machines and should not be mixed into leaf piles.
Consequently, piles with materials other than leaves
will not be collected. Maintenance crews will be work-
ing from 7:30 a.m. til dark, six days a week, rain or
shine to collect your leaves in a timely fashion. Many
factors such as the amount of leaves to be collected
on a given round and availability of temporary laborers
have an effect on collection and make it impossible to
know exact pick-up times.

TREE AND SHRUB TRIMMING

Please trim branches that may overhang the public
sidewalk in your area. Many people are out walking
and these branches are not only a nuisance but, can
be dangerous. Please show your consideration and
trim back trees, shrubs, and bushes to make sure the
sidewalk is clear of all obstacles.

ears through the
maintenance department. The storm dam-
age policy of the Township begins with
the safety services department. Sycamore
Township Fire Chief Jetter declares
whether a “storm damage condition”
has occurred. When a “storm damage
condition” has been declared, residents
must call 791-8447 within two work-
ing days after the storm to have the
branches picked up at no charge. When
you call, tell the office staff that you have
storm damage, give them your name,
address and phone number. It is not the
policy of Sycamore Township to cover
the whole Township street by street after
a storm, but rather collecting from only
the addresses reported to the office. The
maintenance department will only pick
up limbs and branches from the recent
storm. Leaves, which are picked up dur-
ing our annual fall “leaf season”, will not
be collected. Foundation plantings, old
firewood, and tree and bush pruning will
not be collected as storm damage. They
can be disposed of through your trash
collection or at our monthly brush chip-
ping program held behind the Sycamore
Township Maintenance Building, 8540
Kenwood Road, from 8 a.m. until 4 p.m.
on the first Saturday of each month.
